During the autamn of 1570 the gealo
gints attuched to the geogesphieal explos
ation of the forteth pandlel made o
preliminary  reconnaissance of several of
the extinct voleatiio eones of northoern
Quliforndn,  Omegeon, and  Washington
tervitory, for the purpose of plaining
dotarled
voleanoes of the Siena and Cascade
ranges. A furthor stady of these voleanoes
however, wns wever undertaken, and
althoughthe cxplorers bronght back most
interesting geologionl  and Jithological
material, the reaults and observations of
the work have never been published, with
the exception of an anuvuncoment in this
journal for March, 1571, 0f *“the discovery
of actunl glaciers on the mountaing of the
Pacitic slope," and a popular papor on
“The Voleunoes of the Unitod States 1%

b fore the Amervican Gepgraphicad society,
Muarch 13, 1877.

Among the more prominent pskanlong

this belt of voleanic oones may I
mentioned Lassen's peak and  Mount
Shusta, in California, Mount Iit, Three
Sisters, Mount Jeffason, ana Monnt
Hood, in Oregon, and mounts St, Helens,
Adams, Rainwer, and Baker, in Washing-
ton territory.  From this long line of
voleanoes the geologists of the fortieth
parallel sorvey selected for the purposs
of uxploration the four peaks which, from
their size, position, and geologieal rela
tions, mwight be takon as typieal of the
chain, My, Clarence King explored the
two great cones of Califoruin; at the same
time Mr. 8, F. Emmous undertook the
examination of Mount Raioier, while
Mouit Hood was visited by one of the
writers of the present article, The
collectinng which they made at that time
were deposited in the cabinet of the
survey,
Lissen's peak is situated in California
just north of the fortieth parallel of
iatitude, where continuity of the bold
crest of the Sierra Nevada range breaks
down and is replaced by lower and less
regular ridges. From Lassen's peak this
magnificent chain of voleanoces extend
northward at irregular intervals for nearly
five hundred miles.  The principasl
voleanoes follow in general the axial lines
of the Sierra and Cascade ranges, break-
ing out either along the main line of
upheaval or a short distances to the
westward,  Voleanie extrusions along
fissure lines and flows of lava of greater
or less extent unite the main peaks, form-
ing a nearly continuous belt of igneous
rocks, i

Mount Rainier ia the grandest of all

tho voleanoes of the northwest, and
furms the most prominent topographical
object in Washington territory, rising
proudly above all other peaks, and
towering far above the crest of the Cas-
cade range, which lies about twenty miles
to the eustward. The suvfuce features of
the western portion of the territory have
been greatly moditied by the great Java
flows of the volcano, and no less than
four important rivers of the territory rise
nwmong the glaciers of the monntuin—thu
Nigquully, Puyallup, and Whito rivers,
which dow into Puget sound, and the
Cowlitz, which, running in o southwest-
wrly direetion, pours into the Colnmbin
Snow und ice cover the top of the volean,
veaching downward for 5,000 or 6,000
wot, while with the most mnarked contrast
the broad base of the mountain supports
w dirk, dense forest vegeration of great
srandeur, The summit of Monnt Rainter
w formed by three peaks, the L hest
gitusted to the enstward of the other two,
and sepurated from them by deep and
mneeessible gorges, althoogh they attain
within a few hundeed feet of the same
altitude,  The mwin peak presents a
perfect, cireulnr cone, with n erate
about o quarter of a mile in dinmeter.
The altitude of the peak as determin-
ed by the United Stales const survey is
14,444 feet,
Mount Hood is situated directly on the
erest of the Cascade range, aboul twenty-
tive wiles south of the Columbia river
It has an altutude of 11,225 feet above
the sea level, vising about six thousand
feet above the wain range, but the long
lava flows extendiog in every direction
from the bagse of the voleano have buried
Leneath their inass nearly all remnants o
preexisting rocks,  Mount Adawms and
Mount St. Helens, on the north side of
the Columbia river, form with Moont
Hood a trisugle the aren of which las
heen the genter of great voleanie activity.
Uhe summit of Mount Hood i s single
peak, » portion of a vim of an ancient
urnter, opening to the south, The erater
s about one-half o mile wide from
vast to west, the enciraling wall for three-
tifths of the circumference rising 450 feot
above the snow aud ice which iills the
basin,

