FFIFTY INDIAN MAIDENS,

Daughters of the Prairlie Come to
Fhiladelphia tw School—Their
Trives and Queer Names,

Philadelphta Record,

The family of twenty-three Indian
girls who have been living for some time
paat at the Lincoln inatitution, Eleventh
streot below Spruce, was increased to
fifty on Thursday afternoon by the ar-
rival of twenty-seven girls from the In-
dian training school at Carlisle, Pa., from
which place they were sent by order of
the Indian department of the United
States government, The fifty who are
now in Philadelphia will, in the course
of a fow weeks, be joinaci by twenty-five
more, which will complete the number
to be taken care of in this city,

The new arrivals are apparently per
fectly satisfied with their quarters. 'IF;
ranged in age from G years to 20, mg
were all neatly dressod and wore their
jet-black hair to plaits. The fifty schol-
ars are divided into two divisions, each
of which goes through a regular routine
of study and work daily. They rise at 6
o'clock, and after breakfast one division
goea to the schoolrooms and studies from
0 o'clock until neon, the other girla
spending these hours in learning to sew,
cook nug attend to the general house-
work of the institution.

In the afternoon from 1 o'clock until 4
the second division attends echool and
the first is instructed in the useful
branches just mentioned. Each day
the scholars are taken out for an hour's
walk, but a8 a general thing they do not
like this, ns they ace very sensitive about
the attention they attract. On Sundays
they attend divine service at the Church
of the Ascension. The houra when they
do not have to be in schoolrooms or at
work are spent in the playrooms of the
institution,

Bome of the girlsare very cleverat
making Indian dolls, which they decorate
with beeds, bits of metal and strips of
bright flannel, Dm'i.ng the day they are
obliged to talk to 'esch other in English,

The Hon, J, B, Raymond, delegate in
vongress from Dakota, waa at the Palmer
yesterday en route for Washington, ana
in conversation with a representative of
The Tribune he said there was no chanoe
of Dakota's admission ns a state until the
presidential clection was settled.

THE SI0UX RESERVATION,

“There are several matters requiring
congressional attention. The moat im-
portant is the matter of the Sioux reser-
vation, Until it is settled neither the
Northwestern nor Milwaukee & St, Paul
railroads can complete their lines, Here
is a vast territory, almost a quarter of
Dakota, of no use to the people and not
really used or needed by the Sioux.
