A HUNAWAY TRAIN,
A WHA Trip of 100 Miles in Two
Hours and a Half Without
an Engine,

An incident which we believe has nover
had a parallel in railroad history occurred
on last Thuraday on the B, & M. railroad
betwoen this oity and Denver, Were it
not that the story comes from the most
roliable nource, wo would unhesitatingl
ronounce it canard, But we luve‘z.
rom a source which is a guarantes of ita
correctness, At any rate, it is a matter
of record and can easily be verified if
true and disprovenif it fu false,
It will be rememberad that on Thurs-
day there was a wind which amounted al-
most to a tornado here and was worse
wort of us, At Akren it unrcofed the
round-house and did some other d 0.
About b o'elock in the evening, whon the
wind was at its strongest, it started a
train of eight bex cars, loaded with coal,
that wore standing on the side track at
that place., Two braken were nef, but
they were not enough to hold it, and it
ran through the split switch without be-
ingrdurnilcd. and startod eaat.

ho track was nearly lovel where the
train started, but there is down grade
this side of Akron. The wind was so
atrong that it took the train more rapidly
than the passenger trains sver the line
move, even on the level track, and when
it reached a down grade of coume the
spoed boeame something fearful,
The operator at Akron noticed the run-
away train soon after it broke looss, and
aent tho alarm down the line. Every-
thing was ordered side-teacked, and the
orazy traia had the right of way. The
Cannon ball tramn, going toward Akron,
was only two stations awasy when the
meesnge to side track oame, and it had
ounly been on tho side track a short time,
vartonsly estimated at from two to five
minutos, whon the engineless train came
thundering along,

Marvellous as it mrs:ir seem, those run-
away cars ran one hundred miles, passing
cight stationa over a track which 1s for a
great part of the distance almost level,
with no propelling power but the wind
and their own inertin. They ran the 100
miles in less than three hours, and sta-
tion agenta and others who witnessed the
strango train held their breath with awe
as it whirled by at the rate of nearly a
milo a minute. It passed Haiger at the
eato of forty miles an hour and ia said to
have run the twenty milea of down grade
this side of Akron in eightten minutes.
At Benkleman, 95 miles this side of
Akron, a freight was standing on the
side track. As the runaway tn.ga passed
the engineer ran his engine out witha
vrakoman on the tender to make the
coupling, and gave chase. It waas an ex-
citing chase, but the engine, whi
brought to the aid of the wind the power
in the steam cheats, soon elosed the gap
between itaelf and the flying train,
About half way between Benkleman and
Max the fomtive was overtaken, the
coupling succesafully made, and the cars,
aftor gulling the engino some distance,
brought to a standstill,

It was certainly n remarkable runaway,
and we do not believe the annals of any
railrond will show a parallel to to it.
