The Greely Party Found,

Wasnmaron, July 17. =The actingeocrota-
ry of the navy received a telegram from St
Johuog, this morning, s'ating that the Greely
roliof expodition hind found the eurvivors of
Grealy's party,  The survivors number seven
men in all. The names nse Lieutonant Gree-
ly, Sergeant Brainard, Sargeant Fredoricks,
Sorgeant Long, Sergeant Illison, MHospital
Steward Beidenbeck and Private Connell,
They were found by the relief ehips, Thetis
and Bear, five miles off Cape Sublne in Smith
Sound. Sergeant Ellison was very badly

froat bitten, and died at Godhaven, July tith,
undergoing surgical operation.  The relief
ships, Thetis and Bear, with the survivers are
now abS3t, Johns, N, 1,

The following tolegram wns racelvod at the
navy department this morning:

Wasiinaroy, July 17—Mr. George Ker
non, of thia city, avd a well known Arctic
teavellor amid suthor, who has taken an active
interest in the recont attempts to rolieve
Livutenant CGrecly's party, aud who went bip-
fors the Arctic relief board last spring to
urge the offerdng of such o roward as would
suenen the ooopemtion of whalets  in the
search, was makod by an Associnted pross re-
porter tonight what he thonght of the pows

“From the polnt of view of an Aretic ge-
ographor thay are of frstoolass importance,
Lisutenant Gireely has not only taken nway
from Commander Markhom, of tho Dritish
navy, the blue ribbon of Arotic discovery tor
the highest lntitudo ever abtained in any part
of the world, but ho has greatly extended the
liniits of Nared pxplorations, both in Green-
land and Grinnell Land, The fuct that two of
Grooley's sledge parties wora stopped in open
waterin the Polae basin and that Loth wers
ut one thme adeiit in strong earvents, which
threntenod to earry them  lelplessly awpy
northward, would seem to show that the Po-
Tar basin 18 not o solid sea of anciont, mmovas
ble ico which Nares deseribed, and which he
declnred was “nover navigable,”  Lieutenant
Grealy's explorstions extenid over thres e
groes of I itude and nearly forty degroes longi-
tude, Ha has virtually sscortnined the troe
outline of Grinnell Land, and has crossed it
from gost to west, and on the northirn
cinat, Girevnland hus gone one
degron of latitude and  ten  degrees
o longitude beyond the farthest point reached
by Captain Nares, accomplished slodging ofti-
eior, Lacutenant Boanmont.

Thess nchievements alone refleot the highost
crecit upon Laoutenant l;lf-lil)' and his men,
but to them, of conrse must be added the
groat moss of sclentitic knowledge goathered
by the party during their two yoars at Lady
Prauklin vay,
