The evidende upon many of the vital
Tacts waa greatly at variance, even so much
80 that charges of perjury were opeuly
made bylattorneys employad in the| care.
The great point to be determined was
whother or not Officer Donovan, not hold-
ing » warrant, had authority to make tho
arrest of a party not canght in the eom-
mission of an otfence without a mandate
from a court of competent jurisdiction.

The preponderance of testimony went
to show that Officer Donovan came into
Specht's manufactory to arrest the man
Howe, who it was said, had thrown the
material from the building, by which
Prico had been hurt,  Upon going into the
store, he was asked by Specht, the pro-
prictor, if he had a warrant for his em-
Ell:lyo'u arrest, and upon his reply that he

not, was forced to leave tho premises
by tha defendant and his laborers., He
then called to his assistance Officer Bnr-
dick, by whose aid Specht and Hone
were arrested and taken to jail,

‘The principal argument for the defense
wns made by Gen. Cowin, who denoun-
ced the ofticers for their shametul treat-
ment of the defondants. He charged
them with brutality and said their
‘‘cheeks should rankle with shame for
this_Inhuman act upon a poor innocent
laborer.”

Mr. Cornell closed for the prosecution

Judge Beneke in deciding the oase said
it was not a diflicult one for him to form
hls judgment upon, holding that it was
theduty of Oflicer Donovan tohave arrested
armed with a warrant for the arrest of
Houe, and when he was not, Mr. Specht
had a perfect right to eject him from his

reu.ises, using only suflicient force to
grim_; about the desired endciting ‘Bishop
on Ceiminal Law” to support his position.

In the case of Hone the judge ocited
the city ordinance which provides thata
police officer has no authorlty to make an
arrest unless he seos the party committ-
ing tho act, in open view. The court
held that as Officor Donovan did not ar-
rest Hone while resisting him, he should
have lodged a complaint againat him and
proereded to arreat him by virtue of a

warrhat,

The Judge accordingly dismissed the
complaints and discharged the defend-
anta,

conragement,

viz : the building of a home for destitute
and friendless women and children, an
institution long needed in thia city.
They nave been renting rooms for this
purpose, in the City Hall building, and
their experience during the past six
monthyg has shown the absclute necessity
for an establishment of this character and
has also shown that their present quar-
ters are entirely inadquate to the needs
of the society—a chartered organization
of which Mra, 7. B, Knight is president.
Tha purpose of the ladies is to raise a
fund sufficient to build a house,
hopinz to secure a city lot for
a site, and arrange for um{l,lnymeut for
destitute women who are able to work,
by the fitting up of & laundry and pro-
viding other means to enablo the institu-
tion to become self-supporting in time.

Subseription lists are being circulated,
and donations from 25 cents up are
received, The city police have found
the present home of great practical value
in sflording shelter temporarily to scores
of wutthy people who appeal to them for
help,  Herelofore the city jail was the
only refuge for this class, and it is a dis-
grisse to our people that such has been the
case 8o long,

In view of the practieal use tn which
the money is to be applied the ladies
should be heartily encouraged in their en-
terprise.

AN INVENTOR'S HARD LIFL,

tooall

The Story of Drawbangh, who Clalmas
to Have Orpiginated the Tele-
phone,

Neaw York Herald,
Mr. Daniol Drawbaugh. who claims to

ba the originar mnventor of the telepnone
was in the court room of the United
States circnit court during the arguiment
yeatorday before Judge Wallaco in the
great suit of the American Hall-Tele-
phone company against the Poople's Tel-
ephone company.

Mr. Drawbaugh is of small stature,
with a bald head, ruddy face, aquiline
nose, wears s mustache that is nearly
gray, and has a quick, nervous, rostless
manner. He moved about impationtly
as Mr. Lyaander Hill, his counsel, de-
tailed the history of this inventor, which
like that of many men of his clasa, a
story of poverty, of hardship and a con-
stant battle for fortune.

In the speech of Mr. Hill, the follow.

ing facts in reference to Mr.Drawbaugh's
life waa brought ont: He was bLorn in
1827, in tho village of Kberling's Mills,
Milltown, Cumberland county, Pa.  He
attended school a part of five winters, up
to the time ho was 16 yeara old, When
about twelve yoara of age he made a
clock and an automatic machive for saw-
ing wagon felloes, and continued
throughout hia life to mwanifest a genius
for mechanical I1nventions. During
the yeara 1851 and 1860 he conceived the
idea of trapamitting articulaie speech
clectrically through & telegraph wire,
and he started to make u machine
through which, it is alleged, conversation
could ba carried on at a distanco of
twenty miles, T'his was done by the use
of what is known as the **earbon tele-
phone," which is conatructzd on the
same principle ns the Blake transmitter,
Some of these instruments, counsel said,
wore made as early as 1867, Prior to
the war Drawbaugh invented a machine
that was largely used for agricnltural
purposes in the south, and when the war
broke out he had a large amount of
monoy owing to him that he was not
able to collect. He was, therefore,
obliged to go into bankruptey.
From 1869 to 1880 he waa in extreme
poverty, with a large family, and his
only source of income was payment for
the doing of odd mechanical work in the
houses and on the farms of his neighbora,
The latter said of him that his hobby was
electricity, and that he was & man of
great, inventive genius, but it was fre.
quently very. hard work for him to
vorrow a dollar from anyone of them,
