All S8aints (All Hallowa' or All Hallow
Tide) Day takos its origin from the con-
verslon in the sevenith century of the
Pantheon at Ilome into a Christlan place
of worship, and Ita dedieation to the
Virgin and all the martyrs, First cele-
brated on the 1st of May, the date was
subsequently changed to November lst,
and under the deslgnation of *“‘Foeast of
All Sainta' set apart as a general com-
memoration in their honor, and as such
rotained by the Anglican and American
Episcopal churches, the collect for which
supplioates for *“‘grace so to follow Thy
blesaed saints in all virtuous and Godly
living,"”  ele. On that day it
s s ocustom of Roman Catho-
lie countries (atill practiced in Lounisians
to visit the cemoteries for decorations or
tor laying floral tributes cn the graves of
rolativea, But the ‘*‘Halloween” has
nothing churchly about it, and seema to
be u relie of pagan timee, or perhaps of
meodiaoval superatitions  which regard it
as the time of all others when euper-
nataral influences prevail and which set
apart the night for a universil walking
avroad of spirite, both of the visible and
invimble world; for on this mystic
evening it was believed that even the
human apirit might detach iteelf from
the body and wupder abroad. **Hul-
loween' seems clearly allied to the
*“Walpurgis Night" of the (Germans, tho
witch-festiyal, or amembling of evil
epirits on the summit of the Brocken, in
the Hartz mountains, on the ove of the
18t of Moy —tho day, as already noticed,
dedicated to the christian wmartyrs or
spints  The Walpurgis legend being al-
moak coeval and early associated with the
Iattor day, it ia probable that in
England the transference of the festival-
day to the st of November earried with
it the superstitions attributed to its
preceding night, Practically, so far as it
15 recognizad at all, as it ia atill in Grent
Britain and in some of our own states,
where church ussges and traditions
survive, it is devoted to sports and practi-
cal jokes. Nuts and apples are in requisi-
tion, the former giving the name **Nut.
orack Night" to *“Halloween” in the
south of Bogland, They are not only
cracked and eaten, but are made the
means of vaticination In love silairs.
The grand sport of *‘ducking,” or
“bobbing,” is still practiced in some of
the states,

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The several borglariea committed with-
in the post several weeks have caused
considerable constornation among busi-
nees men in this eity  The feeling of in-
securily has taken posscssion of some of
thew, and especial precaution 18 now
being vsed toavert sny loss of property
from midnight marauders,

From severs]l circumstances attending
thoso burgluries it has become the opin.
ion of those to whom the lives and prop
orty of Omaha's cit'zans have been en-
teustod, that the porpetratora of these
crimes have a “fence” outside of this cliy
where their stolen gonds find a ready
sud edasy market, It is thought &
regular system of thievery is  boing
carried on between the robbera tnfesting
this city end those pursuing the sume vo-
cation in Denver, Uhicago, Kansas City
and other large places whnera their
plunder easily disappears from the gaze
of the owners. 1t is & curions fact corro-
borative of the presumption that single
targlaries searcely ever take place. \Whon
me burglary is committed from one tu
throe or moro are slways recorded, and
the place entered by the maurauders are
always of the same kind, Some four
weeks ago no less than thirteen private
residences in northwest Omaha were en-
tered by burglars betwoen Saturday fight
sod the Mondsy morning following, The
same night Duke's hardware store on
Douslas street wus  burglarized, the
place  of  Sinhold, carrying the
sume  line  of goods, on South
Thirteenth strest, was also entered.
I'he theory, and & plausible one, of
some of the authorities, is that informn-
tion is ziven to the Omaha “gang’ from
