She lett it and went back to Massachu-
setta, and died there aged 74. Dolly
Madison was driven from Washington
when the Britlsh burned the capitol in
1814, but the shock did not kill her. She
returnced here to live after her husband’s
death, and she died st 77, In 1841, Mra.
John Quincy Adama also lived to ba 77
years of age. She was married at 22,
and was born, educated and married in
London,  John Quiney Adams was en-
gaged to her three years before he mar-
ried her, and her firet tour after the wed
ing was to Berlin, where Mr, Adams
waont to agrvo as minister.

It is o curioun fact that the first three
presidents married widows, The stories
of their courtships abound in romance,
Gieorgo Washington was a colonel on his
wiy Lo Williamaburg, the old enpital of
Virginis, when he was stopped by an old
planter friend and ssked to stay over
night,  He replied his businesa was ur-
gent and a stoppage of any kind was im-
possible, His friend then cited the virtues
atid benuties of a beautiful widow of 20
years in such glowing terma that Colonel
Warhington decided to tske dinner and
soo tho paragon.

that he atald all night, and on the way
back beemme cugaged to her.  This was

Mme, Custis, whose maiden name was
Martha Dandridge.

Jetloraon's wife had begn o widow four
years when she marripd o, and ahe was
only 37 years old at that time. She was
ten years Jefferson’s wife, and in that
period had six children by him. She died
In 1782, It is msid that she was much
courted, and vwo of Jelforson's rivals met
on her doorstep & day or two before the
latter's engagement.

Andrew Jackeon's wifv's firat husband's
nume was Robards, and she was ouly 106
years old when she married him,  Rob-
arda was s joalous fellow, and of an  cx-
ceedtngly ugly disposition,  Ruchel Rob-
urds geparsted from him, and got what
both she and Jackson thought was a
valid divorge before she wia married  to
Jackson,  She was about £2 years old at
thia time and the clrcumstances of their
union created no genernl remark over the
country.
