Lower, tte Record,

The Maltitade of Fixtares tor Eguine

What Harnesses Should

“Improvements in horse fixtores have

almont reached their Imit," a Chambers
streot saddler and harnessmaker sald,
“and if It were not for tlo many Im.
provemonts in the past thirty yeara the
records wonld not have been lowered to
where they are now. Any horse breeder
or trainer will acknowledge hat, bocauss
tho principal improvements have been
suggested by practical breedorsand train-
ors, Without taking into account the
great Improvementa in rond wagons and
sulkies, which for lightness and casy
running are manrvols in comparison with
the heavy and ungeaceful vehicles of
twenty-five yoars ago, the improvementsa
in harnees alone are enough to sllce off
somo of the records, Deeides they are
cheaper. A good, sorvicenbls, light sin-
glo harness can now be made for £6. The
trlmmings are, of course, tin-plated, and
the stitching plain, From that prlee aln-
glo harnees run up into the hundreds, the
nickel, lead, silver and gilt plating, rub-
ber covering, line and wave stitching and
qaality of tﬁu leathor adding gradually to
the coat,

‘I suppose the truck harness of to.day
is about as anfo, strong and perfect as s
ponsiblo. ‘The cost runs from $20 up to
806, For the last named price we can
make a harness with three-inch esaddle,
rubber trimmings, single leather traces
sewed on tho broast coilar at one end and
the other end lined 18 inches, with three
holes to take up at the whitlletree; alnglo
losther breeching, with edges beveled
and burnished smooth end rounded in-

eide; breeching  straps, with edges
rounded; flat  hip straps, with
edges  rounded; patent check, with

check-bit and half-check trotting annflie;
fine pad cloth under tho eaddle; fine
reins with patent hook billet at the blt;
wide bellybands with roller buckles. sad-
dle lined wilth enamcled loather. The
stitching is fine and neat, in handsome
deaigns, and the loops are ull hand
crensed. There's fm't an unnecessary
part about it, and it cught to satisfy any
horseman, The harnesa that Maud S,
trots in cost §125, Itis lght and fine,
and was spocially made for her.

“You can imagine that a horae when
drlven to his topmost speed must have
everything about him as easy and com-
fortable as possible. It is the same os
the best efforts of a man who has a bad
fitting collar or a rough edged neckband.
It ieritates him and he is thinking more
of the annoyance than of his buslnesa. 1f
a horse’s girth is too tight or any other
part chafes him, he can’t trot so fast as
he might. Sometimes the shaft girth
allps over the saddle girth, pinckes the
skin, and palls the hair. The horae foels
that he is worrled. By the wey, the vary
latest improvementis saddle girth and
shaft girth in onse piece—practical 1m-
provement, I mean, becanse the improve-
ments in ornaments such as chalos,
buckles, buttons and designs for mono-
grams and the so.called handy attach-
ments are almost endless. For ornamen.
tation look at the Ffour-in-hand postil-
ion, four-in-hand coach, long-tug coach,
with embossed work, coach, wagonette,
rockaway and carryal, harness. They
are #s dlfferent as the horses that wear
them, The tandem harness is plainer
and - nester, and the coupe and dog cart
harness are substantinl and neat, The
village cart harness is in russet or black
leather, trimmed with nickel, silver or
brass, and the qoantity of the trimming
say $2b to $100. To my eyes the most
pleasing sight is a pair of sleek trotters in
a light double harness. Each strap does
its work and is an ald to the horses, The
beat costs about $175. The cheapest is
$25. It has pada with tinned trimmings;
tinned riogs In hames, with tinned
buckles in the tug; smoll buckles ja-
panned; flat winker braces on the bridle;

