\ mesting of the olty council waa held
yesterday afternoon, at which the mayor
and aldermen Mynater, McMahon, Sied-
antopf, James and Keating were prea.
snt

A number of bills were prosented and
ordered pald,

Some littls dissussion was raised about
the new order adopted by the mayor and
suditor, that heraafter no bills ahall be
vald antil read in open council and or-
dered pald. Varlous explanations were
oiférad ns to the feeling of ocitizens that
bills were being passed through the mill
loonaly.

The question of whether the city coun-
cil had any rules or not  was brought ap,
and It was decided informally that the
old rules should hold until new enes
wara made.

It wan doclded to suspend the reading
of the minutes until some future meeting,
Thin actlon has been taken so often that
thers aro now severnl hundred pagos
walting approval. '

The followlng protest waa filed:

To the honorable the clty counctl of
Connell Bluffs, Towa—The undersigned
residents and taxpayers of the city of
Coancil Dluffs monat esrncstly protest
agsinat the payment out of the city
treasury of any money, or the iasuing of
any warrants or orders of said city for
the purpose of compensating Mayor
Voughan for services alleged by him to
have been renderod said snid ecity in the
negotintion In New York city, or ¢lso.
where, of any bonds of the olty for
paving, sewerage, or any other purposes,

Because said services were not render-
by wvirtue of or under any contract with
anid clty.

Because there can bo no Implied econ.
tract upon the part of sald city to pay
for such aervices.

Beonuse the payment of such compon-
aation, either in money or by warrants of
thia city, will be lllegal and unjustifiable
and n gross misappropriation of the funds
of said olty:

N. M. Pusey, who had been employed
by some of the slgners to the above as at-
torney to represent their views, and by
conoent of the councll he did so. He
presented simply the legnl side of the
case, He said he did not eare to dizcuss
the (uestion as to the value of the ser-
vices rendered by the mayor, or what
would be a roasonable compensation for
such services. The position taken by
these property-ownors represented by
him was that the council had no legal
right to pay him anything. Hlis first po-
aition was that it was W, R. Vaughan as
mayor who was sent east to sell bonds,
and not W, @ Vaughan as an individual.
He clalmed that by the statutes Muyor
Vauoghan In taking the office entered into
a contract to perform all the duties de-
fined by statute and such other dutles as
were ordered by the council compatible
with the duties of mayor. 1f the councll
wnlarged the dotics of the mayor and he
acquiesced, there was no just claim on
hls part for extra compensation for per.
forming such dutles, 1t mattered not
that previous waycrs had been paid for
ilke services. One lllegal mot did not
warrant onother, Mr. Pusey held that
the council could not give the mayor
compeneation for mervices, beyond the
limit of his fixed salary, uolees a special
contract waa mado prevlonely, He read
tho opinions of Mayne & Huonter and
Ciy Attorney Holmes to the eifeet that
the city having employed him to do extra
viticlsl dutier, there was an implied con-
teact under which he could clsim com-
penaation., He admitted that this was
good law as between citizens, but that
the law did not countenance such im-
implied contracts between the clty and
one of its oflicials. He read in support
of this an opinlon of Judge Dillon, to
the «tfiot that this compensation must be
by !contract, ordinance or statute and
there could be ne implled contract In
auch cases, 'and no obligatlons on the
part of the city. In taking the oflice at
o fixed salary, he must be content with
that, and if the council enlarges
dutles so that Jthe salary scomed
iuadequate, he could resign, or if the re.
quest made by the council was not com-
patlble with the duties of mayor, he
oeuld refuse to comply., Any other rule
than that laid down would lead to much
mischief, Every slderman would want
vitra pay for some duty he might con.
erder was beyond his ordinary cuties sa
alderman, There must be first an ordl.
uance, law or delinite contract made,
The request of the council for the
mayor to go east and sell bonds became
s part of his dutles as mayor, to be per-
formed for his salary, the moment that
resolution pessed. If he did not want
to perform this duty he had his remedy,
but voluntarily complying with the re-
quest, and performing the duty, he had
uo right to ocome in afterwards and claim
compensation on the ground of there
belug » complied contract, Mr, Pusey
cited numerous aathoritles.  In closing
he said that if the clty council refuse to
allow the mayor's bill the legality could
ba tested by the mayor commencing suit
agninst the city. Oa the other hand, If
the councll allowed the bill, the legallty
could be tested by the tax.psyers com-
meneipg sction. 1t mattered not how
mearitorious the clalm mifht be, it should
not bo pald unless a legal claim,

