The ealary ought to
bu ralsed to §1,600 at the very least, and
we do not think $2,000 any wo moch
for the right kind of a marshal, The
man who does his full dovy as olty mar-
shal earns every cent of $2,000, We
belleve also that the mayor and couneil
men shonld receive higher salarles, and
particularly tho councilmen, whose pay
now amounts to about $200  year, It
cannot be expected that for sny wsuch
pay a person can afford to devote very
much of his tlme to city business, sand it
is on this account that good men hesitate
about beeoming candldates for the olty
councll, If higher salarles will glve us
better officlals we mre in favor of the
lovestment, We have had enough of
chesp men to conduct our affairs,

TECHNICALEEDUCATION,

President Garrett, of the Balilmore &
Ohio raflrond, han defermined to estab.
liah a technological school for the pro.
motlon of & higher course of Inatinction
for the apprenticea of that eailrond.
The objest of the company Is to give a
lIberal technical ediioation to the youths
in Its employ, a5 that they may become
Intelligent mechanies and employes, The
oxaminalions prescribed in the course of
the teshnologioal school will be very
thorough, and the company will endeavor
to advance the giaduates of the echool
lo posttions of responsibllity and trost
in its service, and only those who de
monstrate willingness and ability to
qualify  themselves for  advance
ment will be retained,  The
general mavager will convene a board
of examiners, conalsting jointly of two
medical examiners of the rellef associa-
tlon and three iostructors of the teshno
logical school, whose duty it shall be to
examine and classily all apprentloes now
In the sorvice in accordance with the
standard of qualifications presoribed in
his general order on the subject. This
board will vlalt each station where ap-
prenfices are employed, and finally re-
port in writing to the genersl manager
the result of their labors. This plan is
corfalnly worthy of imitation by ev
ery large railway corporation or
manufacturing establishment, The old-
fashloned  apprenticeship of  sev-
eral years servide in the various traden
and callings has beor almost entirely
abandoned, in this country at least, we
ave sorry to say, simply because it Ix too
glow for this fast pge. The Amerlean
youth who has served a foll apprentice-
ship is & rare exception in these daya.
He gets a superficlal knowledge of a trade
during a few months of what may be
termed tinkering, and then he blossoms
forth as a full-fledged mechanle and de-
pends upon his cheek to carry him
through and obtain full weges, but
it is soon discoverad that he is deficient
and, asaresult, his services are elther
dispensed with entirely or are pald for
according to their actaal worth. This
explains why we have so many *‘black-
smitha" In every trade. Quite a nomber
of larze enstern manufooturing establish-
menta have found it so difficult at times
to secure first class mechanics that they
have been obliged, rather than import
skilled labor from Europe, to establish
schools of instruction and educate work-
men up to the required standard. The
lseson of all this is that every yonng man
upon chocslng a trade should make up
his mind to serve as an apprantice untll
he becomes an efficient workman.

Mgz, T. L. Kivpacs as usual says that
the clamor agalnst the railroads is the
work of agitators and the misstatements
of the press, and he nttempts to convince
the legislature that the reduction In boih
passenger and frelght rates would be a
robbery of the railroads, the Union Pa-
clfic not having declared a dividend for a
year, and not llkely to do so In another
year. Mr. Kimball seems to forget that
the Unlon Pacific Lias robbed the people
for years by extortlonate rates In order

to pay dividends on millicns upon
millions of watered stock, and
now that the general depression

prevents the earniog of dlvidends he
proposes to hold the people responsible
for the misdeeds and mismsnagement of
Jay Gould aud his associates, who ruined
the stock of the road by their gigantic
robberles. Mr. Kimball's argument Is
that to do justice to the people would be
a robbery of the Unlon Paclfic. He
clafms that the proposed law will cripple
every new extenslon, If the Union Pa-
cific had followed the cxample of the B.
& M. and bullt more extensions in Ne-
braska, with a view of creating a heavy
local traffie, inatead of spending millions
upon millions in costly branches
throngh unpopulated, unproductive and
distant regions, for the henecfit of
ingide construction rings organized for the
purpose of robbing the stockholders, it
woulld not to~day be in the overburdened
condition In which it finds itself. And
yeb Mr. Kimball wants the people to cor-
t'mue to be robbed through extortionate
rates, in order to make ap the deficlencies
caused by useless branches and consolidas
tions, watered stock, and the robheries of
Jay Gould and Bidooy Dillon,  Hoe must
think the Nebraska legislature is com-
posed of ignoramuses and knaves, and if
it fails to give the people some relief from
the burdens imposed upon them by the
railways everybody else will think so too,

A 1Ly hes been introduced i the
Pennsylvania legislature providing for
the establishment of the whipping post
for the ponishment of wife-boaters, and
It s meeting with such favor with the
people of that state that
it may possibly become a law,
It is to be hoped that it will, for
no sympathy ought to be extended to the
brutes who kick and cuff thelr wives ss
they wounld a dog. The present ocustom
of sending a wife-beater to jall for thirty
days, and then releaslog him in & day or
two upon the petition of his wife, who is

compellep to depend upon him for
support, is altogether  too len-
lent, It frequently hsppens that

the lmprisonment or the fine Impored
opon & wife-beater punishes the wife
more than the husband, A good whip-
plng would tend to cure the wife-heater
of his brotality, 1t might be urged that
the whipping-post 1s a relic of barbarism,
but we believe in tirestlng barbarian:
with barbaric mwethods of punishment,
There are socletics for the prevention of
oruelty to anlmals, and we can see no
good reason why messures should not be
tsken to prevent erucliy to wives. Bome
such bill as that of Penpsylvanls, if In.
troduced in the Nebroska legislature,
would no doubt meet with some staunch
advocates, It seems to ue that while

there is so mueh proposed legialation for

ths benefit of marrded women with ra
epect to the protection of their property
rights, 1t would be «qually appropriat)

throw additional protection around
their health, limb and life, Asx the Hon.
Ohurch Howe seems to be partioularly
interested in legislation ecntorning mar
ried woren, perhaps ha might be pre
vailed upon to Introduca a whipping-post
bill providing for the adequate punish.
ment of wife-beaters.
