An 0ld Man at tbe Poor Farm Dying
Broken Hearled,

Deserted By His Wife and Deprived
of His Property.

One of the saddest sights at the poor
farm is that ¢f an old man, whosa gray
halr, wan face, bowed form and deapalr-
ing look cannot but excite sympathy.
The old man alts in a dreamy state or
rather as I stunned by some great grief,
and the history of his life corroborates
his appearance as that of a man who is
slowly dying of a broken heart, He
gives his name as Nicholas Kern, and
when aroused to talk of himself he fre.

slden again into a quiet, sad reflection,
until aroused by another query. The old
man I8 uite deaf, and hls hearing is
gradually growing worse. His eyeaight,
too, has falled him until he can hardly
sec anything, snd with frequent moans he
exprestes the fear that the dark-
ness which is gathering about
him will scon shat out every ray of Jight,
“Then what sball 1 do,” sizhed the old
mau, *“*blind, deaf, without a frlend, no
money, and my wife and davghter goue,”
snd the tears and sobs pravent further
ulterance of worda,

It seems from the old man's story that
domestle trouble lles at the hottom of {t
all, He says that another man won his
wife's alfectiops, prajudiced his daughter
agalnst him, and that last June this man
with his wife and daughter left the city
together, and he belicves they are living
together, but whers he cannot learn, He
mourns greatly over this, and holds to
the doubtleas vain delusion that if he
could but find out where his wife ls
8o that he could write her, he could
f“ her back sgaln,  He says he had o
{ttle property, but ihis was slipped out
of his hands, and his wife got poesesslon
of it.  Butgrcat aa ia his grief over the
falthlessness of his wife, he mourns still
more deeply over the fact that his litile
daughter has gone too. The o'd msn’s
besrt scems wrapped up in the girl, and
In his failing days he misses the presence
and cheer of the Hght young heart,

With hls other Infirmitles, the old
man's mind seems to be giving away, and
he ls becciulng dazed ms bewlldered,and
It Is evident that before many more
maons pass be will lay down bis burden
of sorrow. With bis falllng strangth he
falely begs » chance to get over to Owaha,
for e fancles nls wife snd child are
thm.liarhpa, and If allowed 1o have
his wish, he wounld g'adly grope his way
thnmﬁh the streots of that busy elty, his
trembllng lmbs carrylug him on & weary,
useless scarch for her who ga'ned the
love of hls earller yeurs, But he ls
wieely kept and cared for here, and can-
not well attempt the fraltless wander-
ings.

Read them throug and throngh
yon know, but didn’c try to commit them
I romember in the leglslatura I was call-
ed on to pray for a governor, and he
wasn't of the game polilics as I. So 1
juat prayed that he might be the beat
governor in the state, If possible. Then
there was another governor and he difl-
ered from me too. I prayed that he mig"t
be as wise as a serpent and and as harm-
less as & dove.”
“‘How dld you pray for the loglelatures
Mr. Allgn,”
