A short time ago Samuel, Asa and Joe
Holaday, of Scappoose, took a trip over
to the Lewls river in order to look into
the resonrees of that region, They foand
It & mos: beautiful country, and one that
offers many inducements to settlers.
Toe part vislted liss off in the dlrection
of Moont St, Helena, and Is composed of
both tlmber laud and fine open tracts
which abound in game, large and small,
While encamped on the river they dlis-
covered an ubject that was as novel and
:nunmntlrg as It was beautiful and astrlk-
ng.

In their rambles through the pine
woods they stddionly came upon a fallen
troo across the pah, which, on inspoe-
tlon, they found to be hollow. Through
8 knot-tole they could see something
whi'e, and st once began to investlgate.
They sawed ioto the log, and were sur-
prised to fiud that the whole Interior
of the log was filled solidly with honey.
They at onea brought from their camp
some of thelr vessels to fill with this
aweotest of vature's productions, Their
buckets and pans were soon filled, Then
they sawed off another length of the log,
snd found it still solld with the honey.
Thls they repeated and took from it
heney until they had opened up ten feet
of pure, loyely honey, which yielded a
comb that was in many places four inches
thick.
