A CREAT. TURFMAN DEAD.

Dan Mace, tbe Femons Driver of
Famons Horses, Breathes His LS,

Skeoteh of & Stirring Lifo Which Em-
bodies the Histopy of the
American Turf,

Chieago Tribuns Special.

New Yonk, April 19.<The life of Dan
Muace, the famous drelver, waa to-day brought
to m clone at his home, No. 311 West Forty.
saventh street,  or over a year he had been
wuffering from Bright's divense, and for weeks
puat his death had beon daily expected. Two
wooks ago he returned from Hot Springs
where ho had been in search of health,

and from then until he disd he waa confined to
his bad, Dan Walton, the old eompanion
who hins watched with him throughont his
slokneas, wan with him when he dled, A
number of old friends of the turf called this
dvening to express their sympathy with the
buereaved family.

Dan Mnca was bornat Cambridge, Masa,,
May 28, 1834, and his father, aftor whom he
wna nsmed was a horsernan bafore him, The
senior Dan Mace was the proprictor of a liv-
ory stable in Boston, and littlo Dan used to
ride running races under his [nstruction and
that of & man named Cosgrove, who was »
nuted trainer of the day,

When a boy young Dan went to live with
Elijah Simmons, of Albany, who had a string
n raco-horses that were trained by Dopjamin
Reed. In the seasons of J1843-44 hercdenear-
ly all of his races for him, After two years
he returned to his native pluse. Thencefor-
wird he handled nothing but trotters, He
remained in Boston until 1866, when he re-
moved to Peavidence, His next plage of res-
idence wua this elty. He camo hers in 1802
and located ow the old Fashion track,
Among the most noted horsea ha handled
in his early days were Kate Miller, Mary
Taylor, Tonch-Me, Not, Old Bones, a pacer;
Duaghess, Meddlesome, Tom Hyer, Dentist,
Lady Waestloy, Albany Girl, Fashion, Little
Romp, Tabey, Saltpetre, Sonlonque, Provi-
dence Boy, North Star, Uyclops, Lady Boyls,
Bay Star, Farmer Doy, Pilot, Chicago Jack,
Tom Benton, Euelid, Lady Sherman, Lady
Litchfield, Black Dave, n pacer, and a run-
ning horse called Gray Fagle, Mace had
driyen over the old Cambridge couree, the
Franklin rldingk park at Baugus, Mass,; the
South End track, Boston; the Washiogton
Trotting Park at Providence; the Esst Bos.
ton track, and the Centreville and Union
eourses at Long Inland. A great favorite
with Maoce was Lvdy Litchfield, who waa first
brought into prominence in & match which
she trotted against & pacer at the Cambridge
pourse, in which she beat him in 2:55 or 5:00,
This was in 1880, The following year Mace
urchased the horse and trotted her at Wash-
ngton Trotting I'ark, Providence, beating a
French horso, Wade's horse Bunghorer, and a
number of others,

The firat trotting race for any considerable
smount of money in which Mace drove was in
May, 1855, Dhlcn{;u Jack had been matched
sgninst Knownothing for 8200, and Mace
handled the former, He lost the first heat,
but won the remaining three, In 1857 he
drove Liady Sherman in saveral races for Mr,
Parkis, and then bought her in partnership
with & Mr. Babeock and brought her to New
York, whore the won a race for n
$100  priza at the I'ashion  course
ogainit  Suffollke, DMemnon and Kitty
Wick., Duchess was a dipple brown mare
ownsd by Mice in 1850, Her great feat
whila in his poseession was the winning of 2
ten-mile race in harnees at Washington Park
in 20:17,

Maea drove Ethan Allen in his famons race
with The Rose of Washington, which he won,
the best time being 2:36, He first handled
Allen in 1838, when he wis matched with
Gaorge M, Patchen, to trot over the Union
Courze at Long Island. TPatchen was dis-
tanced, Vithan was afterwards matched
to trot againat Dexter with & funning mate,
and he won inthree heats, making the then
unedqualed time of 2:15, Allen’s best record
in harness was 2:20§. Mnee owned the horse
at one time, In 1858-G) he had the bluck
gelding Pilot in his core, nnd drove him in
a gootd many races. His best rocord was 2:28
mads fu September, 1859, in Providence, trot-
ting againg: Miller's Dameel,

Among the horses handled by Maee from
1864 to 1870 were D'rinee, John Morgan,
Sorrel Dan, Pocahontas, Rhode Island, Kittie
Wink, (uuker, Fearnaught, Gen, DButler,
Commodore Vandermlt, Young Woful, Billy
Bar, and Gray Mack, All of these horses
acquitted  themselves with credit under
his uble mansgement, Shark was
trained by Mace, who firet trotted
him againgt Frank Temple and wen
about 5,000, Poecahontas was driven to vie-
tory against Lady Warren, Lady IHayes,
Gen, Grant, Empress, Sorrel Dan, Lieviathan,
Fannoie Allen, and Tib Woodward,  In 1867
I"ocahontas beat John Stewart three mile
heats under the saddle, her best time belng
2:814. Intho spring of 1870 Mace bought
Lady Thorn for 830,000, Shawas for yenrs the
acknowledged queen of the turf,  In 15608 ehe
beat nearly all the best horses on the turf, in-
c uding (ieorge Wilkes, Gen, Dutler, and
Mountain Boy. She got her record down in
that year to 2:204,  Macn dreva her in 1570
and won races from George Wilkes and Gold-
emith Maid, Mace in the same year haedled
the Pouual mare (nftorward Lindy Fisk), and
drova her two suceesshil matchos against I,
8. Btokea' Josephine,

For o fow few yaars past Mace wis nob
vary nctive a8 o turfman, Amouvg his prio-
vipal races in Intter yeers was that of 1875,
when ho drove Hopeful to tho  fatest wagon
rocord ever made, A year sgo last summer
Macs drove Josephine, now owaed by David
Stevenson, Jr., at the Springlield races,
osgaingt Homero, Overman nnd other cele-
brated trotters, winning in three heats and
making the last mile in 220, Tis fioal ap.
