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SAVING UP BMALL AUMS,

The Practioe in Its Infancy in the
Weat as Qompared with the East,

Chioago Nows.

“The practlee of raving up small sums
for m rainy day Is yot In Ita infancy In the
west,” said W, Kelsey Reed, treasurer
of the Dime savings bank, to a Dally
Newn reporter, who had asked for Infor.
mation regarding the subjeet, *“'‘Com
pared with the poorer classes of the east-
ern  staten,” continoed the treasurer,
*“‘the working people of the weat reslly
donot save at all. By ‘working people,’
I do not refer to the laborer and artlsan
partioularly, but to that vast army of
people In all classes of 1ifo who depend
on their dally labor for a llving—the
mochante, the bookkeeper, teacher,
clerk, and small store-keoper; the
seamatrens, shop-girl, and washorwomen,
whose earnlngs are from £3 to B12 a
woek. They do not eave, and yet this ls

one of the great manufacturiog centors
of the conntry. There are now only two
savings Institutlons In Chieago, strictly
speaking; thoe Dime and the Homej all
tﬂe others have failed slnce the fire of
1871, and thelr history is too fresh In the
memory of the people for me to partica.
larize. These repeatod failares have
cansed the peopla to becomo shy about
depositing thelr dimes In savings banks;
and no wonder. All were mera stock
banks, run for profit, and no seourity
was glven to deposltora that their money
was aafe, The mavagers of the banks
took the money In charge for the pur-
pose of making money themselyes. They
offered a certa!n amount of Interest, often
much higher thanjcould be afforded, and
when they failed, the poor lost every-
thing. My experience teaches me that a
high rate of Interest is not wanted by the
poor who intrust their hard earnlogs to
the keeklog of a bank, They went
only the wsssurance that It la safe—
that they oan get it when needed—that
is all; and this guaranty of safety they
oan not get under the system governing
stock banks., The law regulating the
saviogs banks In New York state hns
proved so successful that there is abso-
lute confidence reposed In them by the
poor, and the deposits reach Into the
hundeed millions, where in 1llinols,
having no law, they barely touch a mil-
llon, The total number of pass books
fssued In this bank since Its organization
In 1869 s 19,496,8nd now we bave about
three thousand regalsr depositors, who
have not more than $100,000 to thelr
credlt. Only one of these has as
much as $3,000in bank, the remalning
2,999 have sums ranglog from 8500 down
to £30, and the vest msjority show the
Intter sum as the total of their savings.
Quoting from the laat report of the stite
superintendent of the New York Savings
banks, we get the astounding fizures of
£36 000,000 on deposit in the New York
Savings bank and $40,000,000 in the
Bowery Savings bank. The latter ahows
that 300 depositors have §3000 to their
credit, the limit allowed by the state law

than any one bank csn take
from a eslogle Individual, There
s not a dollar of capltal

atock In theze banks; they are under the
supervision of a board of trustees, who
are bonnd by law to serve without pay,
and they In turn must make a certified
report to the state superintendent once a
year. The trustees can only lnvest the
money In thelr cara In & certaln pre-
scribed way, viz: In stocks or bonds of
the Unlted States; In stocks or bonds of
the home state; In bonds of any other
state that has not been defaulted in the
payment of interest within ten years; In
clty, county and town bonds, ard in lirst
mortgages on approved real estate. All
the expensen of cflice bullding, clerk hire,
and salaries of the officers of the bank are
pald eut of the accrued Interest, and the
balance s applied on the deposlts pro
rata, in the nstare of a dlvidend., The
system ls known a1 the ‘matoal,’ and ia
the only method calculated to attract the
earnlngs of the wpoorer and Industrial
classes,”

