REBELLION,

The defeat and captare of Tilel virtually
orushed the rebelllon In the Northwest
torritory, but it did not end all the
troubles. The Canadlans now have in
Blg Bear and his 700 warrlors a more
determined foe than they had In Rlel
and his followers, but it is only a ques,
tion of time when thoe government troops
will whip them into surrender.

The inslde history of the rebellion,
which ls now comlng to the surface, puts
Ittel in a vory anenviable light. It shows
that his motlves in ailrring op the rebel-
lion were of a mercenary character. He
sought to blickmall the government ont
of money, and npon belng refumed he
threatened to oreate tronble that would
cost 830,000,000, This threat he has
succeeded in ecarrying ont.,  Before
the outbreak he visited Raw
Father Andre, an Influential Catho-
lic  prieat of Prince  Albart,
and tried to Induce him to aid In gstiing
the half-breeds to rebel, and to enlist
othor catholic priesta in the movement,
Rlel promising that the church should re.
ceive half of all the half-braeda obtalned
by the rebelllon, The proposftion was
indlgnantly rejocted. Rlel then wanted
the government to gilve him 82,000 to
leave tho country. At the same tima he
complalned of the way he had been
treated in 1879. He clasimed that Sir
John MeDonold had promised him 3,000,
but that he had received only £1,000, It
was to Father Andre that Rlel made his
threat of creating astorm that wounld coat
£30,000,000 and a great deal of blood-
shed, unleas the government complied
with hils demand to give him enough
money to carry himeself and famlly
to Lower Canada. When the
governmont was informed of this It re-
plied that It dld not wish to hear any-
thing about R'el, and that it wounld do

nothing for him, He then preclpltated

the rabelllon, taklng advantage of the
grievances of the half-breeds to cause
them to follow his leadership.

Riel’s true cheracter, now that it Ia be-
coming known, together with hla mer.
cenary motives, is making him an object
of contempt not only with the Catholles,

but among the half-breeds. who begin to
seo how they were made hls tools. If
he ls not convicted and put to death, he
will probably be killed by those who
have been wronged by his coanrse.

Smoking, when done at propar times,
facllitaten digeation, The senee of relief
obtained by a cigar, after 8 heavy meal,
Is well known to smokees. Dyspepala
sometimen fcllowa the alscontinusnce of
tobacoo, and is removed when the habit s
resumed.

While the abuse of tobaces wenkens
the system and leads to emaclation, used
intelligently it exer!s a favorable influercs
upon nutrition,

Hammond, by observation anpon him.
solt, found aga'n in welght with the use
of tobaceo, Fiske atiriboted an increase
of twenty-four pounds in three months
to tobacco, *‘Tobacco, when the food is
sufficient to preservo the welght, inoroases
It; wheh Insufilcient, and the body in log-
Ing, tobacco restrsins the loes,”—[Ham-
mond.

Barthaave, of Holland over 200 yoars
ago referred to tubaces ss being na antl-
dotal fo hunger., 1t seoma that the power
to undergo severe exertion and fatigue,
elther mental or physical, is alded by to-
baseo.

Situations of loneliness ara rlways rea-
dered more tilerabls by tobacco, and it is
the conatant companlon of those who lead
livea of solitude, such aa that of the herda-
man or ravchman. A feellng of unrest
or discontent, made up of ill-defined long-
ings, of imaginary disappolntments snd
unpleasant antipations, co>mmonly known
as ennanl, 1s rasponslble for much unhap-
pinees, This unfortunate condltion of
mind s removed by the toothing influence
of a cigar, and the moroseners and gloom
ara quickly dispelled, Ar much of every
day is filled up with care, our degres of
comfort In this life will depend largely
opon our abllity to bear it uncomplain-
Ingly. That tobacco assists us to do this,
that it enables us to look upon life more
complacently, must be the concluslon of
every one who has experienced its in-
flaence. That it enables us to toll with
lees fatlgue is equally true  The readlest
wrlters generally use tobacco, and can not
accomplish the eame amount of work in
the same time wlthout it, and theosa ean-
nected with newepaper and other literary
work who have often to wrlte agains:

The United States revenue cutter Cor-
win acrived at thls port shortly after 0
o'clock last night, from Ounalaska, dis-
abled.

The Corwln left this port April 20th,
not expecting to return uniil October,
The run to Ounalaska, 2,110 miles, was
made in ten days, May O:h belng the
date of her arrival. On the 14'h the
vessel loft for Atton Islani, lying 800
miles west of Oapalaska, bot when 30
miles out the erank pin of tke piston
rod broke short off, and it was decided to
return to San Franclszo for repaira, The
down-irip was made under eail, though
in smooth water steam might s:ll have
baen used. The cnly fatal catestrophe
of the voyaze was the drownlog of Eran-
cls Macnuley, & seaman, who fell over-
board May :h, and io splte of every
effort made to save him was lost, [He
was a native of Country Antrim, [reland
and 22 years of age. Two beats werelost
on the ssme dny.

badly from demsge recelved in the ice,
She s going on the beach for repeirs, and
ina week or ten days intends to esll
north.
