FAST RUNNING.

The Extraordinary RRapid Time Made
by the Smith Special Train,

Mention has already been made in
these columna of the running of the fast
speelal train from Omahs to Portland,
Oregon, bearing Presldent Elljah Smith,
of the 0. R, & N, Co. The passage of
this traln Is worthy of a brief sketch as
showing an average running speed which
was phenomenal and perhaps never ex-
colled on any long distance trip on the
Unfon Paoifio llnes,

The traln left Omaha on the morning
of the 10th at preclsely 10:50 a. m., ar-
riving at North Platte at ;20 p, m,
The distance from North Platte to Sid-

ney was rapldly traversed, the run from
Omaha to Sidney, a distance of 414 miles
belng made In nine hours and thirty-
two minutes, The run from Sidney

showing an apparent running time of fif-
ty-one mlles an hour. Two stops were
made, however, and deducting the time
lost in this way, the actual running tlme
was aixty miles an hoor, something rare-
ly accomplished on western lines, The
pansago from Green Iliver to Cheyenne,
J28% miles, consumed just seven hours
and forty-seven minutes, an average rate
of ferty-three minutes, This time was
something maryelous, when it Is taken
into conslderatlon that the run was made
In the night time over what is known as
the monntaln divieion, which abounds
with heavy grades, and that twenty-
one traine were paseed and sev-
eral stops made. The train arrived
at Huntington Oregon at 12:06 yesterday
morning, and soon after reached Portland.
The antire run from Omahato Huntington
o distaucs of 1414 miles, was made in 37
hours, Three hours of thls time were
lost by resson of a broken down on-
gine, The apparent average ronning
time belng 384 miles an hour, therafore,
would be ingreased t) 414 miles. Mak.
ing sll due sllowance for the time lost in
makivg dead stops, terminals, and in
pasalng  traing, the traln had to make &
actual running time of 50 mlles an hour,
which on long dlstaace trlps onthe Unlon
Paolfio, It Is said, has rarely or never
been beaten.
