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him, They have trisd in every way, by
slandeors, libels and other wayr, but ha is not
eranbed or killed yet. Hin life hore has boan an
honorable snd good one, He hw not
rendered himsell in any way amenabls o
oriticien  on  that  wubject, He s
been independent, it Iz trus, My
friend Hall wishes to ernsh all indepondants
out of the land, e sayn 1f you are a repub-
lican yon must always vole the republiosn
ticket or elss you are a falsifer, a betrayer, a
siandorer and a villan, no matber if the nomi.
nes be the worst man in the conntry. It is
unnocessary that I shonld say anything more
o4 to the charscter of Edward Rosewnter,
either during the war or hin life here or in
refaronce to thess Infamoun libels as wa have a
voies from the prave which tolla un what was
thought of Mr. Rosowater, The daposition
of Genoral Aoson Bteger who died s month
or two ago declaron that he balieves him to
be o loysl man, That ho beeamo aequainted
with him in Ohio befors the war and wonld
not havh had him in the military telegraph,
In any oapacity, much lows in the war depart-
ment, (showing the cars which thesy axer-
ciand thers) if thoy had had any doubte at all
about his loyalty. Me was loyal duriog the
war, he passedlunder thess serutinizing eyes in
the war department, There probably never
waa & better man than Mr. Btadton to read
character in this country, He passed npon
hils qualifientions ne o loyal man and declared
that he could be trusted, and General Sia-
gor did the same,

1t was n part of the efforts of this riog to
crush Tlosowater and destroy his influence in
the community where he was doing so much
for the laboring man agninst the gigantic cor-
poration, and it was in pursuance of that that
this libel wan started, In spite of what coun-
ool lins snid, in eplte of what they have assert-
el from time Lo time, is there any othor proof
that this libel had been known sod spoken of
yenrs bofore it appeared 1n the columnas of the
Republican? 1 eay, and 1 believe you will
bear me out when I say there is not one pav
ticle of truth in it, that they have rumaged
all over their old papers and rconred the city
for witnesses who felt unfriendly towards
Rosowater and not one particle of testimony
have they discoverad that Rosewater was ever
charged with bmog a teaitor or a rebel spy until
the 8th day of December, and not In this city
untilthe 20th of Dscamber,! 1852, They had got
tovether, o few of them, unfriendly towards
Mr. Rosswater, and had a conversation, and
in that conversation it was surmised that
during the war llosewater was disaloyal, and
finally that they conld prove and would prove
it by his own newspaper that he had declared
himself to be disloyal, When the paper is
produced, the only proof 18 that at the south
he was rogarded as sn abolitioniat. He was
wot called o epy until 18756, yoears afterwards,
whon they looked back and said he had re.
ported Jeff Davin'a speech, but had not re-
portod it fairly and honestly, and had put
Davia before the country in a licht that since
the war waa over he did not choose to appear
in., Hence Rosewater was o spy, That Rose-
water wrote the article himeelf with no object
except to maintain the truth of history he de-
clares, and that Jeff Davis did make o speech
exnctly asreported he states. 1ut, they say,
thers is another evidence of Ilosewaler's dik
loyalty in Stevenson. He was the man to re-
coive Jeff Davia and woelcome him to
that town, Why, gentlemen, he was o
boy 19 years old. Do you belleve there was
not a man in Stovenson who conld act on that
committee and go down there! He says he
‘wos not on the sommittes; except merely to
point Jeff Davis out. Jeff Davia was some
times not anxious to be pointed ont.  There
was a time when Col. Pritchard, of the Mich-
igan cavalry, waa anxious to find him. Do
you belisve Rosewater would not have heen
glad to point him out then alac? | My friends
on the other side hava ealled him a traitor for
ahowing Davis te his countrymen,

I belluve, if T know myself, that there never
was n drop of blood in my heart that was
untruo to the union; and yet I attended the
neasion of the convention In Georgia that put
Georgin ont of the union. I met friends
thers and met them as friends, and talked In
a friendly manner over what the possibilities
of the future might bs, Yot I was not dis-

loyal, I osme home ws did Rose-
water, and I added my
littla  mite towards the salvation

