A CHANGE.

The Dedication of the * Vareties’ to
a New Purpose—A Reminiscence.

List night the old Buckinghsm theatre
was dedicated to ils new purpose, to
fts new work, in the hands of the
Womans' Carlstian Tomperance Union,

The chavge 13 indeed a marvelous one,
For years past this resort, under differ-
ent names, has been the vilest of the
vile—the very center of that portion of
town where are to be found all the lowest
elements of lifa. It Is verily & mource of
congratulation that the old place which
has long been 80 notorious Is to be con-
verted into a center of redeeming Influ-
ences.

The Buockingham was first known as
$he St, Elmo, aud &s such was one of the
lowest varlety dens In the weat. Ita
name was afterwards chavged to the
Theatre Comlque, and afterwards to the

Buckingham. It was the acene a year
ago of a bloody tragedy, which Is yet
fresh in the winds of the public, the
kllling of James Nugent.

The murder cccurred on the evening of
Sundsy, March 9, 1884, The theatre
was orowded with low characters, gam-
blers, courtesans—those classes whose
natural tastes attraoted them thither.
The alr was reeking with the fomes of
liquor and of tobacco. On every hand
were to be heard expressions of the vilest
blasphemy.

A fight broke out, arlslng from a
quarcrel between a gambler, Price, and a
mao named O'Kinchel, who was some-
thing cf a deeperado, Tho contest be-
came general, triends am}ing themselves
on each side, Suddenly Johnny Keyes,
a frlend of one of the contestants, drew
his revolver and fired at young Btout,
who was Interesting hlmsalf warmly in
the struggle. The ball jost grazed Stout's
shoulder, bat went crashing Into the
brain of Jameés Nugent, who was imme-
distely behind, The unfortonste man
explred almost instantly, Keyes was
soon afterwards arrested on s charge of
manslavghter, bot the indictwent, sub-
sequently found against him, was nolled
st the last term of the distrlet court.
The other partles to the tragedy are
scatlered, some of them dead, some serv-
log terms in the penitentlary.

OMAHA'S STOCK MARKET.

What Mr, Swan Elas to Say About It,

I have great falth in Omaha as a fa-
ture stock market,” said Mr, A. H.
Swan, the Cheyenne stock king, to a re.

porter yesterdoy f[‘‘snd I think that
the feeilng smopg western gcattlemen is
the same,’

Mr, Swan is a man of ripe experience
and cool jodgment, and hls statement
was made 1n & manner of careful daliber-
ation, in answer to a question put to him.

““Yes," ho continued, *‘I think’there is
no doubt but that Omaha Is the coming
stock market for the western reglon, Of
pourse it will take time to accomplieh
great results in bullding up your stock
interests, but 1 think that they are
bound to expand wvastly. Weatern
stockmen want to sell where they can
make the most profit, of course. They
don't llke the extra haul of 600 miles to
Chicago. They discover that they can
get proportionately juet ns hiph prices
here as they can in  Chicago for thelr
cattle, and coneequently they are bound
to do thelr shipping here. As for my-
solf, 1 shall no: ship any grass-
fed cattle uontll about the middle
of August, bot when I do, I
shall sell the greater part of them In
Omaha—all of them if I csn find the
market, *“*No,"” he continued, *it will
be many years befors Omaha will rlyval
Chlcago as a stock market. That clty s,
of eonrse, the greatest cattle mart (o
the world to day.

“You can't dlsposs of cattle na quickly
here w8 you can in Chicago—and
nowhere will the market stand
st mnch pressure as In Chlesgo.  Btill
there {8 no doubt but that Onaha’s stock
intereats will developa vastly,and become
a sonrce of wealth and prosperitly,
