Oount Leo Tolstol, the aathor of the
famouns novel, **War and Peace," la to.
day the best known and moat revered
man In all the Russlas, He Is a goneral-
ly rosognlzed leader of a new intollectual
and moral movement In this country.
Rueslan critics regard him a8 being eqaal,
If not superlor, to Ivan Tourgeneff,
Under the late czar the count enjoyod
the privileges of the conrtler. But now
thls famous count and genlus has put
atlde his pen and his coronet and is hum.
bly pegglng shoea. Eccentrlolty! Not
quite so, A journalist who recently vis.
lted the connt says, in the Ilodina, that
in the room adjoining his Hbrary the
count has established a ehoemaker's shop,
In which he works dally under the direc-
tlon of a practleal shoemaker. Here is

an extract:

“Since when, Leo Nicholaevitch, did
you begln to leara shoemaklog!” 1
asked,

“Not long ago; yet 1 am socceeding
well, as you aee,” answered the count,
good naturally, displaylog a shoe,

“May | nsk your purpose!”

“My purposs?  Well, everybody cught
to know some teade. It la necessary for
every oneto work, not only Intetlectually
but also physically. By manusl labor we
oan renovate and better our life., Only
thoss working physleally can be healthy
in body, sound in thought and intelli-
gent in life."

Count Lieo Tolstol belongs to that
prominent clasa of Ruasians who despite
polltlcs, acorn wealth, and even put at
naught literary fame. Troth they want,
and they search for It earnestly, though
In differont ways, Count Tolatol's bril-
linnt sanceess reminded the Ruwsslans of
Lord Byron. No Ilnssian anthor has
ever been so generally idolized nas the
author of **War and Peace.” The idol,
however, seemed not to care at all for
the Incense haorned for hlm. Somehow
he disappeared from soclaty., Then it
transplred that in peasant gark he went
foot from convant to convent, discuzsing
with old monks snd dissenter hermits
about God and man and life, Soon in
hia libeary there appeared dusty works of
holy tathers, snd numerous treatises by
the mort known theologlang of dif.
feront bellefs. He thooght he under-
stood the gospel arlght, and he pre
pared bls own excgles, but the govern-
ment would not allow hlm to publish lt,
Then he wrote his "*Confesslons” novell-

*|ing the tortures and the joys of his in-

quisltive mind. That ‘*‘Confesslon”
thrilled all those who saw it In manu-
seript.  Bat the imperial censors hasten-
ed to confiscate those mannscripts and
burn them. 8o the Russlan poblle do
not know what Count Tolstol knows
aboat Truth, They hove heard that hois
proach'ng a new christian life, but what
that life should ba they ara forbldden to
lesrn. A lady, an earnest admlirer of
Tolstol, eald to me: ‘I know Bt, I"anl
waa maklog tents, and I hear Count Leo
|ls making shoes, but, that does not sstisfy
me. I would llke to hear Connt Les's
germon,’”

A Dride of Less Than a 'Week Swal
lows an Ounce of Laundanwm,

In one short wesk both & bride and a
corpae. Such Is the sad record of the life
of Hattle Werner, who was one week ago
yesterday marrled in this clty to W. A,
Wella, The clrecumstances of her death
are rather surrounded In mystery, and
have called forth many conjeotures from
the frlends and acqualntances. From the
statement made to the Bre reporter by
the husband, it appears that she retired
to sleep on Friday night in usnal health,
and appsrently in uanal spirlt, Abont
midnlght she sald she was In great pain,
