Cuapnrox , Neb,, Jaly 27, 1885, —*'On
to White River,” has been the ory
which for more than & year past has
echoed along the Elkhorn Valley route
and through the sand hills of Northwes.
tern Nebraska. The refrain has been
taken up by thousands of throats In
dozen differant states, and the result of
the eathosisam of the land-scekers Is
seon to-day In the peopling nf a sectlon
which leas than two years ago was given
over entlrely to the cow-boys and half-
breeds, Eighteen months ago the alght
of a prairle schooner was almost on-
known In that wsection of our state
which lles betwxeon ranges 40 and 57
north of the Gth standard parallel, then
comprising what was known as old Sioux
county. Loong after the rallroad had
reachod Valentine, land seekers deslined
to belleve the reporta of fine farming
lands beyond the sand hills; and the cat-
tlemen true to thelr own interes's fos-
tered the illuslon that Sloux eounty wan
good for nothing bat eattle, and none too
good for that. Bul different stories
wers brought back by a few plonocers
who followed closely in the teack of the
eurveyor's chaln and compess, and the
spring  of 1884 had hardly opened
before  the cattle trails  between
Valentlne and Gordon wera alive with
prospectors and their families huorrylng
towarda the fron lauds of Siiax connty.
Durlog Mey, 1884, nearly 1,500 pre-smp-
tiona slune were filed in Stoux county
and by the time that wintor had sst in
colonies at Gordor, at Rushville and st
Bordeaux had gathered crops from fields
of their own brioaking snd permanent
mettlement in two thousand homes hbad
bsen mude In the White river valloy. A
remark: ble feature of this great Inrush
of emlgrants was the nnwber of locslitles
from which they were drawn.,  Chlonies
from Misrouel snd Kaneas, fraterntzad In
adjaceut toworhips with those ftrom
Ohalo, Indlans, I'linolsand Towa. North-
orn and soathern Ncobraska, eash largely
represented in the new settlements,
wers not more tully represented than
sonthern Dikota and the Black Hills, As
a rule the immigrants came well prepared
for ploneering. By far che greater pro-
portlon had eold their farma farther east
In order to take advantage of thelr unused
rights to homestesd, pre-empt or *‘trec
clalm,” und cume with ready cash pre-
pared to aubalst on what they had until
the land coold bs made profitable by
farming. At Bordesux,the Sweat colony
from Missourl now numberiog nearly
fifty famllies, at Crow Bntte, bands from
Ohte, lIowa, and Soothern Nebraska
nombericy a3 many more entered Into
the work of developing this new country
well provided with means and as well 1ur-
niphed with previous expsrience. The
rapid dovelopment of the White River
country and the success which has so far
followed the brenklng of the virgin aoil
has been due verylsrgely to the character
of tho rettlors and the condition of the
sottlement.

But much also has been owlng to the
natueal condltions of soll, cllmate and
surroundings, From the moment that
one emerges from the sand hills east of
Gordon a country stratohes before him
which In extent of tertlle scil, variety cf
outlylog lands, and abundance of water
and tlmber, s unexcelled in North-
weostern Nebraska, The rlver which, ris-
Ing near the Wyomlog line, fifty miles
south of the southern bouudary of Da-
kota, ompties two hundred miles from
Its sourca into the Mlissourl, ia swelled
In volume thronghont the whole valley by
numerous crecks and streams which
water the country from Gordon to the
Hat Oreok divide, The valleys of the
Antelope, Rush creek, the Blg and Little
Bordeaux, the Chedron, Deadwood oreck,
the two Ash creeks, Squaw, Blg ana
Little Cottonwood, and S.ldier ore k
furcish uo arable territory enst aud weas
ot 115 wmiles, The water Is soft and
abundast, The Pine Ridge of Bluils,
and numoerons outlylog buttes furnish an
Inexhaustible supp'y of timbor, Excal-
lent lime Is obtained In abundance slong
the wholo lang I of the valley, Unde-
veloped hads of gypsum promiss & large
futurs induestry in plastor burnieg, Coal
and mica are alay sald to have bsen dls.
covered within thirty miles of Chadron.

