THE CHILDREN'S WHEATH OF DAK LEAVES,

New Yok, Aug, B,—After tho last person,
at 1,15 this morning, had viewed the remains
of Gen, Grant, the undertakers took churge
of the casket and serewed the lid, conconling
forever the faca of thi doad genera!, Tha
dead waa theo left wn charge of the goards.
The huge floral offering, 'Gates Ajar,” had o
plage at the head of the casket, On ths casket
reqted o simple wrenth of osk leaves, madoe oy
the goneral's geandohildren, while on Mount
MceGregor, from lenves which grow in the
forosta and flnttored in the mounatain hroesss
while the general waz dying, On the
alternoon of Thursday, the day he died, littls
Julia, his grand daughter, and Josie, Dr,
Douglas’ child, had puthered oak leaves and
knis with their innocent fiogers and loying
benrts tho wrainth which to day s the ouly
tribute which tunches tho goneral’s casket
The little oues, their offering finlshied, had
taken it to Col, Geant, whoss eyes fillnd na
his danghter said, “Paps, Josie aud I had
muda this for grand papa, plonse won’t you
give it to him?" The m;!um‘ placed vhe oaken
wronth on the essket and there it rested in
Albapy and still remains as the children’s
offering,

the atrainm of dirge music erept on the morn-
ing air and the biue coated veterans of Meade
pout of Philadeipbia, 500 strovg, cama teamp-
wg throvgh the plazs anda heavy gun boomed
toward the ses, the chimes of uld Trinity in
the meanwhile pealing the mournful notes.

At H:50 the pall bearers were summoned to
carriages,  T'he president’acarnaee, drawno by
six hornes was cuiled up to the door next, hut
had fully one hour to wait, The president
had sigaitied bis iutenticm of riding with
Seoretary Dayard and wan ut the time qulo ly
vonversing with ex-Guv, Cornell and Itobin-
gon.

They were
followed by Hancock’s staff snd regulare, who
upon uprmuching the hotel reversed arms,
mnd the bands played mournful dirges. On
the enst side of Fifth avenue the regiments of
the First division wers deawn up, sud on tha
west side of the avenue the Grand Army of
the Republic organiza ions extended down s
far ws the eye could rench. HBetween these

THE ORDER OF PROCESHION,

There was no change in the order of the
foneral procsssion, The diffsrent organizs.
tions woved in tha order sunouoesd in thess
dispatches oo Thuraday and Frday nights,
New Youk, August 8.—The catafaljue
reachud Twaoty-thied street at one o'clock,
and the heads of spsctators were uncovered as
it passed by; woany heads were bowed, As

THE ARBANGEMENTSY,

The ateol esse xeated upon two blocks, two
and a half feet high, three feat wide, and
