Thore wis a time when weatern Ne-
braska—all that part lylng weat of Kear.
rey—was oonsldered a part of the Great
Amerloan Desert and totally unfit for
sgrionitural purposes, This belief haa
proved very boneficial to the oaitle men
whose herds have for years ranged over
the nuteltlous grasa-lands undlsturbed by
the Invadlog homesteaders, who looked
elsowhers for locations, The oattle men
have naturally trled to keep alive the
impreslon concerning weitern Nobrasvka
in hopes that they would never ba dls.
turbed, but during the lsat few year it
has been practically demonstrated that
tho so-oalled desert lands of western
Nebraska ars as prodoctlve as any
In the state, The result {s that sottlors
are orowding Into that rection, and are
rapldly convertiog the ‘‘derert” into pro-
dootlve farms and blooming gardens and
orohards, Thore was a time when a
soarvity of raln was the great drawback in
that seclion of the state, but climatic
changes have mno dcubt been brought
about by the railroads, the planting of
trees, and other causes, and now there Is
an abundant rainfall every season, 1t la
evidant that the catile-herds must go, as
they are now being constanbly pushed to
the west and morth by the net-
tlers who are tsking porsassion of thas
lands in the ¢ unties of Dawson, Liocoln,
Kelth, Oheyenne, and other western
sounties tributery to the Union Paoific,
The exitreme weetern county of
Oheyenne, Is among the last to lovlto the
farmer, Thera was a tlme when n farmor
would have bein called an Idlot to loonte
In that county, and bDesides he wounld
have fared hard at the hands of the cat.
tlo-ralsera, It ls mo: ao te-day, how-
ovar, a1 he Is welcomod thera by the peo-
ple of the entarprizving Ilttle city of Sid-
ney who have discovered beyond ashadow
of a doubt that the lnnda in that county
are well adapted for agrionltural por-
poses, and there la more to ba galned by
thole caltivation than in permitting them
to remain a8 mere psstars grounds,

TuAT onr airerement valuation !s out-
ragcously low no one will deny. It Ia
lezs to-day than ft was In 1870, when
Omnha had less than one-third of its
populatlon and lezs than oue quarter of
its public and private improvaments, and
when properiy wax generally deprossed.
The lncreasze in the value of property in
the last fifteen years ranges from 200 to
1,000 per cant, That the assessment has
not baen Increased proportlonately Is a
fact known to everybody. The result is
that the city finds Itself in an embarrass
Ing finaneclal condltion and something
must ba done. The only re-
llef 1s In ralsing the arsessrnent,
and the propoaltion now  before
the city council fto increase the vaiuatlon
of property to 20 per cent should be
adopted by the board of equallzatlon, to
which It has baen referred, It Is the
only way out of the diffisulty, It is
argusd by some that this assessment will
oparate more apainst the poor than
againat the rlch. It may be trus, and it
probably is, that the poor pay more
taxes proportionately than the rich. Bat
whose fanlt is 1t? Are not the oity
suthoritles to blame for It? If they
would only compel the assessors to make
an Impsariisl appraisement of property
then the rlch and poor would
pay] their propee proportfon of taxes.
The trouble bas been that the assessore,
as o rule, have put altogether too low a
valuatlon cn the property of the rich, who
are able In many ways o inflaence the
assessors, while the property of the poor
haa been apprals:d at a much higher rate
proportlonately. The rich are cnabled
to concea! much of their property, while
evergthlog belonging to a poor man fa In
sight. When wo havp a fair asscasment
then we will bave cqual taxation, nrnd
not before, The daty cf the council is
not only to raise the assesament but to
sus that everybody ia traated alike in the
appraltement of property,

Iv, as s staled in the peiition In that
injanctlon suit, the Unlon Pacific derives
from Omaha a largs proportion of the
freight snd passenger buiinesy carried
ovor its own aad tributary lives, and
that ‘“the rapldly-growlng city of Omsha
requlres the extersion of tracks, switchua,
etc., Into every portlon of the clty for the
purpess of reachlog warehouses, manu-
factorles, ete,,” then why has po! the
Unlon Paclfic procceded with the con-
strucilon of the belt rail yay Insiead of
allowlng the eoterprize to die a elow
death! Why does It now, when men
ara ready with money to com.
plete 1, stand In the  way
of lis reaurrasilon wend  progresal
Can it glve to the peopls of Omahs any
assurance that 1t wounld-—sven if it ob-
tained an Injunctlon agsinst the belt line
syndleate—go on with the work? The
p:ople of Omaha do not care very wmach
who bullds the bslt rallway 85 long as it
is built, Valuable lands haviog been
¢ ndemned and the rlght of way granted,
thus exempiing a great deal of properly
from taxalion, it is ooly r matter of right
that some one shonld be permitied to
complote the belt rcad. Hereafter no
raliroad rlght of wsy should be granted
unless upon conditlon that the road shall
be completed withio o oertaln perled,
