Daring the fiftesn
yoata since the rallroad waa bullt many
ontrages hava been perpetrated on the
llna of ihe rond which did need
invostigetion, but the government
directors were not gent for
by tho managers. 1f there waa really any
dangor to the property of the Unlon Pa-
cific rallrond In ils legltimate functlon as
s public carrler the directors might be
justified In asking prompt interferenco on
the part of the government becausa ita
Intereat would bo jeopardizzd, To this
cise, however, the government directora
have ovorshot the mark. They have
simply made themaelves the cal's-paw of
the managers of the rallroad to sustsia a
high-handed system of monopoly la mic -
log, which an inside rlag of the rall:
road company had crganized yeara
ago. The  questlon s, what
jnterest of the government would bo
jeopardizad if the coal mines of Wyoming
were thrown opan and the rallroad com-
pany was relegated to the bueincssof
transporting the coal »s any other
product? There might have beon a time,
fifteen yeara ngo, when the railroad could
not be operated withont a supply of coal
mined on Its maln llne.

They did so supply the company
for eeveral years, and would be dolng =0
to-dsy had It not been for the cormoranta
who drove them ont by mala force or
lald an embargo by high raten to prevent
private onterpriss from engaging In coal
mining in Wyomlng, Why did not the
government directors Investigate the
lawless methods by which the Wyoming

mines were monopolized by the Union
Paclfic? Why did they not first take the

trouble to find out whether the mines

over which they asked the governmsnt
to station armed soldlera are the property

of the road, or have been seizad just as
the great ranches have been taken
up by the ocattle kings! Soppose It
turns out, a3 we belleve It will, when con-

Andy Johuson’s Treccherons Career in
Washington Analyz.d.

Goafeldl by Bonthern Aristoorate, He
Serks and Srcurrs Hevenge—
His Politieal Death Leap
and the Causes Lioad-
ing to Ir,

Weitten for the Dxx,

Andrew Johnson's earser presents ex-
traordlaary ocontrasts, From 1860 he
poured forth his forlone anatheman
againat the secesslon leaders, and contin-
ued thuastodo till after he had been
prealdent a few months, when he sud-
denly ocessed to threaten them with
death, and bcoamo their champion, at
thesame time tarnlog the batterles of
his wrath apon the republloana who had
made bim vles presldent, Buoch a com-
plete political metamorphorls could not
not ccour without arrestlng universal at-
tentlon and osusing varlous surwlses and
theories as to the ciuees, regardlog which
the pnblic have had bot s vegae ldoa,
To comprehend them more fully 1t will
b necesrary to go back a litile,

Mr. Johnson Bprang from
s rough mold. He WAS

eradled in the rude mountaln life of
western North Carollns, raised In poyer-
ty and Ignorance, but he poraesicd grest
netural abllitles; and an ha grow up he
developed an unbiunded  ambitlon.
Removing with  his father, at an  oarly
rira, ton wild eectlon of Tennearce, and
and eottllvg among an illitergto people
ho was, of course, without the advan-
tages nud refinlng  iclluonces which edn-
eariensl factlitles: mpart, Ho was legt to
bis own efforta aud resources for such
ymprovement 88 ke might make, and to
his eredit it must vo sald that bo was In
reality & sell-mads mun. The combative
oature which so strongly mapped ks
aficr career was undoubtedly ncurfshed
and eirergthened by his contact with the
dificultles and chalacles with which ke
had to contend durlng his early llfe. He
wes conplgned to hard, uncesslng teil,
and this hard lot In 1ife undoubtedly fm-
planted wiithin hlm a straoge sympatiy
with the poor working people by whom
he waa ourroundod and whese |Interests
he ecopoused, and it slso criated that
sirong hostility to scuthern arlstooracy
which he was always fiast to exhiblt to the
countiy. As he grew up this antagoniam
grew nleo, and his ambition for political
preferment inoreated. He made a ven-
ture, was clected sn aldermar, then
mayor, and reached the legisiaturo.
Arlstocrats cheerved him, locked down
upon bim, treated him as & parvenue.
Senator Hammond, of Scuth Carolica,
bad denounced in the tenate those men In
the north whoworked fora living as ‘‘the
wud:lls of scolety.” Andrew Johnson
was a mudsill of sonthern eoclety; he
was a tallor, and made clothes to cover
the lordly arletocrats who owned labor
snd the isborer, snd who looked upon
the former es degrading and the latter as
degraded, They despised Johnson snd
he hawed them, Slavery always creates
the worst specles of arsioeracy. It Is
luterestlng and Instructive to note at thia
day the sentimen & which dominated the
sonth twenty-five years ago, when the
greas sirogele between slavery and free.
dom was coming on, 8ald the Charles.
ton Mercory of that day: ‘““We are
the most arlstooratte peopla In
the world. Arlstccracy (s 1hs only
safeguard of liberty.” The IRichmoand
Whig said: *‘It way be arlstoorrtic In
creating a whole nation cf petty kinga
and lordly barons, but it develops indi-
vidoallty—It produces a class of proud
and {ndependent country gentlemen, de-
voted to freedom (freedom of ourslaver),
jesloun of thelr own rights, and respsct-
jul of the rights of others,” De Bow's

