BOUNCING A FIRE FIGHTER.

Marshal Batler Thinks He has the
Necessary Authority.

Some weeks ago Tony Herold, one of
the pipemoen of No. 8 hoso carringe, was
discharged, for cause, from the fire de:
partment. On last Tuesday night Coun-
erltan Foray, of whom Herolll is & con-
stituent, introduesd a resolution into the
council providing for an investigation of
the expulsion and an examination of the
authority granted the marshal to dis-
charge any moamber of the fire depart-
ment, The motive of the resolution, as
wns nlso expressed by a potition of Her.
oli's, wos to ve reinstated in the former
position. To ascertain the position of
the muarshal in the premises, n BEe re-
porter asked M. Dutler his understand-
ing of the ease,

“There's nothing in_ Herold's potition
at ail.” he said, “that Teare for. Faray
wants to make it nppear that 1 have no
right to digeharge or employ a man, but
he will find that he is mistakon, Thoere
i# an ordinunce which provides that en-
ginecers shall be aleeted, and there is an-
othor which suys that the mnfor may
employ, not eleet, stokers, drivers, ote,
But that does not say that the mnyor
mist, and that [ ean not employ. 1 have
been doing it all along, and have been
doing it with the expressed approbation
of the couneil. T eoulidn’t get along un-
less T did, The fire department onght to
have the best men. How could T get such
men if they might violate the riles and
<till defy my supplying their plices. So
fur ne Herold’s petition s eoncerned
that is all vight, 1t won't do me much
harm nor him much good. The whole
matter has been wl‘m'n-ﬁ to the commit-
tee on five. 1 ain't afraid of the finding
of that committer. I've :llrmu!,}' given
them my side of the question. might
have in Herold's case long before I did,
nnd for canse too, but I acted leniently
with himadmonished nim of his failing a
long time Dbefore I dischargod him 0,
we have an excellent live department,
and we conldn’t have it if the mar
shal didn't have some authority. T fear
thongh, there is something more Chan
examining into my right toact as 1 have
neted, 1 there is it will, of course, come
to the surface, But it won't help the pe-
tioner's side. ' Assistant Chief Gallagher
stood by and corvoborated all the mar-
shal had said.

BUCKING THE CAISSON DISEASE,

How the Union Pacific Physician

Proposes to Prevent It,

Meeting Dr, Galbraith, the Union Pa-
cilic physician, a day ago, n BEE reporter
asked, “*What has beeome of those men
who hgve heen laid down with the cais-
son (lisease?!

“They have all been cured and dis-
charged from the hospital—that is, all ex-
cept one. I think his name is Lonly or
something ot that kind, He'll be all
right in a few days., He's now able to
be up and around,and with the exception
of occasional pains in his back, is all
vight. These pains will be removed in a
fow dayz"'s

“It is said you people propose to guard
against other cases in the future, Isit
true? If so, how do you propose o do
it?' ! nsked the reporter.

“By tuking care of the men. Selecting
none but strong healthy men, leavin
uside those who are weighted down with
superfluous flesh; looking after their diet,
retiring quarters and habits, We’ll have.
no man who abuses himself or deals over
moderately in intoxicants, We'll have
the men work with the least pressure,
and limit the hours of labor to & shorter
period than at present, und then insist
upon the men taking vest regular and
Erolonged. In this manner wo hope to

¢ able to rob this infliction of its terrors
and inspire the men with a confidence
antl knowledge which will be of benefit
to them not alone while they work for
us, but also for others in any eapacity.”

ANOTHER CASE,

Since an interview with Dr. Galbraith
on the meuns of preventing the caisson
fever was put intype, the report has been
cirenlated that another man had fallen a
victim to the peculinr affection. A visit
to St. Joseph's lhospital, yesterdny,
demonstrated that the reporh was un-
founded, One of the first victims, how-
ever, was still laboring under the offects
of hisattack, and was found in the U, P.
ward., Hoeis o young man, 20 years of
aze, and naumed W, JKillile, He looked
wenkly, though previous to his attack he
claims to have been strong and hearty.
He stated tothe Bee reporter that he had
worked at the business some time, and
had been able, when in the loek, and un-
der the eaisson, to stund the **full L)rt-e‘--
sure.” On the morning of his attack he
folt weak and began to experience addi-
tional puins.  He elimbed up the shaft
with difliculty, and just as he reached the
fresher aiv at the top, he beeame almost
senseless.  He ran to the shanly, where
his legs fuiled him. The exterior of the
ahdomen beenme ribbed, and rabbing
fuiled to restore it to its wontad surface,
while internal pains racked him with in-
tensity, His associates laid him besile o
red hot stove, his body bemg not more
than two inches from the iron. KEyen
that failed to warm him, while perspira-
tion rolled from him in streams,  He was
finally tnken to the hospital, at times
sullering intermittent pains in the hewd,
and constantly unable to use his limbs,
He is in that condition at tho present

time, and it cannot be foretold when he
will be able to be again abont,

GREBE REIMBURSED,
The U. 8. Gavernment Pays a Bill 1t
Owerll Him for Fifteen Years,

Away back on the 20th of May, 1870, be-
fore the Bee came into existenee, Deputy
Shoriff Grebe was sherift' of this county.
At that time two moen, Wm. Stevens and
Jolin Crounse, passed through this part
of Lthe country, ostensibly as emigrants
woestward bound. Here and - there, in
Washington, and Dodge and Sarpy coun-
ties, places through which they passed, it
wasfound that counterfeit ten-dollar hills
marked their progress. Judge Dundy
wias then on the {!Jnltml States  benen,
holding court, and W. H. Morris, now
judege  of the  Fivst  district wus
m‘tﬂlg as distriet attorney. The United
States marshal was absent, and the peo-
ple were clamoring to have the shovers
of the queer arrested,  Both these oflicers
requested  and  strongly  solicited M.
Grebe to follow and apprehend them.
He consented and traversed Nebraska
and Missouri and finally came np with
and arrested them in Sarpy county. He
searchad them and  their wagon and
hoxes, but could tind no evidences of
their guilt until, finally, boring into the
bnrm-{’ of an old musket, he tished out
twoenty-four $10 bills.  This was all they
had left after having flooded the country
with national *“tlimsy." They were
brought to trial and convicted,

In his traveling, Mr, Grebe expended
#2135 of his own money. He immediately
sresented his bill to the government and
1w it refused becanse he was not an U
S, ofticer, and consequently  was not in
the employ of the general government.
He induced the first Nebraska congress-
man, Taaft, to look after the payment
of the bill, in Washington but with no
snecoss,  Every congressman from Tuaft
to Valentine has also worked upon it,
but still Grebe's money came not, One

week ngo, he wrote Senator Man-
derson, and yesterday to the former’s joy,
congratulation, happy smiles and nxv:ev&
ing patience, after fiftoen years of wait-
ing, he received a letter from United
States Comptroler M. J. Durham, statin
that his elaim had been allowed and wi
in n few days be passed upon in the ap-
propriation. It is needless to remark
that Mr. Grebe smiles and further that
both Judges Dundy and Morris will ulso
smile when they hear of the tardy pay-
ment,

His expression, however, is not
that of Llank hnbecility which character-
ized him during the livst few months of
his hmprisonmoent, .

Bulined reads almost sll the time, and
his cell is full of books and  papers sup-
plied to lum by tho kind hearted  jailer,
Joe Miller.  He drinks vory little whisky
now. His imprisonment has done him
some good at ieast—it  has eurod  him of
drunkennoess,
