INSURANCE OF  EPLOYES.

The Pennsylvania Railroad's New Plan
Completed.

RNelief to be Granted Sick or Injured
Porsons—Death Dencefite to bhe
Paid Workingmen's
Relatiyes,

Tho managemoent of the Pinneylvania
Railroad company has formulated a plan
for what is known as a “rolief dopart-
ment, ' whereby those connected with its
serviee may be ns<oclated for the purposs
of sseuring spreific aid for themselves
and families in casos of neciidont, sioknesy
and death. The eradit for dovising the
scheme is due to General Manager
Charles E. Puagh, who in his various
capacities has become  familine with the
Inbor and hardships of the employos, es.
pecially those ronning on the rond, and
has long desired that some plan shonlid
be devised wherehy unfortunate railrond
men eould be properly taken cars of in
the event of accident, In addition to the
Pennsylyania  proper and the lateral
roads, the insuranee schemoe will also
apply to the employes of the following
corporations:  The Northern Central
Railway company, the Woest Jersoy Rail-
wiay company, the Philadelphia, Wil
mington & Bultimore Railtond compuny,
the Cnmden & Atlantic Rallvoad com-
pany, the Baltimore & Potomae Railroad
company, the West Jersey Ferry com-

any, and the Camlen and Philadelphia
SStemmboat-Ferry company.

With the view of making the tax upon
the participants in the fund as light as
possibile the Pennsylvanin Railrond com-
piany intends to bear all the expenso of
management, to pay the officors, ete,
Mr.J. A, Anderson has beon made su-
perintendent. and Mr. Holmes D. Ely,
assistant superintondents . Headguarters
have been established at Tronton, N, J.
The operations of the new department
will begin on Febraary 1, from which
date applientions will  be received, but
the payment of contributions amd the
mght to benelits will not eommence until
the 16th of February,

In order that the eost of the proposed

wonefits may be as small as possible, and

cach 'membor  dovive all possible gesist-
anece from his paymentsto the relief fund
the nurbwer participating mnst be largo
and vegolae,  In view of this and of the
responsibility assumoed by the company,
it will he o condition that each person
entering the servies or promotad init
after the innuguration of the departmoent
shall beeome a member of the relief
fund and  participate  in its benetits.
Perzons in the serviee at that time will,
for six months thereaftor, be aflordad the
privilege of participating without regaml
to age or physicial condition. As the
ln'i\'rﬁ-;_;n- of puarticipation will hereafter
depend upon nge and physical condition,
taose now in the serviee may be debareod
from participation if they dolay applyimg
until after the period n‘llll'm-_; whirh the
privilege s open to them. After the ex-
piration of six mouths the company will
dizcontinge the allowanee of geatuities
to emyloyes, and all lines  paid by em-
ployes for dereliction of duty will there-
after bo added to the rehief fund. The
superintendent will bo aided in his labors
hy an advisory board, consisting of mem-
bors chosen equally by the emiployes who
are members of the fund and by the
board of directors of the eompany, with
the goneral managor of the company
and the supevintendent of the reliet de-
partiment as ox-officio members.

As to the plan, it is proposed to deduoet
from the wages of the employes monthly
n certain sum, to be graded nceording to
the amount of the pay. The company
will be the trustee of the money and re-
sponsible therefor for any deliciencies
which may arse from the Tund proving
insufficient to meet the demands upon it.
The benefits will consist chiefly in pay-
ments of stated amounts to members dis-
ubled by sickness or injuries Yreceived in
the dischavee of thar duaties; ll).l._\'ll'l-"l'll.-i
of stated mmounts to desigonated relatives
or other benelichiries of decensed  mem-
bers; free surgical attendanee for mem-
bora disnbled by injuries in the discharge
of their duties; arrangoments for fixed
moderate rates, of which members may
avail themselves, for medieal attendanee
in eases of ordinary sickness; modieal sie
pervision over sanitary and othermatters
aficeting the health of members,

