Fully 4,500 people, representing largely the
respoctable element; assembled at Central
Musgie hall to-night to witness the second
eateli-as-cateli-ean wresthing mateh between
Matzada  Sorakichi, the noted Japanese
wrestler, and  Fvan Lewls, appropriately
named *The Strangler.”

Harry  Palier  waos
choson  referee  amd ot 8157 the men
shonl: hieids for the first bout, After o cou-
ploe of unsueeesstal manauyees on both sides,
Lewils got Sorvakichi on Lis stomach, and
placing s Knee on the call of the Jap's legs,
seized his foot with both hands aud began
bending the foot in suehl & manner ns to

wreneh the ankle out of the sockel. A
shout  of ndignation  went up  from
the cerowd at this inhoman  wreatment,
and  eries of “Jlang  the scoundrel,’
SPitelr him in the ke, “Kill the big
coward,” ete., arose from the awdienece. The
Jap, eompelled by pain to give in, was

turned over on his back and Iay there unahle
to rise to his feet, and was earried off the

stage in the arms of his tralner, Edwin
Bibby., Lewls stood  apparently  taken
abiaek by the tumalt he  had

oceasioned, while loud erfes of “Shame™ and
“Foul" rose on every hand, The referee an-
nouneed that he could do nothing but award

the mateh to “The Steangler,” but It is
safe  to say Evan Lewls  will  never
draw another erowid in hicago.
e  appears  to have  no  selencw,
apd  relied  solely  upon  his  supe-

rior welght and brute foree to earry his
point. The Jap's nnkle was found to be dis-
located, amd e was carcled to a curinge
after the doctors had attended him,

died suddenly from the effeel of strychnine,
Thepost mortem examination and subse-
quent trinl showed that the poison was prob-
whly sdministered by her hushand, A, B,
Morse, nmnn nearly 75 years old, 1t was
generally known that they did not lve hap-
pily together, At the Inst term of conrt
Morse was tonnd guilty ot mareder in the
first degree, but owing to an informality in
the verdiet, n new trial was granted to be
held this term. Walsh was the officer helfore
whom the inquest was heldand is the only
witness who can identify the stomach of the
deceased. It is thought that he has been
paid for leaving,

court finlshed his ease up in about the short-
est manner on record. e was enptured in
