Witness enquired whether
Lowy wanted to make a legal lender
with the money , and receiving an-
nflirmatlvo reply told him lie had belter
take gold , saying at lliu same time that it
would bo dinicult to gather $20,000 in
largo bills on Mich short notice. Lowy-
iusihtcd on having tbo currency , and
Drake sent the bank messenger to other
institutions with specie to make Iho nec-
essary

exchange. When the man re-

Drake- did Iho $20,000, up in a
package ami handed it to Lowy , who ,

lapping the inside pocket of his coal ,

said , "1 have if 10,000 moro in here. " The
handling of such a largo sum in cash
naturally aroused the witness' curiosity ,

but as It was a legitimate business trans-
action

ho did not at the tlmo make any
extended inquiries. The next night ,

which was Sunday , ho heard that Smith
had sold out to Lowy and left town.-
