So far Mr, O'Neil's bill is a valuable one.
It makes arbiteation a legal means of
possible remedy, ander logal supervision
independent of the avavice of employors,
nnd nented controversy of employes. 1t
affords a jury whose verdiet, while it will
not be binding npon those who submit to
it their differences, will yet wield n strong
influence in determining the vesult,  The
employer or cimploye who appeals to the
foderal eourt of arbitration, anda who then
declines to abide by the decision will
loso.  muech  more than  he ecan
possibly  gam by  his  refusal  to
unecept the result.  In addition the arbi-
teation bill would would be valuable in
drawing altention to arbitration as a
cheap remedy for the abuses which it
seeks to remove.  The present strike has
cost the conntrey millions of dollurs in lost
wages, damaged vroperty and disorgan-
jzed trade. If the pomnts at issue had
been submitted to aoconrt of arbitration
weeks ago and the verdiet had been noe-
copted, labor and eapital alike would
have protited in the settlement.,

Justice for Crawlord's Murder,

The funeral of the lute lamented Capt
Crawford, who was foully murdersd by
Mexicans while pursuing hostile Indians
in Sonorn, will take place in Kearney on
Sunday. The ecity which he ealled his
home will pay its last respects to the re-
maing of the gallant eflicer, and delega-
tions from his old regiment and from the
department headquarters will unite in the
simple ecoremonies. No ollicer of the
line was hetier known in Nebraska. It
wis in this state that he did gallant ser-
vice for many years on the frontier
in  assisting  to bring peace  and
innmunity from the horrory of
Indign wevinre to our settlers, It wasin
he chose his home, to
which as each month came he sent a por-
tion of his pay for the support of a
a erippled brother. It is not surprising
that the gencral feeling throughout Ne-
braska is one of intense indignation over
the cowardly assassination of the dead
soldier, Thereis a crying demand on
the part of our people that his murderers
shall be brought to justice, and that the
government, in whose uniform they
masquernded, shall pay a henvy in-
demnity for the outrage, Captain Craw-
ford was killed by treachery while in
performance of his  duties, as an
ofticer of the United States, on Mexican
s0il in pursuadee of a treaty between the
two governments. . The evidence is con-
clusive that his murder was premeditated
and earried out with the view of plunder-
ing nis camp. If such an outrage had
been offered to the flag of any other
peaceful nation, prompt reparation would
have been demanded and enforeed at the
mouth of the eannon. Captain Craw-
ford owned Nebraskn as his state. His
body will lie in Nebraska soil, Nebraska's
delegation in congress should press the
demand of our people for justice to
Crawford's murderers and reparation
from the government whose unitorm
they wore,

Mpr. Lamar's Ruling.

Seeretiry Lamar's decision on  sus-
ponded entries, which overrules Mr,
Sparks' ruling of April 15 of last year,
will be read with great intercst by the
people of the wast who nre nifecied by its
publication, The secrctavy of the inte-
rior decides that patents must issue on a
register’s certificute of tinul proofs in due
course of business, snd that the suspen-
sion of the Issuance of patonts until spe-
ciul examination of proofs have been
made, as contemplated in  Mr.
Bparks’ order, was upwarranted in
law nnd not in accordance with
publie policy. In the opinion of the see-
retary of the interior, the resirictions
thrown around the homesteader and pre-
emptor in the matter of final proof upon
their elaima are ample to protect the goy-
grnment, if the oflicers of the local land
offices do their duty. The laws are ox-
plicit as to their requirements, and the
decisions of the land oflice on matters at
jssue in past enses ought to leave no rea-
sonable doubt as to what does and what
does not constitute compliunce with the
statutes. Tne government has the power
nt any time to ravoke its patents on proof
of fraud, and the stntutes provide punish-
ment for perjury, My, Lamar believes that
the action of Mr. Sparks wns illegal in
nssuming that an officor of the govern-
ment could arbitravily deprive a citizen
without dug vrocess of law of property
to which he had a title as against every
one but the United States. T'his iz pre-
cisely the position taken some months
ago by Judge Deady of the United States
distriot conrt in Portland, Oregon,

The effuct of Mr, Lamar's decision will
be to remove the embargo on the issue of
patents in Nebraska west of the 100th
meridian, and to place receivers’ certifi-
cates of purchase once more at par. They
will now stand on preeisely the same
footing that they did a year ago, eviden-
ces of clear title to the land and good
against any adverse interest except that
of the government,

The Police at the Election.

The conduet of the volice in several of
the wards at the election was simply out-
rageouns. Thoy were sent to the polls to
preservie order, but instend of doing that
they were moeddling in the contests, as-
saulting peaceable citizens and causing
disturbance and vielations of the law in-
stewd of conserving the peace. In the
Second ward they knocked down men
and women indiseriminately with their
billies when they ecould just as well have
dispersed the erowd by making a few ar-
rests, A policoman that will strike down
a woman with o billy i8 a coward and
ought to be dismissed at once from the
force.

In the desperate effort to get control of
the city government, the police was
used yesterday ns a political machine,
The domoceratic oflicers on the foree were
working tooth and nail for the demo-
crabic nominees, and using their oflicial
position to bulldoze and threaten politi
cal opponents.  This gives an inkling of
what would have been the result if the
democratic bosses had earried the day,
and the city government had been thrown
into their hands, as they so counlidently
expoected.

The police force needs a thorough
revision, and it should not be delayed.
The political sluggers who flash their
stars in the faces of voters to prevent an
honest expression of public sentiment
should be taught emphatically thut tax-
payers have no use for this kind of ofli-
cers of tho law. Clubbing peseceable
men and breaking the ribs of innocent
and hurmless women may accord with
their ideas of political necessity, but it
will not be endorsed by the respeotable
and law-abiding citizens, no matter what
their party afiliations.

Tur anti-snicide olause in life insur-
ance policies has been decided time and
again to be a very lame defense to the in-
surance companies, especially where the
self-killing is not done with intent to de-
fraud or where the person is insane, and
they have frequently been eompelled to
pay policies where death has been eansed
by suicide. The latest deecision of this
character is that of Judge Dyer in the
United States eireunit eourt of Wisconsin,
who holds that suicida from insanity Is
aceidental. One Crandall had a policy
in the Accident Insurance company of
North America for #10,000, one of the
provisions of which was that the policy
did not cover death from ‘*'bodily in-
firmity or disease.” Crandall became in-
sane and hanged himself—a pretty olear
caso of disease, But Judge Dyer dis-
cussed the snbjeet in this fashion:

An acoldent bad beem defined as the hap-
pening of an event without the concurrence
of the will of the person by whose agency It
was cansed, an event without design and out
of course, Bome violence, casualty or vis
major was necessarily involved In the term
accident. Thers wiag no difféerence between
forge emanating from the insane person him-
self and foree operating Independently from
without. The Injury and the death were
equally fortultous in both cases, for in nelther
was there o eoneurring will which prompted
tha act, The poliey contained a provision
that the company should not be liable in case
of sulelde or self-inflicted injuries, But that
referred to deliberate, Intentional self-de-
struction, which could not be called an acol-
dent. No provislon was made against sui-
clde when Insane, The second question, and
one equully Important, was whether death
wis caused by “bodily Infirmities or disease”
of the insnred, against which the company
had ecspeclally protected itself. It was con-
tended that Insanity was a disease, that the
death was caused by the disense, and hence
the company was not liable, That was the
law where the lnsurance was general, not
spacial or life policles, but did pok apply to
accident policies,

It is vather refreshing to be informed
by the Herald that the eitizens of Omuhn

The New Traveling Torpedo Which
is Expeeted to Do Muoh Damage.

R. Panlson, who hns at-
fected what would appoat te be some im-
provements in these respocts.

1o presorve silence at present. 8o with
regard to his improved menns of propul
ston and the explosive charge, the most
that ho is just now propared to state
publicly respecting these 1a that propul
sion 15 offeoted by o system difforing in
toto from any of those at present em-
ployed

Broadly stated, it consiste in the use of
chemically genorated gas which is utils
ized either for forcing a column of water
lh'l'l'l'l_ ustern, or for cansing it to actuate
machinery for deiving a propeller. The
l'\|‘11 wive l'|1:1]':_:'a' consisls of n -lu'u-'lm-' ol
gun-eotton possessing 5 per cent. more
power than ordinary gan-cotton, but hay
ing an equnl dogree of safety,  he atoer
ing deview i that upon which Mr. Panl.

stated to consist of two  batteries, one
pole of each of which is pluced in connee:
tion with the corls of two sete of olectro
magnets, from whicl leads are eongluet-
el to two metal ping fixed on dise of in
sulating materinl, Both the other poles
of the batteries are placed in com
minication with  a balaneed  mag
netie neadlle of special construction.

doer i attractod and by this means thae
torpedo i again placed on its vight course,
The depth of immersion of the weapon
is also rvegulated and maintained ina
similar munner by o vertieally balanced
needle.  Another foature is that the tor
pedo ean be divectod towanrd fron <hips,
irrespective of the predetermined course,
by means of another balanced neeile.

A demonstration of the steering powers
of the npparatns was was recently given
by the inventor at 15 Cockspur street,
Charing Cross, a modal torpedo about 12
feet 6 inches long and 7 inches in diame-
ter being used. The model was not
placed in water, but was swiveled on n
stand, and it was clearly shown  that
when it deviated from the conrse upon
which it had been lmd, the eleetroamag:
netie arrangement—which was of conrse
conecaled within the torpedo—enme imto
operation and  restored it to its normal
course,  More could not be shown.
but it was stated that a full-sized torpedo
sixteen feet in lengthand fourteen inches
in diameter, had been made and suceess:
fully ttied on the coast in England, On
the last oeceasion, however, ihe torpedo
had managed to get away from its in-
ventor  an had  hean no  more
soen.  The material of which Mr. Paul-
s0n proposes to construct the
shell 0 his torpedo diffirs
from that hitherto used in thatis a spe.
cies of papier-muache of a tough and
fibrous nature. The new weapon 18 to be
discharged from the shore, or from any
ordinary boat, thus obyiating the enst of
a special torpedo boat, This featire
wints it out ns valuable for coast and
wrbor defense, for which purposes it is
the opinion of several naval aulhorities
Ly whom it has been examined that it 13
especially adapted, In view of its ap-
parent merits it would appear desirahle
that the governmaent authoriiies, who
have had  the matter under consitlera-
tion for some little time past, should iose
no time in ¢onstrueting a torpedo of the
proper working size and have it properly
tested, "This eourse is the less objection-
able, seeing that the cost is stated to be
only about £150. Auv any rate the inven-
tion appears tojustify prompt and thor-
ough investigation, In order that its prae-
tical usefulness or otherwise may be as-
certained,
