Great Apprehension Felt in Ohicago Over
the Arrival of May Firat,

RYMORS OF STRIKES TO COME.

Frelght Handlers Will Walk Ont, Far-
cmiture Makers Shut pDown, and
General Stagnation Predicted-—
N. ¥, Labor Demonstration,

The Wage Workerva' Strnggle.

Circaao, April 8, < Special Telegram, | —
T appears now to be fnevitable that Saturday
will witness the beginning of a great stroeile
between employers and employes over the
clght nour question in thiselty,  The more
the subject 18 eativassnd, and the oloser the
tay approaches, the inclination of cmployers
appears tobe very thoronghly in the direetion
of withstanding the demands of the men Tor
the siame pay for elght hours work s was
forinerly puid for ten hourse The unions,
almost without exeeption, have aceepted and
formulnted the demand« of the agitators for
n working day of eight hours, but have
Penored the suggestion that they  would eon-
sent to a redduction in pay. In nearly every
Instance the old rate of iy 18 not only de-
manded, bul in ninerons cages an Inerease
of pay for the shorter hours is called for,

It is stated that the froight handlers on
every road In Clileago would strike on Friday
night for eight houes, It I8 sabd that the
movement originatd =ome two weeks ago
smong the menin the Lake Shore & Michizon
Houthern frelght houses, who consulted with
the Trefght handlervs of the varlous roads and
ealled a general meeting, At this meeting it
was decided that, without giving the railroad
oflicials any warning, the men would quit
work on the evening of April #@, This
riumor was investigated, but railroad men In
general seemed entirely  dgnorant  of the
whole affuir, nod no corroborative informa
tion was obtadned till 1, €, Guno, foreman
of the Chica =, Burlington & Quiney frelght
house, was seen.

“Yos," sald he, “the report s undonbtedly
trie, I heard of the meeting last week, and
Fmediately eonsulted with my men on the
gubjoet,  ‘Thoy reluetantly adinitted the facts
which you already have”

It is expected that there will be a strike of
the frelght handlers in the freight house
of the Galenn division of the Chicago &
Northwestern rallroad.  They sent in their
demands thisafternoon.  The aetion of the
men wis neomplets surprise to the officinls,
as, althoneh they knew there was some agita-
tion nwong the men, they did not expect it 1o
come o a head guite so suddenly,  About 500
men employed in the four freight houses of
the Clieago, Milwankee & St Paul railroad
signed n potition to«lay aslking tor the eight-
hour sehedulie,

1 think,” sadd a prominent furnitore man-
nineturer to day, “that every furniture facto-
ry in the eity will be shut down on Saturday.,
That s the antiook now,  We expect that
nearly all the workers will be out by that
time on the demand for eight hours work and
ten hiours pay, and it is understood that even
the members of the furnltare wanufacturers
associntion, whose employes don't go oul on
a strike, will elose their factories out of sym-
pathy with the stand tuken by theirorganiza-
tion, Thoy will all stand together.”

New York for Shorter Honrs.

New Yonrk, April 20— |Special Telegram. |
—From present indleations Saturday night
will o made memorablelby one of the largest
gathorings for organizwd labor ever seen in
this eity., A demonstration will be held in
Union sguare nnder the direction of the Cen-
tral Lubor union, which represents about 160
trades imlons and labor elubs, New trades
are being organized as rapldly as possible.
I'he meeting has been ealled tofavor the sys-
tem of shorter hours of labor, anl not to
make a demand for eight honrs, and, in caso
of n refusal on the part of employers to
bring about a mammoth strike, All the
unions  believe In short hours of labor,
but they have coma to the econclusion that
the thne has notareived to make a anited de-
mund for elght hours, Some of the travdes will
make an eight-hour demamd on May 1, others
will a2k for nine, and some will ask for ten
honrd, ‘I'he meetitig will endorse these de-
mands, and while it may favor eight hours
for all trades, iv will not insist on obtaining
neoneession at present, excent in the case of
trades that have alveady notified thelr em-
ployers of the ndoption of the eight-hour rule,
The meeting will probably deelare that men
who work liftegn or sixtesen hours per day
ghoula have twelve, that men who work
twalve should have ten, and that men who
work ten hours should have eight or nine,
By reducing the hours of work, the Central
LObor union hopes to inerease the demand
for Inbor, and enable thougands of people ont
of work to get steady employment.

Rivals Endeavor to Place Powderly
in Disrepute,

get the best of him in the negotintions that

The Kuights of Labor is composed of labor-
ing men, having no nlterior object other than
to receive just compensation for their labor,
If there has been blood shed in any place,
aceomyanying the existing strike, It has
ratiter been eansed by the starvation wages
riven by monopolies than by the malice or
hl»'-\'il] of the workingmen. The Knights ot
Linbor, as n sveicty, o not believe
are  responsible  for  this  shedding ot
blood,  The workinzman has a right to
receive Just emnpensation for Lis
Inbor. The wives amd enildren of the em-
ployer live sumptuonsly and dress finely,
while the Inborer’s family barely have the
necessary food to keep away actunl want, 1
am perfectly willing to publish iny views on
this question, so (ar as they relate to better
pay for the working man, ~ And because the
society has but this one objoet, and does not
interfere with the religions beliel of its mem-
bers, not assume  the  position of religious
teachings, the ehinreh hins not and does not
forbld Catholies from joimng it,

AN OFFENSIVE  PARTISAN.

The Charges on Which the Webster Oity,
Town, Postmaster Was Removed.

A VERY RANK CASE MADE PUBLIC.

Sam Randall's Fatherly Talk to
Cleveland on the Tariff Question
Upens the President's Kiyes—
Manning Will Resign,

More Secrets Revealed,

Wasnisaron, April 20.—[Special Tele-
gram.J—In the exeentive session of the sen-
ate this afternoon Mr. Wilson of Towa moved
to remoye the injunction of secrecy from his
report on e case of Gearge W. Dell to be
postinnster at Webater City, lowa, in place of
Jolin 10 Hunter, suspended.  Bell was re-
Jeeted some dnys ngo, ‘The report is qguite
long, anil recites that all of the papers con-
cerning the suspension of Mr, Hunter, as
well ns those that related to the nomination
of Mr. Bell, were furnished the postoflice
committee by the postmaster general, from
which it appears that Mr, Bell determined to
get the appolntment of postiaster at Web-
ster City as soon as Cleveland was elecled,
amdl before  the  inawguration  addressed
a letter  to President Cleveland enclos-
ing Indorsements from all of the lend-
ing demoerats In Towa, who testitied
to s politieal activity and nsetulness and
askidd that the office ns a reward therelor,
These doeaments did not have the desired
offect, so in April following he zot up an-
other lot of endorsements whieh he for-
warded with a letter, In which he aecls upon
the suggestions made by the postiaster gen-
eral in his “offensive partisan” letter, and
charges unter, the ineumbent, with offen-
sive purtisanship, and asks his removal upon
these grounds, He speslties that Hunter is
the editor of an offensive partisan paper;
that he attended politieal conventions, and
did politieal work. There was no fault
tound with Bunter's management of the of-
tice, but he was removed upon these charges
made by Bell. ‘The latter, by his own confes-
slons In the same

letter In which  were
the charges, was guilty of the same
offense.  He sald that he was the editor of

the democratic paper; that he was & member
and ehalrman of the domocratic eommittee;
that he managed the interests of the party in
inis county, and enclosed a circular from the
excceutive committee of the state to show
lew muny speeches he had made daring  the
campalgn, e asked the oflice as a reward
tor his political services, and that he might be
enabled by the salury it would give him to do
more politieal work than ever, 1le was ap-
pointed in August, 1855 The committoe
shiow by a eirenlar issued by the state exeen-
tive counmittee, that lie made eighteen demo-
cratic speecches aftor he became postimaster,
and by the newspapers that be continned to
take an active part in the management of the
compaign as a delegate to conventious and a

member  of a political ¢ommittee, They
chavge  that  he  lett  his  postollice

for weeks at a time to do politieal work, and
negleeted his oflicial duties.  The committes,
from these taets, drew the conclusion that if
Hunter was unfit to hold the office by reason
of his partisanship Bell should be judged by
the rule, and say:  “He abandoned his post
of duty to engage in more active, extensive
and continuons partisun work than was al-
leged against Mr, Huntor, and the cominitiee
cannot but conclude that his eondnet was not
brought to the attention of the president, and
thathis nomination to the senate was an un-
intentional violation of the policy of the ad-
ministration in sueh eases.” His nomination
was therelore rejeeted.
CLEVELAND CONVERTED ON THE TARIFF.
The tavll men are jubilunt to-day over the
reports from the white house, while Morrison
and

his  followers: are equally op-
pressed. The  latter  have claimed
that the  president has  been mak-

Ing a large number of converts to the Morri-
son tarill bill, and that they were sure of vie-
tory when it came up, But to-day the tide
has changed, for it has become known  that
Sam Randall has ealled on the president
within the last few days and had o tatherly
talk with him, Mr, Randall did not minee
matters, but lnid before Mr, Cleveland his po-
sitlon in the fight, and gave him the names
of the demoeratic members of the house who
would yote with hiw against the bill. He
told the president that any further intevfor-
ence In the matter would only hurt the ad-
ministration, because defeat was certain, and
it would not do for the demoeratie adminis-
tration to father a defeat by o demoeratie
house, e explained that the free wool
clause had hermetically sealed the Ohlo dem-
ocrats agninst it, and brought with them
many others, The president saw the logie of
his remarkes, and promised My, Randall thot
henceforth he would keep his hands oft and
stand aloof in the fighe, This satistied Mr.
Randall, and he left,
WIAT FREII WOOL MEANS,

Talking about the wool question, alarge
woolen manufacturer in Obio reeently told a
membor of the house that the passage of the
bill meant a transfer of the capital now em-
ployed In this trade to Berlin or  Liyerpool.

MANNING WILL RESIGN,

1t is stated that when the president ealled
upon Secretary Manning yesterday he was
informed by the secretary thar a new head
for the treasury department must be chosen,
a# it would not be wise for him to return to
hisdesk. Mr, Manuning told the president
that be had n very narrow escape from death
during his recent iliness, and the physicians
nad warned him agairst resuming his ofticial
duties, The president expressed his sincere
regrets at the announcement that he must
part with his secretary of the treasury, and
suld thatns soon as he could select a new
one, who was a stalwart demoerst and eapa-
ble man, he would accept the resignation,
Mr, Manning sald that he was willing to
allow ample thme for the selection of his sue-
cessor—three or four months if he desired—
but he belleved a man could be ehosénu within
afew days. It is not at all probable that
Assistant Secretary Fairehild will be selected
s lins been reported.

DEFEAT OF THE EDUCATION BILLS CERTAIN.

Ho fur as this congress Is congerned.the peo-
ple of the country can safely diswiss from
their wnds all thoughit of the passage ot either
the Blair or Willis edueation bills. The house
in & number of ways, has exprossad against
appropriating so much money for educational
purposes. It is possible, however, that if
the proposition should ecome up fairly it

LABOR DIFFICTLTIES,

A number of glatesimen have expresspd the
belief that soma new plan will be reached for
avolding or settling labor aifficulties by the
time congress weets again in December, and
that although there are only about forty
working days in that session, an effective
bill will be passed.  "The committee that lins
just gone to St Liouls to Investizate the dif-
fioulties will not report In time for any action
at this session, and the agitation of the sub-
jeot will lead to many new suggestions be-
tweon now and December,

THE CONGHESSIONAL CAMPATGN,

It is the intention of the republicans In
their struggle to elect a majority of the lower
house of congress this fall to make a strong
fight In the south—In Virginia the Carolinas,
Georgin, Alabwin, and in every state where
protection euts a figure, as the tari(f question
will be one of the leading points.  'T'here are
four districts in Virginia which will he
fought for by the republicans, as they only
gave about 1,52 democtatic majority at the
Inst election, and then the demoeratie
majorities were  ralsed  everywhere, as
a president was then elected,

The veturns from other statos at the presi-
dential election show & number of congres-
sional distriets in the loealities above indi-
eated ag good fighting ground, as democrats
were ¢lected by tifteen hundred or less, and
a distriet with only that majority is con-
sldered hopefil by the repnblicans on a tariil
igsne where there are lnterests to vrotect,
There is very little hope by the most san-
guine in South Carolinn, but North Carolina
has two cloge distriets, Goeorgin one, Alabama
three, Loulsiana five and West Virginia one.
The elose disteiets for congiess are nearly all
in the north and west, however, there being
many with from one to three hundred ma-
jority elther way.

INTER-STATE COMMERCE,

No one believes that an inter-state coms-
merce bill of any kind can be passed by this
congress.  One may pass elther congress, but
there are so many  opinions in each house
that one will kill what the other does by
amendments,

A majority of the senate, and probably a
majority of the house, favor n bill which
pluces the diseretion of railvoad mmtes in the
hands of a eommlission, but neither house
has anything like the ideas of the other as to
how far the commission ghould be instructed
to go. Then there Is another large and
powerlul olass, led in the house by Mr.
Reagan of Texas, that holds that a Inw that
is vested in elther a eommission or the attor-
neys of the United States and the federal
courts, in eonjunetion with a ecommission, is
no better than the present law; and they are
probably right, as the laws would be out of
the reach of the people.  They want laws for
the people and redress in the loeal—county
and state—eourts, so that common people
can demand and ebtain satistaction, 1t will
take some time to gel these ideas all on the
same level, .

PARTISAN PAN-BLECTRIC,
As the Pan-Electtie telephone investiga-

tion, which 1s belng senducted by < special.

committee of the hbnse, bezgins to near its
end, it becomes more and more evident that
its termination, or rather the results of the
work, are to bo politieal. It is not likely
that the Investigation will close for several
weeks yot, or that a report will be made, but
when it does come it is fully expeeted by
everyone to ba partisan in its observations,
When the investigation started ont, it ap-
peared to be neutral in every desire except to
get at the facts, As time
wore aon, one who attended the
meetings began to hear expressions from re-
publicans and demoerats alike something of
this charmeter:

“You men on that side;:” “he's a demo-
eral,” or “he's a republican,” “we won't hiare
the administration ;" *all right, you ean out-
vote us, and we stibmit,” or, “weare running
this as much as you, and ought to, as we are
the majority,”” ete.

These works of partisanship bagran to grow
stronger and stronger a few woeeks ago, nntil
now it is “this side,” and “that side,” and
when the reports eome there will be two of
them, representing the “two sides” of the
comaities,

1OWA DRIVE-WELL CASES,

The motion to congolidate the Iown drive-
well cages, which was argued inthe supremne
court of the United States to-day by Col.
Henderson for the farmers and Senator Fid-
munds for the patent owners, will probably
be ended on the 10th of May, The court will
adjourn to-morrow night to meet again May
10, when the finnl opinions of the October
term will be handed in.

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A FRIGHTFUL CHILD-MURDER.

An 1l-year<old Girl at Nebraska City
Brutally Killed.

THROAT CUT FROM EAR TO EAR.

A Great Mystery Surrounds the Deed,
But the Indications Point to a
Dreadlful Crime—~Orher
State Newa,

A Bloody Teagedy.

NEORASKA Crry, Neb, April 20,—[8peelal
Telegram. |[—About 5 o'vlock thizs evening n
daughtor of Lee Shellenbearger, 11 years of
age, was fonnd in the cellar of her father's
hotise in a dying condition, her throat cut
alimost from ear to ear,  She lived only a fow
moments, Shallenberger is a farmer thres
miles south of this eity, s wite told the
girl to clean off the collar steps, and then
went to the barn yard. The girl's brother
was at the stable, according to Shellenboer-
wor's neeount, and he nimself at a uelghvor's,
On returning, within ten minutes alter the
girl had  been  seen by the mothaer
he started down eellar on an ervand,  Hear-
ing a nolse he asked his wife for a light, she
having just retorened from the barn yard, and
procecding to the other end ef the eellar from
the stairs found the dying child, with a
butchier knife, covered with blood, elose at
hand, "There are several theories of  the afl-
falr, One is that the child slipped on the
steps and fell, and cutting hersell, staggered
to where she was found,  Another is that she
committed suicide, and still another that it s
a murder,

LATER PARTIOULARS,

A Brr representative visited the farm and
was ushered into the room where on a bed
lay little Mageie Shellenberger, her light
golden hair stained with her 1ie's blood and
her throat cut from ear to ear,  On exumina-
tion by Dr. Larsh, it was shown that the girl
had reeeived four separate cuts, one eoimn-
meneing from the left side across the throat,
severing the windpipe and the left carotid
artery, while another commoenced on the left
slde, severing the right ecarotid artery and
passing the first cut one inch below in cut-
ting the windpipe, leaving a scction
of it entlrely severed of about one inch
long. The other two eunts were small, just
breaking through the skin, one being under
the ehvin and the other on the neclk, No other
marks of violenee were foiind on her body.
When found she was Iving in alarze dry
goods box in the cellar 6F the house, which
was used ns neupboard. Her body was  half
in the box, her lower limbs and arms pro-
truding outside and resting on the ground,
while a Inrge and bloody buteher knife was
not far from her right hand and wedged
in  between the two  Dboatds that
had been laldl down as a  walk
The head was resting agalnst the Inside
of the bax, the bottom of which was filled
with blood. It was sirange that the inside
top of the box showed but Hittle blood, but the
outside top was probably spattered by the
spurting blood, while the walls, two and
three feet from the box, were spattered with

‘blood, strongly indicating that a struggle

must have ensued before little Magrie was
put in orgotin that box in which hor life ex-
pired, Her father snys her eyes were still
open, and that there was a slight pulsation in
her throat when he found lier.

The theory of suleide vanished in a mo-
ment on beholding the little body and the
way It was mangled, and then again the
dark, litile cellas, its walls bedecked ns they.
were with blo But if not sulclde, who
had done this deed?—the most atrocious one
that ever happened in this eounty, Mrs
Shellenberger, her step-mother, says when
she left Magizie nt the house as’ went to
the barn to gather eggs, she fold Maggie to
brush her hair and then elean off the stops
that proved her path to death,  On investiga-
tion the steps proved never to have been
cleaned. Nostranger had been seen near the
premises to-day, and no one was living at the
house but Mr. Shelléenberger, hig wife and his
twao children,

Coroner Brauner empanaelled his jury at the
honse to-night and they remained in session
untll midnight, when they adjourned until
this morning.  Dul their deliberations being
seeret, the Bee man was unable to find ond
what light lhad been thrown on the decd.
That there has been o murder committed
there ean be no doubt, but who was the per-
petrator it is hard to say ot this writing, 1ut
the coroner's jury will sift the matter to the
bottom, as the publie demnid it

Magaie was a beautiful little girl, who
would have been 11 years ol had she lived
oneday longer, Bright and attinctive, and
of a happy disposition, she made magy
friends, There is greal excilement In the
city to-night.
