George C. Martin, a New York detee-
tivernade meapture inthis city Wednoesday
of Harry Brown, who is wanted in New
York to answer for a diahond robbery
committed two years ago. Drown was
he leader of a gang of burglars who
tapped a Now York jewelry establish-
ment of several thousand dolinrs worth
of sparkles, He escaped and was at lib-
erty for some time. A little over a year
ngo he was arrested in St. Paal, but tak-
ing advantage of the onrelessnoss of the
officer who had him in charge and the

darkness  of thoe night, jumped
from the train between st,
Paul and Milwankee, and
esoaped. Soon after that time he ap-
peared in this eity and has lived here
gince, He served in the eapacity of a
cook at Jack Nugent's place for some
time and hns been before the police
cotirt time and again, charged with
drunkenness, vagrancy and other petty
offenses. Detoctive Martin heard of him

at Council Blufls and came to this place
estarday, armed with requisition papers
rom Governor Larrabee, of [owa, for the
rur;mau of wrresting him.,

Brown had
nst erossed the river and the detective
ollowed him, Ho found him in a sa.
loon in this city, and, gaining
his confidence persuiaded him to go
neross the river and have a good time at
the Blufis. As soon as they reached the
Towa side Brown was placed under ar-
rest and the detective started for New
York with his prisoner this morning.
Brown is a young fellow, about 20 years
of age, of fine appearance and was well
known in sporting eciveles, Thera was a
reward of §500 for his capture. The po-
lice say they have never been notified
that he was wanted elsewhere or his cap-
ture would have been eflected long ago.

Donglas County Horses,

Pnr seyeral days baok there has beenn
raport in circulation to the effuct that
aboat twenty horses had died from n con-
tagious discase on the farm of Martin
Cannon about ten miles from the city.
The veport was go damaging that parties
in tha neighborhood were unable to
make sale of their stoek for the reason
that it was thonght the latter might be
elfocted with the disease also. Acocord-
ingly, the State Live stock commission
determined to investignte, Wednesday
G. W, Barnharde, of Columbus, member
of the commission, anit Dr. Ramae-
ciotl, vetermary surgeon  for _[ho
ity wont to the farm. The
horses belonged to a family named
Northrap who have gone into the eattlo
business. A thorough examinuation was
muade. The whole farm was driven over,
and but two careasses could ba found.
These, it was claimed had died from cold
and eoxhaustion, The other horses were
found in healty condition, though thin
and woeak,

With these faets both the examiners
coneluded that the report was unfounded.
F2Wednesday morning Dr  Gerth and
Mujor Birney, the other members of the
commission came to town o act deci-
sively in the matter, 'liul as thers was
no need of their services, all the mem-
bers of the commission woent homoe
yesterdny.

MORE MALES FOR THIE MAILS.

Three More Letter Carriers to be
Added to the Present Force.

Mr. Coutant recently wrote to the post-
master genoral mforming him of the
aapidity of the growth of this eity, and
requesting an inerease in the numboer of
his letter carriers. Special agents caome
here to investigate and reported in favor
of an inerease of the foree by three men,
The oflica folks here think five men
should have been allowed, beeause during
the cowing sunuuer and fall the letter
curriers’ work will be the heaviest they
have ever experionced, The three new
men are D, C, Brown, E. L Gidding and
H. H. Kirby. These men will go on duty
on the 1st ot May. For the Hrst year
their salary will be $659; for the second
#350, and when the eity's population shall
reach 75,000 they will be paid $1,000 per
year.

This increase of the force will neeessi-
tate o culting ofl' of some parts of the
old earriers’ distriets, and attaching them
to terrvitory which will now, for the first
time be blessed with mail {iclz\---ry. The
delivery as n consequence will perhaps
be slow and irregular for a few days, but
will disnppear when routine has been
established. The foree with this aecession
will comprise twenty-four men. Even that
is hnul(:(_ul:lh: to tha domands, Many of
the carriers are overworked. Although
they are not required to carry more mail
than enn be deposited in their sack, yet
it i a frequent occurrence to see them
with # stack of leiters and pupers as high
n4 their eyes, Denver has twenty-six
carviers and Omuaha  could safely keep
the shme II1I‘ItI|li'I' very busy, especinlly
as it is now intended to give some parts
(;r the city as many as five deliveries per
aay.

There has been an unprecedented in-
erease in the number of packages hand-
led at this oflice, and during the pst
year, it has equalled about 333 per cent,
About 20,000 letters are  handled  daily,
and the number of people to hundle them
is no greater than it was when they had
about a fair day’s work to perfornu.,

Another fact suggestad by an examing-
tion of the place in company witl, Chief
Clork Pickens and Superintendent of
Curriers Kyvors is that the oflice is now
too smnll for its uses. Every availuble
spuce is oocupied. It i8 therefore n ques-
tion how the furpiture required by the
proposed ineregse of the foree is to be
acoommaodatod, .

These are questions which are shortly
to be submitted to the authorities at
Washington ‘T'hey are bocoming more
important daily. The office peaple elaim
n respectable hearing when they appeal
to Wuashington beesnse last year the
business of the office netted $585,000 to the
government,

THE BLIND GODDESS

Tracks a IMapist I_-‘rlm;n Wisconsin and
Brings Him to Trial.

Last night nnother fugitive from justice
came to grief in Council Blufts. 1lis
name is Edward . Walker, and his homae
is in Juneau county, Wis. I is charged
with rape, and for neavly six months has
been fleeing from the oflicers of the law,
whom he knew to be upon his track.

The assault was made on the ith of
September, 1835 On  the pretonse of
bringing a young womuan to his wife to
secenre & position as housemaid, he in-
duced his victim to share his carringe
with him, and when a certain part of the
road hud been reachod brutally eflocted
her ruin.  Since that thme the young wo-
mun has bean in a dungerous eondition,
in fact, injurcd for life. A warrant was
issned for the brute's arrest.  Before it
could be served, he loft his home, wife
and children, to escape lmuishlnnut The
authorities, howc\'(:r‘, wve sparcd no
means or expense, They have followed
him in one or another to Illinois, Towa,
Dakota, Nebraska and finally to Couneil
Blufls, His stay in Omnha was of short
duration and preeeded his capture by
bul a few days. The tpacking und arrest

A DEFENSE OF GEN. CROOK,

The Poet of the Sterras Criticizes the
Newspaper Wrlters.

Joaguin Miller, writing from Los
Angeles to the Chicago Times, says:
Away down yonder within a hundred
miles of the Moexican line, whore the
wind blowe o hard that it whistles down
the tlegeaph poles with the sharp little
stones which it whirls throongh vhe air,
where men are soare and women come
not at all, and where life therefore must
bhona bit dreary, Leame uapon the eamp
of an old goldior, whom I had known and
lovad for thirty yoars, Thiz most endur-
ing, patient, ind honoest of all onr many
true soldiers was being nbused like a
pickpocket by the many  people whose
lives and proporty he had given the best
days of his Ife to protoct. On the
second page of the Daily Tomustonoe for
April 1, T counted fiftoen falso and
ingulting puragraphs about Geo, Crook,
Other papers, in proportion to their in-
signifionnoe, were as insolent,  And that
is saying thoy wero os insolent as limited
oapacity could make them. The factis
these petly papors with their falschoods
kecn people out of the country, Their
recent aecounts of the terrible Apaches
and Gen, Crook's patient attempts to got
them buck on the reservation, where the
Inrge number of well.disposad  Apachoes
are doing so well, would lead us to  be-
lieve that Avizona is a dangerous land to
liva in.

Let us look at the facts. Two or throo
dozen drunken and badly-disposed In-
dinns—nalmost as bud  as some bad white
men—atdvised and influenced by bad
white men, left the resorvation s year
ago. They became outlaws and com-
mitted murders.  But it issafo to say that
at loast nine out of ten of the Iurid and
gory stories about the recent Apache ont-
rages were fabricntions. The sensational
telograph must be fed by that wonderful
novehst, the ‘“special  vress  agent,’
What if it is not truet Why, at the
worst it will only have to be contra.
dicted. And that will make more news!

But without stopping tosay more ahout
this, let us look at the closing campaign
with which the sensitive press of the
Arizona border is finding fault. A man
who has done as much for the border, to
say nothing of his great record in the
eivil war, is entitled to now and then
have the truth told about him. Briefly,
then, nbout the end of this last campaign
the fagltives from the Indian reseryvation,
who were over the linein Mexico, sent
word to Gen, Crook, who was close on
their trail, that they wanted to see him
undd talk about terms of surerendee, It
was a dangerous thing.  The murder ot
Gon. Canby by ('-.'!PI. Jack and sinmalar
records are not forcotten.  Dut what
better could be done?  Spend your life
in lava-beds, as Gen, Crook has; hunting
Indinns, and von will be slow to wish for
renegade Indians to come down from in-
nceessible heights and fight you fairly on
the plains.

When only two oflicers, some scouls,
and some friendly Iudians, this old sol-
dier, certain that death was not far oflf
and might meet him any instant, went,
like Canby and Meacham, ealmly, in the
midst of these murders down there be-
{nml the Mexican line, and received

1eir promise of surrender.

Having accomplished this Gen, Crook
had the Indinns pack up and follow on
after him, while he rode on ahead and
from Fort Bowic telographed to the gov-
ernment the glad news that the Indians
had surrendeced to him in Mexico and
were now coming in to return to the res-
ervation, DBut at the Mexican line the
Indians halted and refused to come on,
They eamped there and that night left
the cnmp. Whyt I will tell you why.
A white man  furnished them drink, for
Mexicun m.nn-f'. with which to glad-
dened his menn heart; and then he rend
them the Arizona papers stating that they
would all be hung.

So youn see it is the newspaper men,
and not Gen. Crook, who is to blame be-
cause the Indians are not again on the
reservation. These papers have persist.
ently insisted that the Indians would and
should be hung. 'The rencgade whites
can read, if the Indians ocan unot. The
many papers that announeed the sur-
render had long and bleody editions do-
claving that no Gen. Crook, the governor
of the territory, not even the anrmy of
the United States, could save these In-
dians from the rope, but that the last
one should and would be hung, And
80 Uitlzen Lo, sipping his coflee as he sat
in his red blunket safe on the Mexican
side, read these enterprising  papors.
Lhen he laid them quietly down, after ho
had his breakfust, in the Ilangunge of
Arizonn, to “get up and dust,”’

I take the responsibility of saying that
if these smne papers that have been try-
ing to insuit this noblest of all our officers
had attended to their own business and
let him attend to his, the Indian war in
Arizonn would have been over long ngo
and the savaees safe back on the resorva-
tion, And perhaps 1 ought to add that 1
alone am responsible for the assertion.
