MHR. WALLIN'S ALIMONY.

Makes Speeches to a Mirror and
Does Not Know Miss Palms
by sight,

A recent specinl from Detroit to the
Philadelphin Press, u:i's: Senator Jones,
it 1s generally believed by the peeple of
this country, is insune, No one speaks
to him; he is completely ostracised by
Aneiot 'Y of ull kinds, avoided and deprived
of wll human sympathy. Even the Catho-
lio churon and its priests have deserted
him, although he is & member of that
soct. His state repudintes him.  ‘The
United States senate has elimipated his
name from all connmittecs, and has prac-
tically closed its doors against him. He
isa man without a country, without &
home, without a friend, and his ease is
the most despioable in some respeots.

Scnator Jones' rooms are on the parlor
floor of the Russell house, the best suite
in tue hotel. Here he enters, throws

nm‘n the blinds and windows, siations
himsolf in front of & large mirror, which
he imnagines to be the senate chamber,
and mnakes long, vigorous and lusty
spreches, while people gather on the
walk below to witness the strange spec-
tacla. His self-vanity is boundless; he
struts up and down before the glass in a
pompons manner, ma ing sweeping ges.
tiures  and oratoricak (lourishes, He
drosses like a dandy, walks a half dozen
times per day ap and down Jefferson
avenue in front of the Palms mansion,
muintaining this form of silent perscou-
tion with unvarying regularity.

Heo does not know Miss Palms by sight,
He has pussed her twenty times on the
strect without recognizing her. Often
on such ocensions his hag glared st her
squarely without showing the Jeast visibin
Hi‘lnj-h-mn of recognition.  ‘This  eon-
clusivaly demonstrates the fact which
has beon prosented to him by the friends
of the lady, without sparing whatever
profanity there exists in the langunge,
that he has only a besotted adenl in his
mind which Mis« Palmis no more resem-
bles than in the man i the moon. Tiis
ideal 15 the puinting of Charlotte Corday
in the Coreoran  Art Gallery. Miss
Palms 18 & charming young lady,
probably superior in personal chiaene-
terigtios to such an ideal, but possessing
little of the facial beauty depicted in the
painting.

In order to show why the sonntor does
not know Miss Palims by sight, it is
necessary to relate correctly some facts
whieli have heretofore boen put boefore
the public in a garbld, hesrsay form,
Senntor Jones and the Palms family are
Catholies. In the winter of 1888 Miss
P'alms was visiting at the honse of Mrs,
Sands, in Washington, who formerly
lived in  Detroit.  Mrs. Sands is o
Catholie, and st her residence it was
customaury for leading soclety people of
thit seet to congregite, At one of these

atherings Senator Jones easaally moet
liss Palms. Ho was merely presented
to the young lady and no conservation
ensued. During the following summer
Senator Jones stopped at 1%1- Devon
Houso in Newport. At the same hotel
ex-Mayor W. G, Tompson, of Detroit,
wis ulso n guest, The gentlomen were
introduced, and in the conyse of somo
desultory conversation Mr. Thompson,
who naturally presumed that a United
States senator was deserving of  the
courtesy, invited the Everglade rvepre.
seantative to eall upon him if heshould
chance to pnss through Dotroit,  Mrs.
Thompson, nee Miss Campau, is adouble
cousin of Miss Palms, by a double mar-
ringe in the Palms and Campan families,

In the full of the same year Scenator
Jones passed through Detroit and was in-
vited to o dinner party at Thompsons,
where he again was presented to Miss
Palms, but no particular conversation
was earried on between them. The nexc
duy he called on the young lady, pro-
wsed marringe and  was indignantly re-
veted.  All of this occurred so long ngo
that the facial fentures of the lady have
completely escaped from the senator's
mental imagery, if ever he had any.

Up to Iast June the senator made sev-
eral visits to this city, He was invited
by the sister superior to deliver an ad-
dress for the benefit of the Charity Or-
phun nsylum, and on his way home after
the Chieago convention made the ad-
dress, He stopped here on several oc-
easions, continuing a severe persccution
of the youngr lady at all times. He wrote
to her duily after his rejection the most
endearing lettors, which were placed in
an enyelope and remailed to him. When
in Washington he sent to her reams of
his  speeches, and all nuws]mrl!r
articles about him, either good, bad
or indifferent, ull of which
were returned o him by express. When
in Detroit he sent flowers to her daily
which were returned (o him by the mes-
senger, Laust Juno he arrived here and
registered at the Russoll house, where ho
has been the hotel’s best customer ever
since—so good u customer that naturally
the proprietors oppose any move to have
him taken away. From the moment of
his last arrival his presents of {lowers,
delugo of letters, and walks in front of
the Palms mansion were kept up with
wonderful perseverance. Finally, the
frienas of the lady devised a scheme to
suppress some of the persecution. At
their ndviee Miss Palms drew lher pen
through her name on the letters and
pocknges, inserted his own and sent
them to the hotel. After geveral doses of
such treatment and cowed by the merci-
less nidicule at the Russell house he
censed sonding missives and flowers and
ever since has coutented himself with
walks past her door,

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LET LAND ROBBERS BEWARE

Summary of the Resulta of the New York
Herald's Tnvestigation.

The Dury of Congress—Plunderers ol
the Pablic Domalo 8hould be Smit-
ton by the Sword of Jus-
tice—Frandas of the
Oattle Rings,

[Correapandence of the N. ¥. Herald,)

Osana, Neb , April 20, 1836, —During
the past year the sales, enlries and selec:
tions of public land under the varions
acts of congress embracod 20,113,063
acres, a decrease when compared with
the year previous of 6,635,050 acres. Of
this enormous arona ‘of territory no less
than 4,755,006 neres were enterad under
the timber culture act, and 149,801 neres
were taken up throngh the legal machin-
ery of the Desert Lands uot

DEFRAUDING THE PUBLIC.

When your correspondent makes the
statemont that tiiree-fourths of the tim-
ber culture entries have proved to be
either illagal or positively fraudulent,
and that a large portion of the lands
taken up as desert incapable of raising a
crop without artificial irvigation is really
the reverse, facts have not boen exaggoer-
ated; mdeed, the whole story has not
beon told. The land taken under the
preemption  law amounted to 2,811,206
weres, and the total of the three above
mentioned classes reaches the large ag-
grogate of 7,965,602 acres,

There were taken lust year, under the
homestend law, 7,414,838 acres. How
muny of the entries were fraudulent your
correspondent is not prepared to state;
but, according to his observations, a con-
sideruble portion of the lands so entered
passed under the control of entry men
who do not intend to ruliil the terms of
thelaw or to act in accordunce wilth its
spirit.

WIHERE LOW CUNNING COMES 1N,

The ordoers issued by the present gen.
eral land commissioner have made the
robbers wary, and a far greater degree of
eaution will heneeforth be displayed than
in the past.

The homestead [nw should remain on
the statute books, but there should be
added an amendiment which would put
anend to frand and compel the entry
man to be taithfal,

No uvntry should be confirmed and a
putent issued until the principal and his
witnesses have been examined under oath
by a specinl representative of the gen-
eral land office. A special agent of the
same department should secretly visit
ench entry location at least once n the
course of the number of years the entry
man is legally required to reside thereon.
In order to attain this last last mentioned
essentinl mensure the force of specinl
agents should be increased from the
present entirely inadequate number of
20 to 160 or more,

At the present time there are remain-
ing abont 200,000,000 acres of public land
for the use of the coming generations of
men. At the rate of disposil of the past
year only ten more yeurs of such reckless
and prodigal frittering away of the nu-
tion's domuin will be uum-ssnr_]' in order
to reach the end. During the last fiscal
veusr 20,118,668 acres were swept oll the
list of the free lands, The waste of a
people'’s birthright cannot long go on at
this fearful rate of expenditure,

NEW MEXICO.

In the territory of New Mexico there
should not only be a general oflicinl over-
bhauling of the entire land question, but
the personal acts of the governmeont ofli-
cers who have served during the past
twenty yeuwrs ought to be rigidly scruti-
nized.

The gigantic schemes for stealing the
public domain which in many instances
have been successfully carried out ure
closely allied to the star route iniguities,
both as regards men and localities.
While Dorsey was perfecting his details
for making a financial strike through the
muil contracts on the star routes he was
also laying out pipes und locating
lines to windward to secure one of the
finest truets of land for stock raising pur-

oses in the limits of the United Stutes,
rlu now holds 500,000 acres through the
improper workings of the land laws.

here should be some relief from the
present system of surveying and arrang-
ing the sections and townships, In a re-
gion where a whole county may be con-
trolled by those who hold the banks of a
river containing the county's watler sup-
ply a few bold operators should not be
atlowed to lezally monopolize a thin belt
of frontagge whereby thousands of acres
in the rear are cut off from the precious
life-giving fluid, Water fronts in New
Mexico should be treated as is the shore
line of the ocean and its bays and estun-
ries—all persons should huve the right to
avail themselves of the aqueous supply.
The bulk of the desieable lands in the
tarritory are already seized and are held
by the wild retainers of the cattle compa-
nies,

The entries of homesteads and pre-emp-
tions, by which the great ranches were
created, should be serutinized, and all
such as fail to attain the legal stundard
shonld be cancelled, 1f this were done
nine-tenths of the New Mexican lands
would be thrown back into the public do-
main,

wtle list.,”  Time will demongtrate how
these  public gentlemen will conduct
themselves in event of the subjeet being
considered in the national legislature.

A portion of Nebraska, ns has been
shown, s honey-combed with rolten
entries: in Dakota immense estates like
the Steele principality and the Dalvymple
dukedom have been ereated out of illegal
absorptions of Unele Samuel’s territory,
whild the story of the grabbing in
Minnesotn, whereby thonsands of acres
of land have heen stripped of timbor
through the in:-'-ll‘uim'hlll“]l_}‘ of perjured
pre-cmption and homestead entries 15
alrendy o hackneyed one. The rogues
being intelleetnally eleverer in Dakoia
and Minnesotn than elsewhere within
the circle of land pilfering, the outery
against corrective measures may be ex-
pected to assume a higher standard of
vituperative capacity.

A considerable quantity of illegilly
obtuined land isheld by castern investors
who will in a proportion of instunoes
join in the clnmor against investigation
and corrcetion.  Financinl institutions
in Now England towns and eities holdimg
mortgages on land whose title would be
overthrown an the event of a searching
serutiny of its validity are by no means
uncomimon, while many private investors
have stuked good dollars on the frail
foundation erectod by false swearing at
the expense of the governmoent, Let
congress swoop down on the three laws
which most favor fraud ana repeal them
promptly. The clamor which will go
up in Nebraskn may be ear-splitting, but
it will not come from houest settlers,

Already in Dakota there is o gang of
speculators sitting with their valture eyes
gloating on the fat territory of the Sioux
reservation, which may soon, and it may
also be said very properly, be thrown
out to the publie for settlement. An im-
mense quantity of rich, arable land will
thus ba ut the feet of the gang of plun-
derers, unless the vigilance of the land
office interferes and puts on the brakes.
The reservation if made public should
be religiously guarded for the entries of
actual settlers. It is to be hoped that
Sparks, the boomer’s bete noire and the
land robber's Damoclean sword, will
keep his weather optie keenly fixed on
thiy probable nddition to the rapidly dis-
appearing lands of the people,

CONGRESE SITOULD WAKE U,

In the large 'majority of instances the
land stealing éarried on in the past has
swept like a eyelone over all of the desir-
nble locations of the public domuin, so
that but comparatively little remains ot
the better kind, of agricultural soil. Itis
also unfortunately, true that the grip of

Unless
the robbery of the public Innds by grasp-
i“(‘f corporations and unserupulous indi-
viduanls is prevented by the speedy adop-
tion of stern, repressive measures, the
ancient assertion tlat Uncle Sam is rich
enough to give all a farm will be relega-
ted nmong the shades of the numerous
other "hxhll and unconvincing" myths
which are consigned to the limbo of ob-
livion in the course of the progress of

time,
