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“SUFFER LITTLE CHILDREN”

Orphans Who Get More Vermin, Dirt and
8tripes Than Food.

THE HIGH NOON WEDDING.

Last Night's Open Alr Concert—-Dolngs
In Lourt Personal and Pithy
'ointers  From in and
Abont the Blafs,

Further Startling Charges,

“What docs the Beg moean by pitching

into the Home of the Friendless* That
query s a natural one, as the Bee is
known to generoualy support all ehar
itable enterprises which it deems worthy
of publie support, and gladiy stands by
all honest efforts to make young and old,
little and big, happier and better, The
BEE is not pitching into the Home, and
has no malico nor spite against the man-
ager. The esll for an investigation, and
the statements made by different wit-
nesses in regard to the manngement of
the Home, did not emanate in the Beg
office.  As a news gatherer and news-
givor it felt it to be simple duty to inform
the publie just what it conkd learn about
an institution which has time and again
Inid elaims in its eolumns to urge the
Imhliv to support it. The Ber has no
ight to make against such an institution
if it is properly conducted, and has no
tight to make against My, Lemen if he
woves to be the proper person to maninge
t. It does not propose, however, to gloss
over faets to please anybody, nor does it
propose to choke into silence the com-
plaints made by appareutly competent
nnd responsible witnesses,

As a matter of fact, Mr, Lemen has
been more or less o patron of the Bee
oflice ever since the BEg located an oflice
in Council Blutts, and  personally the re-
lationship _has  been  courteous  and
friendly. Within a short time the Ber
man refused to visit the Home for the
mrpose of giving it a pukd write-up, so-
icited by the manager of the Home, and
the reports of it afluirs becoming so
many and damaging, 1t could not. as a
funthful chronicler ™ of Council Blufls
ovents, do otherwise than acquaint its
rewders with such information as its
mueans of gathering afforded.

Mrs. E. R. Kinsey, wno was recently a
mutron at the home, and who is said to
have some valunble information on the
subjeet, writes a letter to a lady friend in
this eity, setting forth her experience in
the home, and urging the people here to
take some action to have the abuses
remedied,  As portions of her letters are
coneerning personal matters, and others
expressive merely of her own feeling, tho
BEg gives ite readers only such portions
of it as recite facts which fell under her
observation while she was connected
with the work. She says that she first

met Mr. Lemen  at the  Baptist
state convention  at  Des Moines
two years ago. He glowingly pic-
tured the home to her and its work. She
had lost her husband and had four ittle
chilaren dependent upon her. Her

health was poor, and she had lost what
money she had by the failure of & bank.
Mr, Lemen told her that the institution
wus wholly dependent on God and faith
in him for daily food and eclothing. He
represented that there was a kindergar-
ten and excellent school in eonuection
with the home, and 1n view of all these
representations she concluded to let her
children go und try it until she could get
well 8o as to take them and do for them
herself. ‘'Late in December 1 went to
Council Blufls to spend the holidays with
the children and see for myself. 1 found
a terrible state of things. The school
brokeu up, the matron on the war path
with  the manager and the then
twenty-six children suffering from neg-
lecting ways too sickening too relate.

“The manager explained that all this
wis due tothe assistant managerand to
the matron, wio had let these negleets
arise while he wasaway. Hesaid he was
going to move to the home himself and
take personul charvgeof it. I took my
little two-yeur old babe in my lap and
lice were cresping thick over her head.
My oldest litde boy got behind my chair
and almost his first words to me were:
‘Mumma, when you go away from here
wont you take mey' "’

The cnuse of this condition of nifuirs
being satisfactorily explained, and the
manager setting forth in glowing words
his purposes and aime and the reforms
he would institute, together with
urgent requests that she should remain
and serve ns matron, she concluded to
do so. *‘His plan seemed good and his
aim a noble one. My heart went out in
sympithy for the dear Jittle ehilidren
there, and [ consented to aet as mutron,
They were covered with vermin both of
head and body."" She went at the task
of eleaning them up, and svon had them
in n better condition.  *In a few days
every child was contented and happy
aside from suffering from the tyrannieal
influonce of the manager whose acts 1
did not approve, 1 concluded, however,
to make it alife work, deciding that 1
was willing that my ehildren should sutloy
some deprivation in order to build up
such an nstitution, 1 ordered my house-
hiwld goods sent there and 1 united my
lot with that of the friendless little ones.™

On the 1st doy of March, 1885, my httle
Irene died, without a moment's warning,
I found it unpleasant getting nlong with
the munager and family, and finally con-
cluded 1 could do better work for the
Home by visiting different parts of the
state and muking known its objects and
needs, thereby awakening greater inter-
est and sympathy for it. 1 left my chil-
dren there quite contented.  As my little
one was thoe first to die at the Home, 1
folt it wmy dutyto 1ift the debt of the
m'mvtl'l'i{ lot. r. Lemen told me he
only had thirty days 1o pay for it in,
The first money | took in  (which was the

woceeds of a fostival given nt Somerset
a.,) 1 sent hnm $25 10 pay on the lot,
next sent him £10 more L!I‘ the same pur-
nose.  That was o June, 1885, and the
lot is not paid for yvet,"

"1 was nhsent six months, sand all this
thue in communication with the man-
ager, who always reported my children
well and doing well. On my return to
the institation, however, my mother
blood boiled with indignation, I found
tilth, rags, vermin of head and body.
Hungry bugs by the Insuflicient,
poorly cooked food, O, 1 eannot give
details, only it was awful! 1 had believed
Alr. Lemen s singerely gospel man, with
a generous heart for sufforing  humanity.
Bat I found him to be high tempered and
cruel. My might-year-old Willie was just
a walking skeleton. A few more days
and he would have laid on the hill beside
little Irene, Persous who saw my boy
would say, ‘von should have “taken
your ehild “to  police  headquarters
and let them have seen him before bring-
ing him home  Mr. Lemen threatened
me i I went away and reported the con-
dition I found things in there, If 1 did
50 he would prosecute me. If 1 contin-
ued, however, u friend to the institution
he would befriend me.”

“He heat my doughter Mary so so-
verely that she could not kit down, and
when she showed her bruised hips to
some of the girls in the home he beat her
for doing s0."

Such sre the specifio charges gieaned
from & long letter from this lady who
acted in such intimate connection with
the nowe work that she onght to be able
0 know coucerning its management.

Other statements haye been made to
the HEk by persons living here, and by
persons whose statements on other mut-
tors al least would be taken without a
doubt, and they are to the same effeot.
Yesterday the BEe was put-in  posscssion

of a carefully written statement mniilv hy
one sgeh person, verifying in detail the
complaints given in the BEE the ny be-
fore, and saying that all the siatenionts
can ba substantinted by
evidonee. The numes of witnesses ate to
be placed in the hands of Lny competent
committee which will honestly cxamine
into the facts, This witness, after narrat-
g varions incldentsof neglect, of lack
of cleanliness, and of too sovere
mnishment, save: ““An enlightened pub-
ic will not pormit Mr. Lemen to plead
an excuse that he lacks means, No man
ie necessifatod to collect forty-five child.
ren and |ll-l'}h-lll:l.n\' doom  them  to
starvation rations  1f Mr. Leman really
Ineks means he should plaee the orphans
in good families, or hand them over to
the overseers of the Imur I'he attempted
lewtiness i9 the result of the system, the
close haddling together of so many of
both sexes. Under Mr. Lemen's fegimen,
as  developed st the  lome,  the
orphans  are  suffered  to be infested
with vermin so that the nits of the af-
flictive parasites are visible in the hair of
the orphans. A lady outside of the home,
secing the sad plight of the children, vol
unteered to comb their heads, This
humble service was continued almost
daily doring many weeks, but the Indy
reforred to declines any farther to wage
war upon lice if the orphans shall con-
tinne subjected to the render moerey of
Mr. Lemen, ™

Such are samples of the statements
made to the BEg, and it seems that they
ghiould not pass unnoticed. If they are
not founded on facts their falsity shounld
be declared by some impartinl commit-
tee. Atpresent they are boing made use
of, and it is on the strength of these and
similar elaims that arve being made that
an attempt has been mude to get the
bonrd of trustees, or the city pastors, or
some other body to examine these wit
nesses, and bring in a verdiet,  If these
things are true tﬁz- public should certainly
be so informed, and then, when called
upon, #& they are daily, to contribitte to
the support of the institution, they can do
g0 ntelligently.
