THE TICHEORNE CLAIMANT.
He Comes 16 1hs United States to Lece
ture an English Injustice,

Arthur Urton, “Sir Roger Charles
Donghty Tichbarne,” as he is known to
the people of Great Rritnin, who be
came famons in the suit in which he treied
to prove that he was the long lost son of
the Dowager Lady Tichborne and heir to
Tichborne honse, in the county of Sonith-
ampton, England, areived in New York
the other ‘_ru*‘. under the quivt cognonen
of “Mr. R Tichborne.” The legal von-
tost over his elaim ig one of the most cele
obrated cases fn  the history of the
English courts, - It involved the disposi-
tion of an extule said to be worth £24,000
ayenr, with & buronetey attached. The
original Sit Roger left home in 1852 be-

cainse {1} _nele  objected w0 his
marringe with the latter's  daughter
Kate. He wont to South Ameriea and

traveled about the country for two yoars
Then he heard that his apnele had diea
and that hisconsin was still teae to him,
and 5o in April, 1854, he embarked {rom
Rio in the ship della for home. The
ship and her erew were never henrd of
afterward. Lady Tichiborne, unwilliny
to belweve her son  lost, adverbiseg
throughont the world for hig discoveraml

and offered lurege rewnrds for news of
him. For 'welve yeuars thore woere no ro-
sults,  Then an enterprising nttorney  of

Wigga Wagea, Australin. sent word to
the dowager her son was niive and well,
and he wasinvited to meet hizold mother
in Pavis. The elaimnnt went thither by
wuy of England, making a seeret visit 1o
Tichborne house by the way At Paris
the old Indy made uffidavit that she re-
cogunized her gon.  Shortly after <he died,
The story of the pretender was that he
was rescued from the wrees of the Bella
with eight of the crew and earried to
Melborne, and that thereafter he  had
lived in the interior of Australin under the
name of Cnstro,

The defense, when the case came to
trial, brought evidence tending to show
that the elivmant was Arthur Orton, a
butcher, of Wapping, who was known to
have been in Waggrn Wagen about the
time the alleged discovery was made, The
court decided against the pretender,
Later he was convicted of pt-rl]ur_v and
sentenced to n long term of imprison-
ment, Ninee his release he has been lee-
turing on his cage in England, and he
visite this country to deliver addresses
on the same snbject,  He will go more
fully intothe details of what he ealls
“Enghsh injustice” than  his ticket-of-
leave would permit him in England.
