The Bogus Diploma-Maker in Court,

Now  York Special: 2D golin
Bnelianan, the tninnsg  manafaeturer of
hogns diplomas, who for muany yoeurs
prior to 1880  seattered  diplomas  of
griviuntion  from  imaginary  medieal
colleges ke leaves of valmmbrosa over
the ecountry, wixing fat both in person
and pocket from the grecuness of his
iupes, was in court here to-day, sup-
ported by a “daughter,” who is :\':\ni not
to be his dunghter at all, to answer the
complaint of a “wife," who he says is
not his wife at all.

After the Philudelphia newspapers ox-
posed his college ho was indicted, and
his trial fixed for August 12, in 1880, At
1 o'cloek that morning he took o ferry-

hoat for Comden, and, when the
boat wns in  mid-chaunel, uttered
“ loud cry and  leaped  over-
board. For a long time he was

supposed to have committed suicide, but
lLis bedy was not found uatil after a long
search the poliea found 1t in Canada.
Then it was a live body and was brought
back to Philadotphia, convieted and sen-
tenced to & term in prison, which ib
servod, Hiscompanion during his eareer
us cuptain, cook and seamnn, all of the
maedienl volloge ship, was a slender, light-
haired womnn, who was ealled his wife,
Yoesterday she had  the “doctor' hauled
intoconrt on a warrant eharging him with
failing to support her since 1880, The
case was eallod at 2:00 this afternoon, at
which time his dooghter and  connsel
mounted the little platform before Jus-
tice Welde, and the attorney prosented o
physiclan'’s certiticate, soiting forth that
the "“doctor ' was so ikl that his presence
in court could not be otherwise than very
dangzerous 1o him,
A CONSUMMATE ACTOR.

Lucie M. Buchanan was present with
her attorney, and  the latter resistod  his
opponent’s nlea for a postponemoent with
much vigor, asserting that the defendant
wis a consummate actor, and that this
linhility to paralysis was o fiction.

“Why, only yesterday," exclaimed the
Inwyer, “when my elient and I called at
Buchanan's house he was as lively and
chipper as a squirrel, paeed up and down
vapidly, and linnlly fell on s knees and
begged that some  kind of private settle-
ment might be made.”

Thersupon counsel for the defense
turned  dramatically to  Buchanan's
danghter and bade her go out and bring
that man before the court and let his
honor decide for himself whether he is fiv
to undergo examination.  Counsel even
offered to submit the point to any physi-
einn the court or the prosecution might
simmon,  Then for ten minntes the law-
yors wrangled over the oase, to the ovi-
dent enterininmaont of the justice nnd the
ollicers who erowdoed about the bhar
Finally, the attention of all was divertod
to a eurious procession oistering the room
Miss Buchanan led the way, carrying a
hige volume that lookoed like u scrap
book; beniond her came an aged, sympn-
thotie looking darkey; lenning on his
arm was a very short man with s broad
foeo and bald head, vory hke that of Col-
onel Robert T, Ingersoll, but the oxpros-
ston was melanecholy and subdued. This
wus the “doctor,” tHe'wore no eollur
probabily because he had no nesk; his
short, fut body was clad in a shirt and
count, and looss, dark trousers Uapped
about his lmbs, Behind him shsmbied
a tall pagnmatlin with a picratiesl mus-
tnche. be bhad nothing to do with the
cose, but he was distinet and pioturesque

It waus 1wo days before any search wis
Begun, and a week, as statind, before the
bhody was found, Meanwhile thery b
Loen a heavy faip, and any evidences of
nostrugele hnd been removaedld, It wis
belioved by everybody that  the drover
was Killed in the rowd and his body
hifted over the fence into the bushoes,  As
he was a man weighing 150 pounds, it
wis reasonable to forther believe thet it
took two men to lift the body over the
the fonee The dend man bhad been
robbwed of wateh and money.  His cloth-
ing wus considerably disurranged, and
i his right land he tightly c¢lutehed o
stick about the size of & broom bandle
and holf the length

Ihe deteotives aceepled the theory that
twao men were engaged in the affaie, and
it was natnral to suppose that they were
tramps.  Arrests werg made hiere and
there, but none of the suspeeted purtips
cold be located nnywhore o thie
seome of the worder on that day The
bushes under which the body was found
frinced one side of o field about ton nores
in extent and nsed  as a pasture. ‘This
fichil bolonged to o man  mmmed CUladre,
who lved oo mile away sl wis o mann-
Ficturer of well pumps.  He had two or
thiee tepnis oul gelling them on the road,
widd ut the time of the murder, ng was
afterward recalled, one of the drivers—a
muan named Gilboret, who was o strangeer
to the neighborhood —was at home un ae
count of one of his  Hovses Leing lnne,
Ilivs borse was turned  into the old pas-
Lt rest, and  two or three times dure-
2 the week Gilbert went to the field to
soes how the anbmad  was domg 1t was
finally remembered that he was there on
the day of the murder,

A boy thirteen years old named Robert
smith took ao deep interest in the murder
from the outset.,  While hesaid bat Littde,
hewas constantly thinking and planning.
e knew that the deteotives wore \\'ul‘t
ing on the theory that two men wore en:
wieed in the erime, beeause Lhe body hiad
been lfted over the fence, This was on
the theory that the murder had been
comnitted in the road, ‘T'he boy took the
sronnd that the killing hind been done in
the posture, although he was curvctul to
suy nothinge,  In this cise the body had
been drageed into the bushes. He eave-
fully inspeeted the ground and found siut-
isfactory evidence that this wae e fact.
He nlso disspvored a stone weighing tour
or live ponnds, which he believed to have
been the weapon with swhich' the blow
wis struck. Four or five rods away,
after o enveful senren, he found the spot
where the stone had been uprooted from
the ground, 11 he wis right, and he

firmly bhelieved he was, how came the
droverin the pasturey There were no
cattie in there for mspection, nor would

he wave the read to make n short cut to
Lis destination.

After days of cogitating the boy sud-
denly remembered that one of the pump-
maker's horses was in the pastare at t'm
time. Could that faot have drawn the
drover into the lot*  Without in the least
riving away the clue, the boy ascertained
that the horse was removed trom the pus-
ture on the day of the murder, entirely
rocovercd from his lameness and thut
Gilbert was the one who went after him,
It was a spirited animal, and the boy rea:
soncd that Gilbert had  had  trouble in
catching him and  the drover had gone
into the lot to render assistunce. 11 this
ronsoning was correct, Gilbert was the
murderer. Robert was the son of s poor
farmer, and he could work the ease no
further—that is, he could not Hoad out
Gilbert's antecedonts nor follow him
about the conntry to verify his suspicions,
The cnse rested here until the driver re
turned after s trip lasting four  weoks.
The boy at once becamae s shadow. Not
i breath of snspicion attached to Gilbert
excepl in the boy's mind, He talked
freely of the murder, and if his oxpressod
horror was not genuine it was s0 woll
counterfeited as to deceive everybody,
He armved iome on - Friday wight  On
Saturday he was busy at the pump fae
tory. Bright and early on Sunduy morn-
ing the boy was at tho pasture, hidden in
such u position that he could take 1 the
whole field, 1Te had an wdea that Galbert
would visit the plueo, and that he would
lenrn ﬁomelhiug new in the ease, though
he had no solid foundation for the idea,

At 3 o'elock in the aftornoon Gilbert
appeared,  He had not entered the field
from the highway, but had made a e
tour neross n picce of woods. Near the
centre of the lot was half an acre of
briay patch, with several dead logs and
stumps interspersod.  The driver walked
and acted like one who desired to esenpo
observation, and mude straight for this
patch.  He was hiddon from =ight for
ahout a quarlter of an hour, and ﬂu-u he
left the field by the ronte he had come,
Robirt was satisfied that bo han secured
u furthoer elue, but he did not invesngate
nntil Monday worning, after the man
had driven away with his lund, He
orossed and reerossed the pateh half s
dozen times, luoking for he knew not
what, but at length he began to examine
closely the stumps nund logs.  Inn hollow
stomp he found a lmll}’ of weods and
grass, and underneath this butl, wrapped
in paper, wis the evidenve to conviet the
murderer of the drover.

rateh and  pocket-hook, the latter con-
taining over 0 in mouey and many
PRDUES.

Thore was no doubt in the boy's mind
that Gilbert hnd entered the copse to ses
if the hidden articles wore all right,
There was evidenee sufficiont to warrant
the man's arrest, but the boy was detor-
mined to wait, He know what clues the
others were working on, and he was
afraid of bemg 1'idicnh'li. oeven when ho
had such positive proots.  As Gilbert had
not semoved the artieles, it was probable
that he would come sgain and the boy
dotermined to wait for a second visit,
The driver had started off to be gone
