“The symputhy of the paeking-lionse
men with the stikers, shown on the occa-
shon of the detachiing of the train there last
evoning, cotled for nnusal procantions, Men
il ears of the Fake Shore rowldl were in an

nemy s eonntry when they left their own
Rodultnster Marthn, who hns eontrol

Lake Shote procedencs over other voads dut-
ug the pending tronbile, It there isa

tromye undorenrrent of foeline among the om-

lnyes of the yads and paeking-liou<des and
e ontheeak wis feared ol day.  Byvery
witeh B8 gonrded by tidemen, and eaech
lovsmotive that enters the yands 8 londed
with heavily  arined men.  The packing-
Vaouse men come to the doors and’ windows
ol hoot and Jeer as the trains pass. A
shower ol stones and offal was thrown from
e Chicago Packing & Provision eompany's
lngghiter house ot the men on the Lake
cabioose that had been
halted alongside of it.  The vigters had  just
been set free for their dinoer hour, and
thousands gnthered nbout the spot. A Lot of
offal was  first thrown wd stenek one of the
three Pinkerton men who  were on the
caboose, This was greeted with yvells of de-
Haght by the moby, aomd was followed by a tor-
rent of stones, sticks and other missiles,
The lirst tpudse of the ritlemen was to raply
from their Winchesters, but they were res
strtalned by a deputy sherifand o by riot
was averted. The disturbinee wis ended by
the whistle blowing the 12:89% reeall, Then
the engine steamed back to the Lake Shore
round house, and the poliece and  detectives
took dinver,  Ofjeor Michael Hegley, of the
Town of Lake police, was stynek on the  face
with a fivieg elab and his jaw broken. A
Pinkerton moan npmed Johin Lyon. was  also
hurt, but ot sevionsly, Four of the rioters
have becn acrested by Pinkerton’s men, one
being shotin the leg, A St Panl train was
wrecked as it was being hnuled onto the Luke
Shore tnek, the switel being thrown when
the train was hall overand aliteliing 14 eurs,
Thisg was it the stock vards T of the Liake
Shore track, and a Baltimore & Ohio train
comiing along was wiso deriled.  This was
Tollowed by o Loke Shove stock train, which
was wrecked, making w ecomplete blockade of
he track,

At a gencral meeting to-night of the Chi-
cage switelnen to tuke netion reganling the
Litke Shors stelke, it was decided that o=
cinl nid wounld b given to the Luke Shore
wen, but the switehmen generally woull re-
main nentral and o strilke would be ovdered
o n pther roals,

OTHER DETAILS OF THIE DAY.

The usunl two car loads of inkerton
men arrived at Root stieet shortly  atter
seven this morning and business was  1m
medintely  stayted by the Luke Shore
oompany. Theentite Pinkerton fovee, with the
oxcoption of a dvzen wen, are now anned
with riflos and wgnard s sent oul with every
trndn and accompanies it to Coletown, While
there secims no hikelibood of any troinble
wronnd Chiengo to-day rwvl»l. #n-rlmpq, nt
the stoelovnrds, thore I8 consideruble anxiety
manitested on both slides as to the probable
tetion to bo tiken by the Like Shore switeh-
e at other points, _

Engine (45 escorted by thirty specinl polios-
men at 11 this moiming was sent into the
Block yvards, On arriving near the paeking
houses antense excitenent prevallal, Every
window of the packing houses was nwiled
with workmen who velled offensive epithots
ot the goards,  1Uowos feared there would be
troubie when the workmen winl to dinner,
A2 o'eloek the Lake Shore engine attaelied
to o tool ey and cabuose swas stoppisl behid
the  Chicngo  Packing and  Provision
company’s slanghter honse by u
triin of CArs in front. As
the paeking house whistles blew the signa
for the dlpney hour a crowd of ot least two
thonsand employes gathered in the vielnity,
The windows of the packing house, lune-
dintely beslde the train, were thronged with
workumien who becan to yell at the offieers
andd B o few moments the wildest excitement
prevailed. Some offnl was thrown from the
windows and strack one of the three PPinker-
ton men who were on top of the ear
This  wns  n  shenal for a shower
of stones and clibs which — were
thrown from the windows and roofs ol the
butldings,  Oficer Mike Begley was struck
on the fisw by one of the clubs and serlously
jured, ‘The Plukeron men ralsed  thely
rilles 1o shoot byt were resteained by o de-

I M. Kelly, until recently United States
pension agent at this point, was short in his
accounts to the government.  ‘Uhe romor had
been  current  several  days, but  last
night the Courler-Journal recelved a
dispateh from W ashington, saying
on the authority of Third Auditor Williams
that when Kelly was sugeeeded by Gen.
Buell, bere Febroary 15, the statvment of his
necounts showed acredit to the government of
51,000 in the New York sub-treasury, In-
quiry ot the subAreasury, however, revealsd
the  fnct  that  only six. dollnrs  was
there doe the government from the pension
oftiee here,  Kelly was notidied and General
Willlwms says he immedintely pald over the
S5L.000, fhus squaring his ‘accounts. Wil
Haws, without expiaining, salidl he thonght
Kelly had been decelved aud duped by those
he trusted.  Kelly states simply that Lh -
counts had been  exunined and found eor-
rect, aud he owes the government nothing.
