WHY WE HAVE CYCLONES.

They Must Inorease Kyery Year Until
We Phant rees,

Clhiteago Heralidl: In the selentific cols
umn of o Clhilongodanrnnl of Jaly 4 it
soom= that the wiiolé theory of eyelones
wis ¢luborared in'A couple of lines.  In
an article Tor the Justory of Chicamo (vol,
1. . O89), the writhy eilve the Irlﬁm\\:ng:
suggostion: “DBul Chilegeo his been sin-
gulurly fren from the dovastating oy-
clones that have col awnthe of ruin in all
the conterminons copntry, and the req
sonnblo solation ol the fyet seems o be
that the light, humid atmosphore of the
Inke absorbs the approncohing oyolone and
thissrminales it ll'll' foreo of @ eyelone
a4 the forea of dytpmite, reauires cepres
gion and compression to rodnee it Iu
this neceszarily brief allusion the two
great Tnctors of eyelones, simoons, norih
ors or other nervinl conyvulsions are stated
ngatively.  But in these marvolous oon
vitlsions all the postalates have to be ox
prressed inthat mnunee. In fact, to speak
Of the “Toree of neyvelone is almost to wse
a‘mistiomer, for i foree i€ not that of
propuision bt of exhyustion,

Take the winter of Texas, the "north.
or s oan example, The hot southern
sim for days :mulI duvs heats upon the
trecless platean of “El Llano Estaeado, "
ar the Stuked plaing, and ns an inevita-

Ialiy vt juencee the air beeonies oxeeod-
ingly raretied and expanded, This ex-

pansion continues until the superheated
vortion is met by 2 mass of cool atmos

phere, and then the nutpral offeet of cool-
ing creates & vacuom, which hintus s
filled by o enrrent of the cooling motor;
oxaetly on the samoe principle as that of
the eooling sea brecae, expluined ineyery
work on physical geography. Should
there be n very Inrge nron ol superheated
air, then the continuons condensation and
rushing m of the cold air mnkes the
“norther.” The same causes protduce the
ane results in both the eyelone on land
and the tornado at sen, and both are pre-
fueed by o rapidlv-falling thermomaeter
and burometer.  And the destroetion of
the forests of our northorn states is the pe-
easion of the eyelone,and nothing else. The
troes are nature's means of disseminating
moisture into the npper stratum, which,

by the cooler temperature of night, s re-
turned to the thivsty carth in the form of
dew, and the removal of the trees eanses
the nnmterrapted rocefaction of the air
ana the consequent eyelone.  Nebraska
used to be unenvinhiy distingiiished oy
the vielence and froquency of its wind-
starms,  How many of theseunplonsunt
visitations has that state had sinee the
comprehensive tree plinting that has
been carvicd on thorey It wounld spem
that that case nlone was =aflicient proof
for the suceessful demonstration of thia
axiowm, withont any purely scientific rea-
sons beme adduceed. But if any reader
has not been to Nebruskn, or has had no
opportunity to consult the statisties relus
tive to that state, tho eyvelone theory aid-
vaneaed is easily proved by visiting any
luree furnace,  Go thereand get the tive-
mun tw open the door of the furnace and
listen for the result; the deafening rowr
that ensues is the cold air vushing to tako
the place of the raveticd and super-heated
air, and is 2 eyelone on o small sente, and
it we cun imagine  one  lurnace
being sitnated imnfedintely behind  that
where the experiment is madoe and an-
ather behind that, and s0 on ad libitum,
then we have an' exuct representation
of the eyclone traversing the various
areas of the 5|l|1ul‘h.\:ltnn atmosphere,
until it arrives at a region where the
temperntore is normal, when it subsides,
The rotary motign of both the evelono
and the whitlwind i€ another proof of
the verity of thig argiment  The outer
odge, or cirenmfdrence, of both 1s the
first to be eooled! and #the center of the
rapidly ehilled maks of nir ascending im-
mrts to the whole: body its revolutions,
I'he motion of the eqavth on its axis has
been alloged to hiva gomoe influence on
the rotary motion, ‘but this has not yet
been satisfactorily damonstrated by our
scientitic men to be acesptod.

Antagonists of our theory have ad-
dueed the simoom as a contravention of
its being a scientifie fact, but however
comforting the apparent contradiction
muy be to the “‘robbor lumber barons, "
it is. in fact, no substantial allegation ad-
verse to the theory atall, The fact that
the simoom is an intensely hot sandstorny,
while the norther is a very cold wind,
negatives nothing for pyrology hasnot yet
demonstented how hot air ean be made;
and it 18 only needful thatone section
of atmosphere should be hotter than the
alr in its vicinity for the heated portion
to uscend and its loewtion to be sapplied
by the conler. And these simoomsalways
oceur on the deserts, where there is ab-
solutely no forestry.

Hence, as it i8 impossible to transplant
the lake—which has proved the safoty
valve for Chicago—to the cyclono-infosted
regions, the only means for their abroga-
tion and ultimute pl‘c\'llnliuu is toin-
mugurate an exiensive system  of tree-
plauting and  preservation, and then—
and.pot till then—will the terrible de-
vastation of the eyelone become a thing
of the past, Ltis the seme of stupidity
to mngine that any of the fundumental
inws-of nature ean be set at nanght with-
out the direct results following and  just
how any nation ean infer that the whole
configuration of a country ecun be
changed without a corresponding change
oceuring to the atmospherie eondition of
that eountry is hurd to  conceive., Trees
were placed on the earth for come other
purpose than to supply o lumber market,
and their indiseriminnte destruetion has
conclusively shown at least one purpose
that they were intended to serve—that of
equalizing the atmospherie temperature;
and therefore equalizing the wind and
rvain,

Apart from the disadvantages resulting
to agriculture in view of the disastrous
loss of life, it would seem the duty of our
eflete congress to tuke speedy and coer-
cive netion to prevent the abolition of
our forests and also to enconrage the
planting of troes; thereby the droughts
thut have made crops almost impossible
will be unknown, und these teriible at-
mospherie results—enllod eyelones—will
cense to be, simply because the eauses
that entled them into existence will cease
Lo b eauses,

Poisonous lee-Cream,

During the present season there haye
ocgurred two mstances of violent poison-
ing from ice-cream, ‘The symptoms were
those of Irritant .polsoning combined
with certain nery ¥ ellpets, such as diz-
ziness, double vision, " headaehe, groat
muscular weaknpess and sense of woard.
ness, ‘They nre wisply the same us
those appearing il phwkse-poisoning. In
hoth forms the milk appears to have un-
dergone some pecitline Change, probably
duoe to the work of o special mierobe.
Dr. Vaughan, of Ann Avbor, Mich,, has
investigated some checss that had pro-

duged polsoning,; and  from that as
well ws  from  the deadly ice
crenm of the Michignn casos this

year, he has succeedods in extracting s
crystalline poison, mot befors deseribed,
which produeed sipular, offeets upon ani-
muls npon which Le made experiments,
The symptoms were like those produced
by :u‘m!ufv. but the chewical examination
nﬁﬂwml thul substance wis nol  present,
The gallunt but economieal young man
has now a yahid objection Lo entering an
ice-orenm saloon, and this “'pointer” may
be of value to him. Ordinary putrificn-
tion does not develop this poison in
eheese, honee there must be some special
entiso at work in the Instances whese pol-
soning oecurs trom making use of it.
Fish und sausages sometimes produce
similar poisonous effcets. In these in-
stancos, also, there must be s peeuliar
oanss at work, and this i3 without doubt
somo form of microbe. Sowme epidemics
cuused In this way bave proved very
fatal. The only treatwent thus far
known is 1o eloar out the stomach and
digestive tract by the us¢ of prowpt und
thoroughly weting emvtics with purga
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tives; then support the strength with T Welled A
stimulants and nutrionts,

FARM BUILDINGS AS BANKS,
Dangera Involved in Keeping Money
and Other Valuablos In Conntry
Nonses,

Chioago Times: The murder lagt week
of o farmer and his wife near Janesville,
Wis, for the purpose of obtaining the
money howedod in their honse is only one
of severa]l hundreed =imilar orimoes that
have been committed i this country duar-
ing the padt fow yenrs. A month rarely
prsses that an account of the robibery of
sone farm-bhowse or  the murder of some

of 115 mmates i@ pot publishicd 1o this
paper. A prosperons or wedlthy farmor
who mukes a practice of Keoping Inrge
s of money or other valunbiles in s
hons l_'x-m-l:[,ll\ 1ets the fact e known
1o tha public He in fond
o sLting that he o= no  ¢on-
Gdonee  in banks,  dopositories,  or
other institutions designed for the safo
keeping of money,  He sdvertises to the

custodian of his own
vinlunbles, and that his house, ordinavily
lis bed ¢hhnmber, is the place where  hao
kit U, By so dlinng he invites
robbers and burglars, who rarvely hesitalo
to take e if it becomes noecessiry to do
s in order o secure booty or to prevent
bing cavtured, A house-brenker
ovdinarily enrrics a sot Of pueglar's tools
fnoone hand and o revolver in the other,
He has no more hesitancy  abont using
the listter than the former,

By the common lnw the honse of every
man in ity of country s declarod to bo
his “eastle)' As o rale, it does not re-
semble o custle in the matter of menns of
defense. 1t hons no massive walls  of
stong, Ao pondevons gates of iron, no
deep woat  fifed wiﬁ: watur, no bridge
that enn be drawn at night or n times
of danger, no protected place in which
armed sentinels ean stund, no alar-boll
for calling assistance, A farm housa
generally stands at gquite a distanes from
othor dwellings, It is not conatrueted
with a view of aflording security to lifo
and  property  against  robbers  or
asenssins, It is ordinurily bult of wood,
and bas numerous doors and windows
that are ensily opened from the outside,
I orarely evor contains a live and bhurgs

world that e

lar sn'nui’ vault or safe. It is not pro-
vidod with means for sunmoning  assists
ance,  No person is employed to watch

it while the membors of the family are
asleep, A dog may be kept for tne pur-
pose of giving an alarm in case strangers
approach in the night, but the chances
are that the ereature barks so often  and
on such slight provoeation that the in-
mates of the house, if they are sound
sleepers, nee wot aroused by its barking
in tmes of dianger,

Such o bilihing is not o fit depository
for valuubles of any kind,  1tis Hable to
be burned down, and can be easily on-
tered by uny one who has the oourage
and disposition to do so.  Asa rule, itis
senseless to offer resistance.  Supposing
that there are Hrearns i the hoase, tha
chances are that they eannot be efliectu-
ally wsod. Porsons who are aroused from
deep sleep by burglars are not in a oon-
dition to fire rilles and revolvers, They
will be duzed, while . their unweleomoe
visitors will be active and on the lookout,
A niotion ar n noise on the part of the
sleepers wiil be almost sure to bring the
burglars to theiv sildes, when the pistol,
dirk, or goe will be nsed,  The easces
of torluring persons in turm houses with
a view of making them  disclose where
money and other valuables are secreted,
are numerons,  In repeated  enses rob-
bers, after phindering o house und Lying
its inmates, have set it on fire with the
intention of dostroying all evidonee of
their erimes.  The mstances where the
inmutes of afarm house have been able
to defend themselves nenimste determined
burglurs, to shoot them. or to frighten
thewm nway, are excesldingly rare,

Every younr when  the thoe arvives for

starting  lires  in stoves outside the
Icitvll‘u-u we hear of large quantities of
bank

bills daposited in stovi-pipes qgg
ovens, bheing  destroved,  They “‘(l?
llI.'lf‘l'l} in these receptneles for safe ko#
g by some member of the family, who
negleeted to inform the others, or who at
the time of lighting  the fire forgot about
it.  The grain-bin and corn-erib aro
soinetimes nzed as depositories of the
money saved by tarmers, They ofton
soerve a useful purpose, but o onally
the money isdeyouted by farmanimals or
vermin, or is hauled off to market with
the grain,  The practhee of burying
monoy in_the collar or gurden or of
seereting it in some erevice heiween
the walls and plastering of the house i«
far wore coommon,  In some eases the
money is secroted 5o well that 1t is never
found by the person who hid it, or by his
relutives for whom it was saved, Sudden
death, mental derangement, or loss of
niomory iy prevent the treasures from

g found. In many old eountry
towns there ave legends aboul monoy

that was lost in this way. I esse a lire
oceurs in o dwelling, the money secreted
in it generally consumed,

Toat a farm-house is u very unsuituble
pliee for keeping monoy, and that its
presence there serves to nvite burglars,
mnst be ndmitted. 1t is by no means
strange that farmers have become suspie-
1wue of cross-ronds banks, that have little
or no eavital, whose directors nre irre-
sponsible, and whose aoffivials are of
questionable  integrity.  But there is
senrcoly a connty in the country that
does not contuin at loast ong relinble

bank. [horeis no considerable ciyy in
which there is not a bank that
enjoys the confldence ol the
business men  of  the community.

It is notconvenient for o man living
in the country to make deposits in this
bank personally, it costs hut o trifle to
send money to it by express Thy ox-
pross company is responsible, and banks
will forward receipts for money re-
eoivad by the express agents. Besides
the bunks thore nre now safe depositorics
e nesely all bnrge eities, where patrons
can ploce money, pupers sl other valu-
ables in private boxes of which they hold
the keys. U they do not afford  absolute
seourity, they furmsh the nearest ap-
pronch to it that human wisdom, skill,
and ingenuity ean suggest,
