WORK OF THFE COUNCIL.

The eity council at an adjourned  ses-
sion yosterduy transpeted  some  import-
ant business. The $50,000 of 5 per eent
sowar bonds ns voted by the people ‘were
at this meeting disposed of at par, a
Cloveland syndieate being the suceessful
bidder, The aeting mayor wus instructed
by the councii to close the contract of
aaleat onee, when the eash for construe-
tion work on the sewerage system will be
ready. The council at the same session
passed the street railway ordinance reg-
uluting these corporations, compelling
them to maintaio thewr tracks in repair
and making the companics responsible
for violations. One of the best oridi-
nances, however, that hus passed in a
good while, was the one Ja:t.-.-irll yestordoay
that regulates conch and haek fares to
and troin the grounds at state fair time,
I'his ordinanee preseribes that no more
than 25 cents shull be chavged for a fare,
and apy violution is punishable with o
line of $100.

ful, and the substitution of non-intoxicant
cooling drinks for those beverages isn
truly  scientitie and sanitary advance in

well us the eranium requires to be cov-

By means of combination and eoneen.

Itisan improvement
in economic methods of lnrge propor-
tions,  The experience of the world has
domonstrated this so conclusively that it
admits of no doubt, and n very little ve-
lection on the nature of the ccononne
functions of the railway will render it
clear to the reader.  Whon the general
pubilie and the press resist this tondeney,
or cry out in emlilish indignation becnnse
Mr. Vanderbilt bought the Woest Shore
railway in the interest of the New York
Centeal and Hudson River railway, they
are more foolish thun laboring wien who

outeanuy

buen

resist the  introduction of new and -
proved machinery. The latter have at
least the exeuse that changed methods

of proiuction often ocension the hitterost
distress, and  injure permanentiy some
fow luboving mon, and it s hoeed o ap-
precinte nopormanent advantage which
must be acquired hy severe present suf-
toring, ‘I'ho tmoulse to such great econ-
omies ns enn be secured by combination
is 50 strong as to be drresistible, It s
one of those forees which overwhelin
the man who puts themselves nguinst
thent, though they may be gaided and
dirocted, will one but put one’s self in
the steeam and move with it.

George Stephenson, in the very begin-
ning of railway construction, declired,
with wonderful insight into the nature of
railways, that there would never be com-
petition where combination was possible:
anil a few years later Mr. James slorri-
son, one of lngluind's wealthiest mwer-
chants, attempted to teach parliament
the same truthi, In vaing stock phrases
about free competition, the play of nat-
ural forces, and  the like, blinded moen,
Experience, however, at length demon-
strated it so conelusively that in 1872
even Mre, John Bright, extremest of ceon-
omie doctrinaires, no longer objeetod to
the establishment of o railway conmmis-
sion.  In ths country railways have
managed their own aflitirs so poorly that
they are now clumoring tor legislation
to protect themselves from one another.
When an English parhamentary eonnnis-
sion, aftor protracted inquiry, ahandon
an economie theory which kad long heen
one of the most chershed superstitions
of English thought, and declare that “no
mueans have yeot been devised by which
competition can be permanently main-
tained,” and when Amerienn railway
divectors renounce their most valued tra-
dition, and pronounce competition a fail-
ure In railway management, 1t is time to
aceapt the lesson long ngo taught by the
very nature of railways, and look fto
some other force than free competition
for delivernnce frem  the abuses of rail-
wiy power. The first eonelusion to be
borne in mind in o disenssion of remedios
is, then, this: the tendencey of railways
toward monopoly is in the long-run irre-
sistiblo.

The second obiservation of a general
nature upon which emphasismuost be Jaid
i8 this: competition in railways 15 not
only imuvossible, bt andesivable, It s
the proper business of each nation to de-
velop most  comuplotely all national re-
sottrees, and to promote the spivitual,
mental and physical welfure of the peo-
ple in the most eflicient manner,  In this
matter, as i others, daty knows no limit
save that of possibility, and whiatever
ean be done onght to be done, We, ns 0
people, must not tolerate such was of
power as attempts at railway competi-
tion involve. We should, on the con-
trary, endeavor to encourage the use of
the most improved economic methods,

Does it follow necessarily that railways
are to be owned and munsged by the
stute? No. Publie functions ure someo-
times delegated to bodies of eitizens, The
collection of taxes is a public affair, but
from time immemorial governments have
sold certain sources of revenue to private
partics and allowed these to collect the
taxes and derive whatever protit they
could from the operation. Whohas not
heard of the farmoers goneral in pre-reve-
lutionary France?

Messrs. Vanderbilt and Jowett, in their
letter to the Hepburn committee, very
properly took the ground that the con.
struction and wanngement of ralways
nro sn aflfuir of the state, and that us rol-
wity officials they were performing pub-
lie Tunctions which had been committed
to them.

There ave two, and only two, alterna
fives. We must regard our ratlways—
these modern highways—as o public un-
dervtaking managed by delegated author-
iy, and develop all the possibility of this
thought or we must pass over to 8 system
of state ownership apd control. The
prosent tendeney in the development of
American raiiways s to corect abuses
by recourse to the possibilities of dele-
satodd notion, Semething may be done
in this divection, and perhaps France is
the Innd which can teach us about these
possiuvilities, The wlea that railways nre
I-uhliv highways seemis to have actuated
cgislutors from the beginning of rail.
way construction in Franee, Railways
huve cousequently there been built ac
cording to a well defined plan; & porsis-
tent attompt has been made to subordin
ste tham to the publie interest by eareful
slate supervision, the evils of campeti-
tion have for the mwost part been avoided
and chiurters have beon s0 granted that
ul the axpiration of ninaty-nine  yoears all
ratlway property reverts to the state
without any compensation whatever,
while the right of parchase in the mean
time is reserved. Should we decide (o
andopt this ides in the United States, it
would be necossary to extend our sys-
tem of slate rallway commissions, snd
to supplement it by a national commis
sion, This wovement could then he tol-
lowed by the prepuration of a
earefully deawn federal and siate rail-
way map, gwving the loeation of actunl
and proposed rallways, so thas they
might form one harwonlous system, sup-

plewentieg all other highways. * *

At the beginning of the
the French mgrehant navy compn
14,487 suwiling vesadls, representing HiG,-
191 tons ut\LLl' manned by 76,408 sailors,
antd 845 steamers of 407 488 tons burden,
with 18,288 sailops.  Compared to those
for the vear 1878, these figures reprosent
adiminution of 608 in the number of
suiling vessels, while there has been an
increase of 307 in the auvmber of steam-
ers, with o total Inerense of nearly 30,000
tons, T'he const fisheries comprised nt
the beg mning of the year 9,000 vessels, of
which only  thisteen  wore stemmers,
470,000 fishormen and satlors, while the
doap-sea lisherigs eomprised 478 salling
vossols manned by 10,054 sallors.
