Wasimxaron, Sept. 25,—The burean of
agriculture is aetively engaged in devising
and putting in overation measures looking
to  the extirpation of  plearo-poeamonin.
Commissioner Colman says: “The people
must e erazy to think the department witl
perinit any of those cattle to be solld. We
have quarantined them, doubled our forces
Suturday, and are now going to send out
somne of the most expert veterinarinns woe
huve 80 as to stanp ont the disease at onee
and ao eyersthing the department legally
eando, Wedid not get through congress
the DL we attempted to pass on this subjeet,
so we oan only second the eiforts of stato
nuthoritles nud assist in carrying out stule
laws,  Under the existing law we can only
stump out the disease In o state with the per-
mission of the local anthorities, Sometimes
the governor of a state will not consent to
federal Interference, some can only second
our eflorts,™

The commissioner has drawn up and for-
worded to the governors of all states and
territories a series of rules and regulations
for cooperation between the Unlied Stafes
departinent of agricuiture and the authori-
tles of the several states and territories for
the suppression and  extirpatfon of conta-
lous pleuro-pneumonia, and it they recelve
the consent of the state authorities the bu-
rean will make a systemutie and determined
effort to stamp out the disesse by attneking
every inlected distriet.  The civenlar recites
the provisions of the law, laying particular
atress on the section which wakes lg requisite
for action by the departmoent to first seeure
the consent of the state authorities and then
Iny down the rules and regulations which
nre deemed necessary to ansure results com-
mensurate with the money ($106,000) nathor-
fzed to be expendod.

Quarantine restrictions, onee imposed. are
not to be removed by state authorities with-
out the consent of the proper officars of the
department of agriculiure, "The period of
a‘unruutlue will be nt least ||Im-l.g days,
dating from the removal of the lust diseased
anlmal from the herd,  Doring  this period
no anlmat will be allowed to enter the herd
or to leave it, and all animals in the herd
shall be carefnlly igolated from other cattle,
When possible, all infected herds are to be
held in quarantine and not allowed to leave
the lufectad Iprumlmw except for slaugliter,
1o this case, fresh animals may be addsd to
the herd at the owner’'s rvisk, but are to be
considerad  as  infected  animols, and
atibjedted to  the sane quarpnting  regii-
Intions as the other members of  the
herd,  Allanhioals alfected with contagious
plouro-puemmonin are to be slanglitered us
soon after their discovery as the necessary
mrangements can be made.  When diseased
anlmals are teported to the state authorities
they shall promptly take suoh steps ns they
desive to confivin the dingnosis, — Anlmals
found diseased are then to b aporadsed, ne-
cordipg to the provisions of the state low
and the proper oflicer of the bureau of woimal
Industey  (who will be designated by the
commissioner of ngriculturg) notied of the
appralsement. 10 this vepresentative of the
burean  of anbmal industry contrms the
dingnosts and approves the np{muwuu-ut.tllu
department of agcienlture will purchase the
disoased animals of the owner, and |m*' sueh
praportion of the appratsed yvalue as 15 pro-
vidil for compensation In such eases by the
faws of the state in which the animals
are located when they are condemned and
slnughtored by stute authority, All the nee-
essary disinfection will pe conducted by e-
ployes of the bureau of animal industey,
