Sherman on National Issues.

With Senator Sherman, Governor For-
aker and  Congressman MeKinley on the
stump in Ohjo, the republican eanse n
thut stute is certain to be well taken eare
of. Mr. Sherman made his first specch
in the campaign onTuesday evening, and
addressed himself wholly to the consider-
ation of national questions,  We pead
hardly say thut they were presedted with
thaut candor and ability which always
characterize the senator’'s public utter
ances and commend them to the atten-
tion of democrats as woll as republicuns

Tho speceh of Sonator Sherman is o
pregnant arraignment of the demoeratie
party for its canse regarding the trens-
ury surplus amd its false pretense m
claiming to be the friond of labor, He
painted out that while in the prosidential
campuign, with a view to influencing
sentiment in certain western stales, the
democrsts charged that the republican
ndministration had permitted the surplus
to secumulite L an unnecessary amonnt,
with consequent injury to the business
interests of the country and the well-
fare of the people, and  demanded
that  this  surplus should  be  re-
lensed ag soon a8 the demooratie adiin-
istration eame into power. ‘This pre-
tense of objection to the surplus was re-
pudiated, snd within the first yenr of the
ndminisieation the treasury reserve was
inerensed hy $50,000,000,  As to the claim
of the democratic party that it is the
friond of labor, Mr. Sherman assertoed,
“without reserve, doubt or gqualitiention,”
that it has never framed or andopted any
mensure of substantiol bonefit to working
men. The republican party hus placed
upon the statute books of the United
States every measure of vractieal utility
to the luboring men to be found there,
und is ready to adopt any practical mens-
ure thnt will tend to improve, elevite or
advance the eondition—moental, moral or
physioal—of the men who teil amnd labor
und thewr ehildron.”  The course of the
dumocrats in congress inimical to pen-
sion legislation was explained, and il was
said that “thronghout the racent gession
there was a manifest indisposition on the
part of the demoeratic majority of the
honse to grant any supplemontal legisla-

Ltion in nid of prensions to th
Union  soldiers.'” Regarding  the
silvar  question, Senntor Shermnn
said: *"The growing  disparity in

Miller, had
been plotting for the camuore of one of
the electors from Nebraska, and it s also
historie that o large bribe was offered 1o
one of the electors, General Striekland,
The eall of the legislature bhroke into the
plan of the plotters, and they found a will-
inee and reckless ool an Chareh Howe,
When the legislature convened at the capi-
tal,Chureh Howe led a protest whiclhmay
b found on pazes 6, Tand 8 of the Ne
braska House Journal of 1877 The fol-
lowing extract makes interesting rending

“1, Chnrveh Howe, a member of the legisla-
ture of Nebraska, now convened by proela-
mution of his excelleney, Governor Silas
Garber, for the purpose of eanvassing nml
declaring the result of the vote east an Ne-
braska for electors for president and wviee
prosident of the United States, heveby  enter
my solemn protest against such aet, denyving
that the governor has power tooeall this hoily
in special session for any sueh parpose, of
that this body hps any authority toeanvass
or deciare the result of sueh vote upon the
following gronnds:

First, This legislature now convened hay
ing been clected nnder what is known as the
old comstitution, has no power to act in the
prefises, the new constitution of the state
having been in foree sinee. November, 1575,

The second and third elauses deal with
tachnienl objections and are somewlint
lengthy., The coneluding of
this precious docimment are ns follows
“For the foregoing resasons | protest
against any canvass of the electoral yote
of the state by this body, and demand
that this, my protest, be entered upon
the journal.”” (Signed) Chureh Howe,
member of the legislature of Nebraska.

The democrats did not respond to the
call of the governor and there wis barely
wogquorum in the senadte, while there were
several to spare in the house of wiich
Howe was o member. The protest en-
tered by Howe was doubtless prepared
by the Vilden lawyers in Omala and
Howe hml the glory of being the sole
champion of San Tilden, The legisla-
ture ignored Church Howe, spread his
protest on its record and eanvassed the
electoral vote in spite of it.

When the legislnture convened in Jan-
uary, 1877, the presidentinl contest was
at ats height i Washington.  Chureh
Howe had changed places from the honsa
to the senate.  Early in the
resolution was introduesl expressing the
conviction on the part of the senate  that
Hayes and Wheeler having received o
majority of the eleetornl votes were en-
titled to their scats,  This resolution
gave rise ton very lively debate which
Insted two davs,  Choreh Howe askea to