None of the voleanoes along this belt
oceupy so compavatively isolated & posi
tion ws Mount Shasta, which stands upon
an open plain, with the neighboring hills
and ridges many thoussnd feet lower,
The great range of the Siorra has fallen
away, and is followed by low, obacure
ridges, confused and broken upby voleanie
outburats, The altitude of Mount Shasta
is given at 14,440 feat above sea-lovel,
and as the neighboring ridges ravely
attain an altitude of over 3,000 feet, the
voleano presents au imposing spectacle,
nurp.rmﬂl by few mountains in the world,
As seen from the west the voleano pre-
sents a double ¢ome, with the smullerbuilt
upon the flanks of the larger one, und
about 2,000 feet lower.

A TROY PARROT.

Tho ltemarkable Bird Which Dwells
ina New York Village,

Troy Times.

Four years ago a bird waa brought from
thoe cost of Afriea by a sea captain, who
wive it to his sister in this city. He
neod not  bu definately located, but wo
can put our tinger on him and day, only
it st asafe thing to do, unless the care-
ful approach of the finger is accompanied
Ly the warning, “Duont you bite,” which
the parrot will repest as distinetly as yon
suy 1t and will refrain from biting— it he
knows you, 1t is not known whether he
is tive or fifty years old,  That 18 one of
the very few things he keeps to himself.
O all other suljects  he s wonderiully
communative and  his information, like
his vocabulary, is vast and various.  He
is not & green  parrot—no, indecd, not
much—buta gray parrot, deseribed in the
“American Cyvlopmdia” as, ef all parrots,
“‘the most remarkable for its docility and
power of articulation.” 1f the book
weans our bird, he is, indeed most re-
warkable for these very qualities. Since
his arrival in this dty—Liuneus, by the
by, classes the gray parrot as *‘Paittacus
erythacus,” and however it my be with
our bird about the erythacus, thero is no
doubt whatever that he has become quite
n paittacus —he has depended for his cdu-
cation almost wholly upon his own eflorts,
Till quite lately he haus lived almost on-
tirely in the kitchen of a restuurant,
where, witha colured cook who loves him
and colored waiters who adore him, he
hus picked up more food thau accomplish-
ments. But with a good ear, a retentive
memory, fuirly good rensoming power,
and, certainly, the power of an apt asso-
cintion of words with things, with e¢lo-
cutionary gifts that are really remarka-
bie, he has acquired a quite advanced
education, that makes his friends wonder
what & year or two in the Hartford high
school might do for him, With no teach-
ing he can, and does, distinctly repeat
every oue of the orders called down to the
kitehen—such ng “‘coffee breakfust for
one'' (or two, three, or four, ns the case
and cull may Dbe); **beefsteak rare” (or
done) “fer one,” and so on through the
entire  liet of ueunl ealls. Itisn fact,
duly attested by credible witnesses, that,
the other evening, when the order was
Sren supper forone,” the parrot instantly
said:  **Make it hon and egus with acup
of coffee!”  We shull not soon forget the
large-eyved look of utter incredunlty with
which a young lady recoived this story
from The Times reporter,  With hereto.
fore implieit conlidence in everything he
said, she never will believe o word  he
says ngain.

Since his return  he has bean removed
to a higher aphere than the kitchen from
which he escaped, and ho has a  larger
tield in which to display his accompliah-
monts, And without special instruction
he duily adde to his vocsbulary. He
says **Good morning,"” and says it in the
morning, not afternoon. *How do you
dot” “How's your wife!" “‘How's.your
folka" **1 weo you there,” **What are
you doing there,” *'Peck-a-boo,” in va
rious tones of voice; and he whistles and
laughs inimitably, sfter a fashion of his
own, This very brief eatulogue covers
aut o few of his accomplishments,  And
he has a quality rare with good talkors
he is equally a good listencr, and a most
attententive and appreciative one, If
vou talk to him  for an hour at once, he
will not open his mouth, but will keep
his eyes on you, bend his head to listen,