ean trot faster with ihiem than with.
out,

“Coming down to artieles for thestahlo
blnnkets take up the most room, and in
anmoe osges sre finer than most persons
hiave on their beds. Put on an English
crack horse the blanket, hood, breast
cloth, pad cloth, roller, sud knee caps,
with great and monogram on the blanket,
and he looks well taken onre of and he
knownit. The Amesrican walking suits
and awoat blankews are made of fins wool
and are elaborate aifairs sometimes, The
quallty of the bandages for sprained legy
and other Injuries in something that would
astonish a housekeeper. Thia little nr-
raugement with a rubber band is for
twisting n horse's tail fn a knot and keep-
Ing it in place. Cuorry combs, mane
combs, grooming gloves, mane drags,
tooth files, and clippers, all have their
improvements, and when the would-be
horseman comes to select medioines, olla,
powders, liniments, blisters, dranghts,
pills, and ointments for his horses, or
polishes, pastes, blacking, oils, varnishes,
and compoundafor his harnesses and car-
rlages, he has a task before him unlesa
he knows exaotly what he wants; for
they are nomerous and enticing. All
these minor things have added to the
eare of American horses, and the resulta
of that care aud improvement have boen
health, ecomfort, and speed.”

TWO INVENTIONS,

A Fortune in Buttevine and a New
Way of Ocean Transportation,
Numshville American,

There 1a something in the New KEn-
gland climate that fosterathe inventive
gonius of mankind, and some of theso
gentlomen who dwell In those parts of
Massachusctts, Vermont and Connecti-
out whore the main crop is ice and the
only Sther crop is granite, are now on
thoe way to the exposition at New Or-
leans to put their inventions bofore the
people that are assemblying in the
Crescont city. One of these genluses
who stopped over in Nashville yesterday
goes to New Orleans with nothing but a
roceipt to make butterine.

Gottlog into converaation with ono of
the ublguitous repoerters or the American
in & hotel in this city yesterday, the
gentieman explained to the reporter how
he wan golng to make a fortune in Now
Orleana,

“How do you expect to get your oapi-
tal for the manufacture of this ‘most
dellcious substance,’ aa you describe iti"

“I expect to say to some capitalist
down there just about as much as I have
sufd to you, and I am eatisfied I can got
the 83,000 or £4,000 required to start &
small factory, aay of the capacity ot five
or six tons o day. You have tasted a bit
of it from the brick I took ount of my
valige, aud see that it 1s to all appenr-
ances the best yellow cronmery butter,
Before they passed the obnoxious vleo-
margarine law in New York, we used to
put it into the public there at fifty cents
a pound in the winter."

“How many pounda do you expect to
put into the public in New Orleans?"
“Well, at grst only about five or aix
tons, but by the time the thing gets well
worked np, about ten or twelve tons. You
see it is a little gold mine. In New Or-
leans you get your cotton-seed oil very
cheap, Milk, some of which 18 used in
the manuofacture of butterine, we will re-
ceive from TFort Worth, Texas, where,
with a chemical preparatlon, we take out
the animal heat, and the milk {s kept
swest for two or three weeks, The other
chief compound of this money-making
stuff is lsrd, which we get trom the north
weat. Now, ib was the discovery of the
proper proportivns at which these three
substances, mixed well and congealed,
that has made my fortune, which is small
now, but will be large by the time the
ew Orleans exposition is over. [ also
expect to gell a good many cans of mitk
in New Orleans."

The reporter expressed his high appre-
clation of the inventive talent of the man
from the wooden nutmeg state, which
brought the modest man to confess that
he was nowhere in this line alongside a
friend of his, who was organizing a

ble. The boots for a valuable horre cout
almost as much as those for « man. The
quarter boot Ia to prevent injury by over-
reaching, the toe boot on the hind feol
to provent the front from cutting the
hoof by striking back, and the lawn boot
is for walliing on lawns, pulling on over
the shoes. The shin, ankle, knee, hock
snd grab boots have been worked up or
down, as you plesse, to a fine point. Be.
pides, we have soaking boots for the hoof
snd sleeping boots to prevent and cure
cure bupches under ehe front legs,
Hero s & boot to use on the back of the
front legs, and 1s used a8 & strengthoner
to tendons aud a guard for the back of