Col. Daily expressed himself as of the
op nilon that this discussion should have
been postponed untll attorneys holding
difterent views could be present, but pow
that the arguwment was made he thought
action on the bill should be deferred un.
tl an opportunity ccald be given him
and other attorneys.

Mayor Vaughsn then offered that il
auy three of the sigoners of the proteat

ora select ome attorney and he would se-
lect another, and leave the matter to
Judge Dillon, or leave the matter to
Judge Reed, Loofbourow and Lyman,
It any of the protestera wmould runfor
mayor he would resign and run agalnst
him, and lot the people say at the polls
who was to he l‘l!({r\f!ﬂll. He had looked
up the records on some of thowse protests.
He alao informed Mr. 'asey that some of
thowe who aigned the protest had since
signod s recommendation that the biil be
paid.  Among them were Henry Paschel
and John Hammer. His recommenda.
tion was slgned by those paylog paving
taxos, whereas the protest waa aigned by
many who did not pay any paving tas

He thonght Col. Daily’s suggestion was a
wise one, and that opportunity be given
for the attorneys who had endorsed hia
Bill to state their viewa in detail.

Fifth avenue from Tenth street to the
creek at i35 conta a cobic yard, was re.
esivad and the contract awarded them,

Tho clty attorney filed his opinion
ngainat the nllowing of warranta to cover
discounts on other warranta, The opin-
ion has already been published in Tnk
Ber, It was concurred In.

The city attorney also presented a re-
port that the Indian creek sewer bonds
were valid in his opinion. Referred to
committes on sowerago.

Thke sewor committee was instructed to
select some point In railroad addition for
n bridge across the Indisn ercek ditch,
and build the same.

A warrant was ordered issued in favor
of Rleagan Bros, & MoGorisk for 27,000,
for paving on Broadway.

The city auditor was instructed to make
itemizad report of all warrants drawn on
the paving fund, and amount paid In by
property ownera,

Ool, Sapp appeared before the council
in reference to the clalm of J. T. Stew-
art for damages on account of change of
grade on Main street. He wanted some
definite action. The committee having
it In hand were instructed to report at
the next regular meeting.

William B, Campbell and Abraham P,
Maury, two Whig representatives from
Tennessee, had a lively fight In thohouse
behind the speaker’s chair, just before
the final ad journment of the second ses-
sion of the twenty-fifth congress, onSan-
dey morning, July !, 1838, It grew out
of the irritation consequent on the pro-
coss of compelling the attendance of
members st the session of the previous
night. Mr. Maury was brought in by
tho sergeant-st-arme, arraigned, and ex-
cused on the payment of fees. He
thought, however, that his colleague had
dirscted the sergeant-at-arms where to
tind him, sand they had some words,
which ended in blows, Mr, Campbell
had the best of the encoonter, and be
wonld bave knocked Mr, Maury out of
ong of the largs windows, which oponed
to the tloor, aud which waa then open,
had he not, to make the blows mere ef-
fectual, clutched his antagonist by the
hair with bis left hand while he struck
him in the face, blnw after blow, with
his right fist. Mr. Maury presented a
pitiable spectacle when Mr, Campbell
was dragged from him, and his most in
timate frlends could not recognize his
features, so blickened, bleeding and
swollen. The difliculty was subsequent-