Fuarther inquiry regarding the extra-
ordinary success attained by saving in-
stitutlons in the east developed the fact
that In 1883 there was deposited to the
credit of workicg pzople in 127 eavings
banks In New York state the maguificent
sum of §412,147,315; in Massachusetts,
in 166 banks, $241,686,774, againat §1,-
102,203 in Illinols.  Mr. Reed was of
the opinfon that it was not apathy, but
distrust, that caused such a vast discrep-
ancy, and wera the people sasored of
eome degres of safety In the lnvestmont
of their money, as well as faith In the
intogrity of the managemont, the total
deposita wouold rapldly Inocresee to a
raspectable ligure, The fallure of sav-
inga banks when operating ooder tha
general banking lawa of this state has
not passed unnotleod, and a bill based on
the New York mulual system 1s pow
pending in the state leglalature, and s
confidently expeoted to pass when It
comed up. It has the endorsement of
the presidents of the leading national
and state banks In Chleago, and many
prominent wmerchants, Including Mar-
shall Field, J. W. Dosne, and N. K.
Falrbavk,

It s the aim of the Dime savings bank
to conform as far as possible to the plan
of the mutual system, and It does nat
therefore enter much into s general bank-
lug business, perferrlog moderate returns
to taking risks that would jeopardize the
interests of depositors, Its alm is to fos-
tor the prinelple of thelft and ecomomy
among the hard-worklog poor, gusran-
toeing a safe rate of Interest, and point-
ing out, when requested, how to muke
good investments for accumulated wsav-
ings,

ome interesting storles are told of the
methods adopted to prevent some of the
young depoeltors from squandering thelr
mongy. 12 years once started
an sccount with the avowed Intention of
saving up 88 only, which he proposed to
tnvest in skates. This was before the ad-
vent of roller-skatlog rinks, and his am-
bitlon was to own & pair of the best Ice
skates. The needed sum was not aoccu
mulated until the mlddle of summer, and

An Extrsordinary Description of
Manifeatations Made by Medi
ums at & Seance in New
Orleans,

JKaneas City Times,

Mr. John M, Sandidge, of New Orleans,
In spending a fow days In this oity. Mr.
Sandldge was present st a namber of
soances glven by Mr. Jessia Shepherd at
s private resldence in New Orleans dur
ing the conventlon of spiritualista recent-
ly held (n New Orleans, and was a good
deal aatonished at the phenomena pro:
duced, The performanoces, ho says, bave
been given In churches as well as In private
parlors, He described his experience at
one of the seances In a written account,
of which the following is an abatract:

At Intervals wo had music on the pl:
ano (s large square instrunment) by Thal:
berg, Gotischalk and Mczatt, each per-
forming In his own paoullar style,through
Mr. Shepherd, the medlum, who was o
deeply entranced at to be unconsolous of
what was going on.

We also had at this and a previous
mesting duots and trlos in indepondent
voloes by Sontag and Perslans, and La-
blache, the greatest basio known to the
world, accompanied by Donlzsetta, on the
piann,

Whilst thls musle—too grand tu'ba
deseribad—was golng on, Sappho, taking
from under the piano a celestisl harp,
pressad it several times around the olr-
cles of friends, sometimes resting it on
our heaas and shoulders, against our
eara and at our feet, ellciting the moet
eostatio sounds in perfeot acoord with
the piano, then sweeplng through the
upper parts of the room,

The guitsr—taken from a table—was
also made to perform at the pame time,
In the same surprlsing way, sll of which,
in harmontous symphony, esemed to
glve pulsation to the surrounding atmos-
phere.

Two of the lady puplls wers made to
aing with Perslans, and though oon.
scious of an effort to try to sing, counld
not hear thelr own voices, so exactly
were they in accord with the leading
volee of the great Itallan prima donnoa,

The most uaique of all the occurrences
wns on Fridayevening, when the medium
in deep entrancement said: ‘“*Where
am! Oh, where am 1?7 Far away In
India. I ees crowds of Moslema and
persons inciting them to war sgalnat
the Eoglith, And here ocomes Ma-
homet!” When immediately he an-
nounced himself in a deep bass voice,
and passing arouna the clrele addressed
each member In Ianguage none under-
stood and so could make no responee or
engage In conversation. When this effort
ceasad, we wera told by some one that
the “*Mahometan Dance' would be played
by the band accompanying their great
prophet,

Then began a ecene of barbaric musle,
which seemed to be executed by a dezen
or more hands fingering the strings of
the piano, only touching the keya now
wnd then—the same deep voice oocasion-
ally sonuding throogh the room—and,
elimaxing at the close of the piece, the
plano was lifted from the floor and
jammed down upon It in repeated thumps
of emphasis to & combination of musical
sonuds no words could define.

time, therefore, shoald be loat in remov-
ing what has accumilated as soon as it is
discovered,

Troubls Batween the Panhandle and
South Texns Oattle Men,

Forth Worth, (Tex.) Speclal Dlapatch
to the Globe-Democrat: Word comes
from Wichita Falls to-night that seriona
tronble ia feared botweern the Panhandle
and Sonth Texas cattlemen. Six thon-
gand head of cattle belonging to the
Capital Land and Cattle company are
now at Harrold walting to be driven
through the Panhandle, but this, the
eattlemen of that seetion declare, shall
not be done. 1t s enld that 1,600 have
lengued together along the drive to re-
slat by force, If necessary, thelr pasesge,
baslng thelr recistance on the statement
that the southern cattle ara diseased with
what s called “*Sonthern fever,” Joo
Colline, for the compauy, wired Gov.
Ireland to-night, atking that rangers be
sent on to the Panhandle at once to pro-
tect the company In thelr rights, It is
sald that the governcr has aesured the
company that if neceesary to enable them
to drive he will eall out firat the ran-
gers, then the mlilitia, and then ask for
volunteers. The Panhandle cattlemen
say the questlon s one of life and death
to thelr cattle.

Bhoes—An Old Soldier's Story,
From the Inter-Ogean.
“The old srmy shoe.” sald o elender,
darkhaired man, *‘waea great lnstitution,
I have a pair at home that 1 have pre-

served, not a» mementoes of any long
march, but as landmarks In & venturouos
life. It was a custom among the poorly
shod Oonfederate troops to remove, after
a battle, the shoes from the dead Unicn
aoldlers. This was not done in any spirit
of vendaliem or hesrilessness. The shoes
were taken off io supply men who had
much marching to do in inlement weath-
er. Wo simply chapged old wornout
shoes for the good ones worn by those
who fell in battle.

“On one cesasion I took & pair of nice-
ly polished No. ¢’a from the body of a
msn who moet have been in life s model
soldier. I had worn thesa shoes with
great comfort through the foanr or five re-
mainlng days of activity incldent to the
hattls before I had any opportonliy to
examine them ecarcfally, When we were
agein in permanent camp and were &l-
lowed to remove our eartridge boxes and
shoes at pight 1 mwade a startling diseov--
ery or rather I wes greatly startled by =a
dlscovery that I made ore morning as 1
took up the shoes to put them on.

“On the under side of the flap, or
tongue, was written in a clear, round
hand my own name. I was confident
that I had never wrliten iv there, but
there on hoth shoes wera my initisls and
my family nama, and I hud taken those
shoes four days before from the feet of a
man killed in battle, The Inference was
thut I had stolen the shoes of a man re-
lated to meln some way., 1 conld not
put them on, I walked in my steckivg
feet to the commissary depariment,
secured m palr of new shoee, and I have
the other shoea yet.

*The affslr troubled me fora long time,
I had no opportunity for makiog eatls-
fastory Inguiry In regard to the man who
bora my name, but In dus time I did
learn that there was no famlly relatlon-
ship whatever. He had come to thls
country from Eoglsnd and had been in
the country only a few months when the
war broke out. He enllsted through a
epirlt of sdventare, and I was the meana
of giving his relatives definlte informa-
tion aa to hisfate. The only evidence I had
besrlng on points In which they were
interested was a pair of old army shoes,”