—
ot the union, My name doea not appear in
the history of the war as often ns Rosewater's
does there, but notwithstanding I was In the
south a short time just before the outhreak of
tho rebellion, I deciare I was a loyal man,
Yhey began by whispering, llosewnter was
disloya! nnd later that Hosewnter was s rebel
befure the war, They say that he did not de-
ny it; that he let that pass, ‘There was o
great outory made and it did not crush Mr,
Hosawater to eall him disloyal and to call him
a rebel did not crush him.  So they said “as
he has not donied this, we will go one step
further, he was a traltor and & spy.” And
they gava aa their reasons for eayiog 6 that
ho had boan enlled disloyal and “hadn't de-
nled it," Now let alone the fact that he had
denied it, let alone the fact that he never had
been called anything but disloyal, and let
un seo where we standon the testimony in this
oase. Vandervoort snys that he was ocslled
a confoderate spy, but when you come to cross.
examine him, heZeays I don't think that was
the language, bug it conveyed nn Tmpression of
disloyalty.” It was bis own article which be
wan talking about, It was his own pen that
wrote the words and he knew what they were,
He says he didn't use the words **confederass
spy." No indesd he did not. The firat man
that called Kdward Rosewator a traitor and o
apy, aud it was brought to his knowledge
was sued for it. The only one that dared to
onll him o spy was under the great shield and
aogis of a corporation. Tha Tribune Prioting
compuny, which osunot be shot or kicked,
dared to do it and nobody else, Thess libels
were whispered about, although they did not
go to this extent, by Hawes, Vandervoort,
Nye, Hascall and one or two others, Mr,
Hascall is unfriendly toward my client. This
in one of his periodical attacks of hostility,
To-morrow he may get over it. Yestorday
he felt unfrlendly, I have nothing to say
sgainst Mr, Hascall, bat I bhave this
to say for him, that although I be-
lieve him to be vindicative and unscrpulons
in his pursuit of poltioal oppenents, I do mot
believe when you put Tsaac 8. Hascnll, under
the sanctitn of an oath, i that chair that he
will lie. 'What does he say? He declares
that there never was any statement about his
being a spy; that that was an inferonce drawa
from the fact that he stayed within tho rebel
liges after the cordon of troops had bsen
drawn sround Nashville, and he gives that as
the only resnon. There is not a word of , ges-
timopy thet Hosewater was a rebel or a dis-
loyal man. Perbapa it would have been better
with the pecnliar ideas of the libalers that
Rosewater had made u full and explicit de-
uinl, Haodid not do it beoauss that was what
thoy wanted, to put bim on the defensive in
suy fight that might oceur,

Allow me to digress for one mowment ocoa
personal mattor at this poiut whers it teoms
t2come in.  Mr, Thurston said last nieht
that being in Chizago he was sccosted by a
gentleman who professed to know me in New

York, the sists where T formerly lived, and
who ssked him about his republiean friend,
Judge Savage. It by that remark, which 1
presume In truly reported, that New York
Iawyer, whose nnme My, Thueston oould not
romembar, intended to namest or imply that 1
evor changed my politics, that I ever voted
ropublioan toket, that I ever oalled myeell a
republican or worked for the republican party,
that T was ever known by sny friend or asso+
olata of mine na a republiean he states n false-
hood, not as damaging, perhaps, but as gross
na that which we have made the subjest of
this action. Now, why do I deny the state-
meut, why do I correot what that Iawyer told
Mr, Thurston? I agree with Me. Thuraton
that a man comiog from Naw York City to
this place may bave time to change his poli-
tics, It won't affect thia ease; my personal
foalings and politics are matters of the small-
ost moment to you. I do it becauss 1t is nec-
omary, necording to Thurston, to make n de-
nial, or to-marrow they will say that I was u
oandidate for an offics in the republican party
injthe state of New York; and the noxt day they
will say I changed my politics on acoount of
fright in Pennaylvanin and the next isane of
the paper will contain an article that T was a
robel general during the war, and was con
vorted to republicanism under a threat of
being shot, That Ia the case here. 1 have
takeon up your tima to agreatariciyn than I
intended to, but T will say that I have made a
denial sod when my own case comes into
court 1 can prove that I have denled the
charge as distinetly and emphatically ns I
could. DBut what n coward I am to deny o
charge like this which is not true.  What do
I care what other people say of my senti-
menta?! Why should I take notice of them ?
How much better it would have been to fol-
low the course which Sir Walter Scott says
ho followed under such elrcumstances, In
that deliwghtfal lifo of his by his son-in-law,
he says, in substance *'Since I have bien
dipped in ink, T have allov'ed no parsonal at-
tacks to provoke me to reply. I will not
deny that [ have been vexed on such occasions,
and have sometimes wished to have the
raseale, where the muir-cock was the baillie,
or a8 the Irishman would say, npon the sod—
but I nover lat the the thiog cling to my
mind and always resolved that if my whole
character and tenor of life did not refute such
glanders, wy pen never should,”

Mr, Thurston tries to make you think that
they counld haveproved that the plaintiff was
n traitor nnd o spy if they could have got the
witnessce, but they have all died and left,
und you cannot get hold of them to prove
it, That is the only point in which I agree
with him, The witnesses do not exist; but
wo have no troubla In finding witaesses to
show that llosewater was a loyal, good and
upright citizen, The witnesses do not exist
in this state, but we brought in two or three
who knew Mr, Hosewater when he was in
the army, Mr, Vandervoort saya that he
does not feel nofriendly towards him, but haa
an utter contempt for him that induces him
to say nothing about him. He would not
have a word to sny about Rosowater for the
would, Such an utter contempt for the man
that he would not speak of him, and yat he
sits down and writes a libel and puts it into
a nowapaper, His contempt is so grent that he
has to talk on the street corners with Mr,
Hascall and others abont him, They say that
this article waa really published in a friendly
way tc give Ilozewater an opportunity to see
what the people out in the country said about
him, and give him an opportunity to say that
hewas not a traltor or a spy. Butitis
claimed that the langunge of the libel was not
that the plantiff was a spy apd traftor but
that tradition said he was, When they said
the [right received made a republican of him,
they say they aro merely repeating a tradi-
tion, But the article says “he is a spy and a
traitor now.” What does that mean? Read o
little of this article which my distinguished
literary friend hos called your attention to,
““If tradition is true, Rosewater is & epy and
traitor now.” Supposs I should eay to you,
‘*If tradition is trua this is an exceedingly
hot day,” What would you say of such Ian-
guage as that? Yon would say that the old
man must haye had the sun very strong in
his eyes Inst night, or he took his drin’: too
early in the morning, or is a fool.
Tradition that he is a spy to.day, what doesit

f mean? It means nothing, I will not reply

to it further; it's & cowardly mneer at your in-
telligence, You know that the word "‘tradi-
tion" does not apply to it, You know that
when he ssys spy *“‘and teaitor to-day,” there
ianot n word or thought about “‘tradition,”
and it refers to the charge of his suing for
merey; and they did not care to ssy that he
sued for mercy, except by tradition, hucnuse
none would believe that he sned for mercy,
even a boy of 10 s he was, So too they eny
that the word “spy” does not mean that he is
a #py upon the government now,but & spy in
the republican party.

I took down the names which they appliad
to Rosewater yesterday, a fow of them. They
wore, '‘'mountebank, pretender, charlatan,
lier, rebel, spy, mugwump, traitor, bypocrite,
#lsnderer, and villain,” These gentlemanly
epithets I took down from the lips of the
counsel, and those words were wied with re-
gord to Rosewater, I supposethey would eny
wow if called to an secount, *'Oh, but we wern
conversieg mbout the articls that starts out
with the language, ‘If tradition is to be be-
lieved,'” and therefore, we say he is a hypo-
orlt if tradition is to be believed, Aud if tra-
dition is to be believed he is a villsin, o
mountebank, and » lisr, The Telbape priot-
lng company, under the contral of a higher
power, have taken o large part in the con
tract of vrushing Rosewater. They have been
the main contraotors; they*smployed sub-con-
tractors, and the wub-contractors employed
common laborers. aod the common laborers,
with the sub-contractors and contravtors,
ware put upon the witness stand, but the head
of all, the employers, never made their ap.
pearance here, They kept out of aight; but
the Tribune Printing company have taken the
main part in the controversy and have de-
cided since they could not kill him that they
would crugh him by libel and slanders. T ask
these gentjemen if some years ago whon Rose-
water by a notorlous gambler of this city was
asaaulted and all bot killed, I ask them il
there were not charges made at that time 1o
tha public prints and on the streets, that the
publishersa——

Mr, Bavage, 1 was using it by way of itlua-
tration, 1 must bave teavelled far outside of
the record to have equalled the gentleman on
the other side. Not one word or what Thurs-
ton or Hull waid yesterday was in the testi-
mony; but let us suppose a cmse in which a
mwan bas been grosaly assanited, supposs that
on the street corners and in the public prints
it was charges thut the publishers or o, itors
of some ‘nlm- had had to do with this, had
fumented a feeling, had tried to have & man
aesassinated, and this man didu't deny it;
would you believe it any soomer on that
ground that they were uilty of so grove an
offense? 1 leave it to yoo to say whether you
would or not, I “thick mot, I think
the mere want of deoial doss not
prove 'Ic:gwh&sllr 80 great an  out
rage. ongh my snappy lttle friend
Mr. Hall has taken this l::uu against Mr
Hosowater  Some times youog boys, new in
the profession, say to themselves, “Iif 1 oan
get hold of an old lawyer to tackle, it will be
the very making of me, If I can be a lftle

bitter, a little ifipertinent, townrde an older
man, towards some reapected member of the
Erof-ion.byummh at I injure him or
nrt his Feeli by g0 mnch shall 1T elevata
mysalf in the leeal cirole.” I # that
this wan one motive which induced my friend
Mr. Hall tospend an hour or two in the
abuss of Mr. Rosewater, They put on an
appearanes of grest wisdom and sobriety and
homor and decency, and say that of all these
qoalitiea Rosewater in devold, Gantlemen,
when you ses stich thiogs yon are inchned to
think of the words of the wise muan, "See'st
thott n man wise in his own concalt, there i
more hope of w fool than of him.”
But  whatever injury  the oan _do
Mr. Rorewater Ly the tieade of yesterday,
they ara weleome to. They follow it up by
oalling the nmwues which I gave a fow mo
ments ago, and follew it np by attacks so
groms, so unwarranted Ly the testimony that
Mr, Thurston was obliged to confess whan he
wns attacking the reputation of Me. Rose
wnter, that there was not & word of truth to
suistain the allegation. Not a word of evi
denca, Thin esling of names I don't think
nmounta to muoh, I never found that I
gnined anythiog by it, and 1 do not beliave
that my friends will either, God onve em
ployed two sha bears to oorrect this oalling
of bad names, That raca of bears has proba
bly died out, but could thesa two animals be
let loows in Nebraaka how fat and lussions
would be the meal that they would moke of
some cf these young fellows, A man who
called himeelf editor of Lhe Rapublican, and
snid his name wan Nye, being asked if he had
any hostility or antipathy to Rosswater, de
clared that he had not. That he had
published this article a8 sn item of
news or comment He also  said that
he published it baoause it had been perfectly
wall known over the whols atate for twelve or
fourteen years. I seo now why the Republi-
con has taken stich & high standard in this
community as a newspaper. That ia the se-
cret of leepmr up sucha papsr, by never
printing anyth ng that waas actually new, and
always taking old articles, something for in-
atanos like the history of the Jewa, or the war
in Mexico, or the di o;ull.y of Rosawater, An
s comment he sald, *“let the sinner live," 1
trust that he and his friends  will 1st the sin-
nor live. I hope that if they have any design
of asansainating him that thees designs have
been frusteated, '‘Let the slomer live! I
hopo that ho will live until he has done his
work i this community, and until the people
of this atata see  that his view as  to lubor, as
to monopolies and giant corporations nmi ne
to morality are the true views to be adhered
to. I beliove ho will live long after the
subsidized papers which  sttacked him
have gone down into oblivion and been for-
gotten with thair editors and publishers o
entirely that the hand of resurrection will
not stir them, Mr, Nyowmsid that he didn's
feel friendly in timos of politieal notivity.
And I asked him what grest politioal move
was on foot on the 20th of Decembar, 1882,
and he was entirely uuable to snswer, but
finally declarad that thero was not any, so
that thia libel, atroclons, gross, wicked, and
shameful as it is, was published st the time
when thers was no hostility on the part of
Nye, ns ho doclures, and no hostility on the
part of any one, I notica Mr, Thurston
thinks that he ought to have brought suit
against the St, Paul Phonograph, as that
paper wos published eight or ten days before,
and s Thurston said it was in Ilosewater's
hands immediately atterwards, and he ought
to bave denied it then, instead of waiting,
and having suit commenced sagainst the Tri-
bune Printicg company. I have corrected
s0 many mistakes of Thurston’s that 1 hate
to say that it is entircly untrue, that Rose-
water had seen it beforeit was pn{*:liubed in the
Republican, Thereis no testimony to warrant
it, but it is probably an inadvertent mistake
of Thurston's, The resson why wa did not
commence suit against the St, Paul Phono-
graph was that we wore not in the habit of
tuing beggars.  Wa choose to strike at the
head of this; fer the employer, not for the
employed. Don’t you belisve that whoover
put that article in the St. Paul Phonograph
did it under ipstructions from hendquarters?
This is s suit for libel, as you probably by
this time have bevome aware, Tha pulics-
tlon of tha article is*admitted. There 13 no
allogation that it was copied from the St.
Paul Phonograph, They nllece that it had
been generally known and eirculated throngh-
ont the state, but no where, and at no time
bafore the trinl of this care, until Thuraton
came to make his speech, was there a pretense
that the charge waa true. The court will in-
struct you that in casis of this kind, thera
are various defenses and various modes of
trying the case, We sue for instance for
libel, The defendsnt may say in anawer,
that he didn’t publish the srticle, or that
it is o true statement, That is ecalled
justification, and if the statement mmfle
1 true, if yon publish it as an item of news,
or for any other good and worthy motive, youn
are oot liable. But two things are naedeg to
make a justification, that the statement is
true and that it wns published for good rea-
eons, The defendant can also set up other
matter such as has been introduced here, He
can set up matter inmitigation, which means
that though the jury are bound to find & ver-
dict against the defendnnt, they may conmder
cortain matters to decrease the amount of
damanges which he is to recover, For instance,
if it is » general report and believed in the com-
munity, while they musthave a verdict against
them, tiney aay it ooght not to beso large,
betause they honestly believed it. But whea
they set up mitigation thsy must make the
defense as brond as the charge. 'l'o set up
that he was a rebel spy they have to prove
it and il they ges  up thut
he is = traitor they have to prove
it, and if they set up that he Is a tealtor they

hove to prove that he was a traitor
before the publication of the article.
If they only prova  that he i

disloyal, it ia not evivence in mitigation, such
na you are entitled toreceive, Suppose that
be was universally believed to be a rebel spy;
suppoao that they proved that every mav in
this state belisved that he was a rebel epy
during the war; that would only help them
in mitigation, We, on the other hand, on
our part, are entitled to produce evidenee in
ageravation; and what becomes of the mibi-
gation? Wa have proyed before you n caze of
the grossest libel, and  have proved ss matter
of aggravation that it was repeated. There
naver was & time when thoy have corrected
their pratended belief that Rosewator waa o
traitor and a liar. Now wo have another mat-
ter which we Liave asked the court to chargs;
and that is that the conduct of the trial ituelf
was & matter of aggravation, and I intend to
polnt the court to a section whero that doo-
trine ia laid down, where sn Eoglish judge had
s they might take thess ciccumstunces un-
der consideration, and If the jury believe that
the speeches of connsel were libelous they
could use it awan eggravation of damages.
Whatever his Honor charges on that subject
will ba entirely satisfactory tous. Yon are
to take the worda in their ordinary and usual
acceptation,

If » man is charged with bolng a rebel apy
and a traitor it must ba proved that he was
suich, We have ssked you for $10,000 dam-
ages. Iu that too much? Isa mun's charac-
ter worth less than that In this community ?
I believa that yon will say that it ivnos I
can recall numerous cases of those large ver-
dicta wherein editors have published state
ments with regard to individuals, and findi
they were fulse, have Immedintely mtrnct:ﬁ
thewn, made every n.poloﬂ in their power, and
l'kti“ everything they could do to reotily the
injury,

Here Messra, Thurston and Hall Lith rose
to object to thie statewents of the concsel as
belog ontside of the evidence,

Mr. Savage—It 18 uncourteous in the ex-
treme for these gentlemen to Interrupt when
Mr, Simeral and mysell sat hers with our
client mute duning all his argument acd lie-
tened to such laoguage as he choss to utter
outside of the teatimony; we sat here and lis
tened to the foulest slander heaped wpon my
client, and yet we wers muts. 'Flm interrup
tion which was mads was not made by me,
Mcr. Thurston does not like to have me go into
these matters outeide of the testimony; 1 told
him whben I started Idid not mesn to. I am
glad to be interrupted when I get outsids of
the testimony, for thero Is enough in it Tor
forty verdicta of the tize that we ssk you to
give us. 1 know that you will give us some
thlng: becausa the law requires yon to, snd
1 slieve it will be a  wveraict that
will  teach  thess gentlemen  some
thiog of what jouroalists ought to kuow in
this community, My friend Thurston said
night before Inst when Iwas just finishing
the exsmimnation of one of the witoeses, the
editor of this paper, that I sppearsd to  be
rattled, Now I preivme that that mesos that
I wan confused, that I was ehoched, that 1
echibited signs of emotion which attracted
atbantion. The charge was true; I was
shocked. The wituess bad declared on ths
stand that if Judge Neville, Judge Wakeley
Mr, Thuret 0 or any intimate friend had had
charges slanderous and libelous made ageiust
them sud it was not devied, or denial had not
towa to his knowledge, he would publish
these charges, It was infamous doctrive, 1

was infamous to esy that the judge shall coms

down from his lofty sent todeny a falee charge,
or alan 1t will bo regarded as tros, and  given
ciroulation. I say it is nn ontrage on justien,
it s an ontrage on law, nod on the honorable
profession of journalinm that ench sentiments
#hould be speaad abroad in this ocom.
munity, and 1 baliave they  will
be rebuked by yon., I koow that yon
do not believa that that is law: that yon
wop't regmard the efferta of that individaal to
st yourselves aright every time there lan
ramor against you He #ald he would pub-
Iieh thie anme dhing that he published sgainak
Rosewater of any person “'under the oiroum-
stances,”  What are those clroumstances? If
the ramors existed, and they hadu't been da-
nied, and there ho wtopped, Thare ars all
the cireumatances, I such i the doctrine
which hnorenly avows, wateh for the alightest
charge against yoursolves. Have men stand-
ing on the street corners to “t-rhgyonr repn
tation, or he muy publish them. Such things
as that are to be expected. Tt is to tench thia
man a lesson of decency In journalism that
we aale youu for a verdiol in this caro, I do
not sk for meroy for Mr, Rosewater. Mr,
Itosewnter in, ne hae been said, amply able to
tako care of himself. I do not supposs that
libel has over caused him ons moment’s loss
of slesp, Mr, Hall says that it didn’t do the
lenst hurt in the world, that thewe newspaper
attacks, that the attacks upon Claveland as to
his chastity naver cost him o single vobe, and
that the attacks upon the other ocandidate
did not injure him. What ideas of journal
wm?  Can it be that that honorable profes-
tlon In this conntry has sunk so low that no.
body bLelievea n word that it says? Can it be
that tha Republican has sunk ko low that it
can't hurt anybody? There wers days when
it could. When Mr, Taylor was editor of
that faper, what it sald meant something;