Two years sgo the writer passed over
a large poredon of the country now ocou-
pled by ludustrlons farmers, In the dis-
tance botwesn BSuldler Creek and Plue
Ridge agenoy thero were elght ranchoes.
The conutry now contalon five fl urlsbing
settlomonts and four thoussud Inbab-
itants. On the spst where the flourlsh.
ing elty of Chadron is now looated, the
goneral Y'round.up" waa then In progress
and thres thonssand ecattle belonglng to
nelghboring ranches were belog clalmed
biy thelr owoers. To-day in lts place s &
city of a hundred stores and business
houoses, the terminus of & rallroad and
the polot of supply for the Black Hills,

CHADRON ,

Ohadron, the county seat nof Dawes
county snd the metropolls of the White
river country, le sltaated near the juoo:
tlon of Chadron oreek and the White
rlver. The present town will be of short
Ilfe, as the railroad company have lsid
outa new townsite five miles to the
southeast,o n which the depot, rourd:
howes aond yards will be locsted, For
8 twelve-months-old baby Chalaron Is &
wonder, Four streets are lined with
business houses snd saloons, and lively
with cow-boys and bull trains, Three
good hotels, half & dozan restaurants,
storia of all varleties, wholeeale and re-
tail, stocks of goods peeplvg from the
front of tents or ulcely dlsplayed on
more pretentlous couaters In radely oon-
struoted shanties; saloons without num-
ber, faro banks and wheels ol fortupe,
the Inevituble hurdy ¢ardy houses, four
baunks and foriy **hankera,” a popnlation
ol good, bad asd Indiffarent, but every
one energatic and full of life, such s
the lmpresslon which this newest of
Nebrasss ofties wakes upon the prasiog
traveler, It la unfortanate on some wa
counts that the town isto be moved, for
the preseut lecation will oot be lmproved
ppon, Itls the timber claim of Mrs,
Favnle O'Linn, oue of the esrliest plo-
neers, the first and last postmistress, and
a womsn of much energy and plack,
Mre. O'Linn permitted the ereclion of
thie town oo her nnecured clalm, elviog
squattcr's rights ouly to the settlers in
the hope of selling out her lands to the
sallrond cowpary forthe pormanent town

slte. A hlteh in the negotlations, eaused
by o difference in the estimated value of
the lands resulted in  the faliurs of her
hopss, On the first of Aty st lots will
be aold In new Chsdron at prices whish
no one yet dares to prefigurs except that
“they will ba high enoogh,” and then
old Ohadron snd its population must
move, Many Interssting memoriea will
hang around the old town. The piciure
of the first settlement with the little
shanty of Mrs O'Linn In one corner,
Brother Egan and his newsagaper a mile
down the creek, and Jodge Shelton's
goneral supply store forming the triangle,
with a blacksmivh shop a halt & mile dis-
tant under the bluff and a few soatiered
dag outs in the dim horlzon Is one that
onght to be preserved in the connty
recordn. Dr. Davidson was the firat
physloian, Waller & Lyman the first
drogists and O, R. MaCoy the firat hotel
keeper. It took a sustainiog falth In the
futare to looate on that little treeless
plaln In those days with the railroad line
stlll undetermined and the nearest town

whlich one secures from {he old town of
Chardon. The most characteristic of
all the landmarks of the White river val-
ley are In sight. To the south stretches
the pine clad bluffs of the Filne ridge,
which extend from the hiead ot the White
river far over the Dakotaline. Westward,
distant twenty-throe miles, Is old Crow
Buttes, a masalve column of sand stone
of clay, which towers above the neigh-
boring foathille. DBattes and cliffa on
elther elde, some barren of verdure, oth-
ers covered with evergreen plues avd
rank vegetatlon, mark the course of the
White riyer toward Its source and en-
close the fertile valley and f{te little set-
tlements. To the north, far in the dia-
tahee, the Biack ‘Hilla peep from the
clouds, acrose bad land and gumbo and
stretches of fertile land. The basutiful
valley of the Ohardon lles Immedlately
bafore us, while behlnd the table lands
to the east lle the Bordeiux creeks and
the mos: thickly settled nectlon of the

A LIVELY TOWN,