roal olvilization of a conntry fsin its
aristceracy, To make en  arfetocrat In
the future we must eacrifice & thousand
paupers. Yet we would ry all means
make them—make them permanent, too
—by law of entall snd primogenitare,
The right to govern resides Ina very
small minority; the duty to obey ls in-
herent in the great massea of mankind.”
Agoalust such doctrines, antl-dimo-
cratic, antl republican doetrines, which
wero universal amorg the ruling classes
lu the suuth, he arreyed himeclf with all
tho vehement earnestoess «f his rugged

nature. But while pgivipg bim
credit for his  perslitent war-
faro rgaloat  them, it must

bo cbaerved that one rexzsin for it was,
that the doors of the charmed elrcle of
soulbern arlstocratic society wers ever
closed to him, He was soclally csira-
clsed. Ho was as dominecriog and srro-
geut by psture as wore the pro-slavery
lencers, but he was a plebetan, snd that
coti'd ot ba overlocked. He entered
covgrees In 1843, where ha remsiued ten
years, and, though he always acted with
nls party, (democratle) scelally he was &
patiah, up.n whom the s)othern mem-
oera looked down wilh averslen, Through
a!l those yesrs, and down to the Incep-
tion « f the seceeslon movement, his hos-
tllvy to them incrensed in bitterness and
intenslty. He was sharp encugh, and
semart encugh, to se, snd belisve, that
tte unlon could not be destroyed, that
the north would triumph., He now [ 1s
that the tlme had come for him to reap
satisfaotlon for the lovg yesrs of dmenlt
snd soorn which they weted ont to him,
He espoused the slde of the north, and
cpeoed the pent visle of his long cher-
lshed wrath ngafost the leaders os seces-

vion, We of the north  gave
hiw, at the time, ocredlt with-
out stlnt, for what eeemed to

be extracrdinsry devotlon to ihe unlem,
but an unprejudiced survey of his polit-
losl ecuree buth before and after the war,
aud In the light of subsequont ev.nts,
must convines anyone that the oontroll-
ing motlve with him was revenge. He
un oubtedly preferrea the union to the
¢ ! deracy,for he knew the Istter meant
ddsth to him; but It was s selfish prefer-
ence, for, sfterwarde, as the writer will
show, he was willing to destroy the peace
of the avion, If necwssary, 10 oarry cut
his purposes.  Whin be became presi-
dent he felt that, lterally, the tire of
hia vengesnce bad cowme; ithe leaders of
the rebelilon, his former percecutore,
woie virtuslly In his power,  This brief
iketeh of Johosou's osrecr revesls the
reel motlves of bis actions, which we had
wicribed to unaelfish patelotism, but in
regard to which we were woefully de-
caved,