For the purpose of determining the
nionthly retes members will bo divided
into elasses necording to the smonnt of
their regulie wages per month, The
stims they will pay and the beneflis they
will yeceive will be as follows:

THE DUCHESS OF CALIFORNIA

A Protty Advantlizess who Blackmails Many
Prominent Men,

An Etrn’}!luq'e af Her Games Compela
the Blanckmailer to Leave
| Washington,

The Washington correspondent of the
Springficld (Mads) Republican writes:
“The Duchiss of California’ or the
“Daisy of Chieago' ns sho i somoetimoes
called, readily ncceded to the proposic
tion of the poliee to leave Washington to
esonpe  prosecution, although it is ox-
tremely doubiful if any of her victims
could have beon persuaded to appene
against her, She was arenigned in conrt
under the name of Allio E. Ellis, with the
alinses givon above. The charge agoinst
hor swas “'being o person of evil life or
fame; a suspicious person having no visi-
hle means of support, and unable to give
a gool pepount of herself ' Her connsel
offer the plon of not gnilty, but in almost
the same  brosth said she was willing to
leave the eity.

£100, provoked the beauntiful blackmailer

o yonng woman who played the role of

peted as messenger, Mrs, Ellis, as she
oulled horself here, readily admits that
she has a speaking acguaintanee with the
police of all the larger eities of the
country.  In talking of her business sho
said sne made it noeale to atteaet the at-
tention of elderly men only, and she
found that not one time in twenty did
her estimate of hainnan nature prove un-
true, The story which the people tell
abiout the wontan is an interesting  one.

Washington. Her plan as partly unfold-
ed to lier maid was to pose as the wife of
a wenlthy man.  Her beauty would be
sure to attract attention and, having se-
cured old and wealthy lovers, she would
lead them on unlil they were (oo much
compromised Lo intorm on her, She took
i house in the northwestern part of the
city.

The Present System—A Masenm to
the Average Order.

Among the many places of intersst to
be visited in Washington, perhaps there
is mo other that is so absorbingly inter-
esting to the great mass of visitors as the
dead Tetter office and the miseum con-
nected with it. There is nothing to be
seen here, but every one is capable of
understanding and  apprecinting,  Just
inside the hall a laree space is radled ol
where visitors miy stand and observe
at their lefsure the work that s

oing on_ 80 busily Over 15,000
etters o day to be examined, assortod
and  disposed  of! What a  large
aorps of clerks is neoded for the work,
fne how quickly, sklfnlly  and
mechanieally it goes on! In the first
room the letters are opened and assorted,
those containing  monev or articles of
vitlue going one way and all others mo.
ing another. A simplo motion slits open
an envelops with unerring  proeision,
The lettor 15 withdrawn, tml'uh[:-nl, fuldd-
ed, replaced. The nest letter the same
How fust the heaps of the examined
letters grow, but the work does not e,
for the supply is never oxhansted, but is
constuntly replenished as the letters are
passed on.  Here, a5 in many  other do-
partments, the work is several days or
weeks belund time, anil fresh appropria-
tions are needed for morve workers,

The opencd  letters contuining inglo-
stures of voloe are restored to the sendors
when practieabls, otherwise they are re-
mmlm‘ and HAled away, and may be re-
cloimed ot any timo, Othor letters are
not recorded.  They are rveturned to the
writors, if possible, and whoen the writers
cunnot be found, the letters aree des
stroyed.  In the yonre 1884, mowe than 17,-
000 futters contained money, amonnting
to nearly $50,000, Some 20,000 lotiers con-
tuined lfl'ilrl.‘. echoecks, woney ordery, ote,
to the value of more than  $1.500,000.
Some iden of the growth of the postal seps
vice in the United States for o contury
may be formed, when we consider in

this connection the sfitement,
quoted  from  a  postal  report  in
1758, that 365 valuable likteers
have seenmnlated  in the departient
sinee 1775, Many thoosand lotters are

receivid  annually  containing  photo:
