Heber
Newton, in his secmon “Labor’s View of
the Situation, ™ asserts that “*women work
on nn average for half the wages given
to men.” So much for general conclu-
vlusions; now for special illustrations

nnd aguin admitted that women nre bet
tor teachors ot the young than men, not
only beenuse they have natural qualifiea-
tions for the cwre of children, but be-
canse Lhis profession is about the best
and most honorable open to women, and
therefore attracts persons  of superior
ability. Yot the saluries paid to women
ronge in amount from one-half to two-
thirds those paid to men instrueting
clusses in the same grado. Thas the malae
principals of grammar schools in New
York receive from 32,250 to §5,000 per
annnm, the female prineipals from $1,200
Lo $1.700; the male assistants in the same
departments from $1,00% 1o $2,000, the fe-
male assistants from 573 to $1,1106; and
a similar mmequality exists in ail depart-
ments, In telegraphy we find a repeti-
tion of the same injustice. At the time
of the great strike of the telegraph opera-
tors two or three years ago, it wns asseri-
od that femnale operators, without regard
to efficiency, wera pald forty-five cents
for work for which male operators re-
ceived ninety eents,  In stenography and
type-writing, a proficient womun receives
fifteen dollurs a week, while n man gets
twenty dollars. Here again it is admitted
that women are superior to men, their
groater gquickness of Jperception and mo-
tion giving them obyions ndvantages, In
l‘\'[l-“w'ttill;;, women gettwenty five cents
per thousand ems, winle men receive
thirty-five cents.  In noreeent article on
the condition of women, which appenre
in the Albany Press it was asserted that,
“If paid aceording to the type they sct,
they would earn a8 much as men; they
are much quicker workers, their hands
are mora nimble and dextrous, and they
apply themselves more closely to the
work,"! Behind the counters of our
shops, even where women and men are
in similar subordinate positions, band-
linzg the same eclass of light goods, as
ribbons, laces, ote., where the man's
greater strengeth counts for nothing, and
the woman's superior knowledge of the
fabrics should connt for something, the
suleswoman is given only six dollars a
week while the salesman gets ten doliars,

It would seem useless to eite further
illustrations.  Those here named prove
the aftirmative of the proposition, that
women are diseriminated nganinst beenuse
they are women.

Mrs. Blake's contention is, that if a
woman gets less pay than a man for
doing similar work, that one fact is suf.
fiotent to prove that “woman is diserim.
inated agninst beeanse of sex, irrespective
of her efficiency as a Ianborer.” On the
conteary, thus very abatement of pay for
o speeifle quantity of work must be due
eitner to the fact that her work is less
profitable to her employer in the long
run thun the male labor, or else that
working women themselves, for their
own reasons, diseriminate aguainst so
many occupations as to leave their wage
smaller in those 1w which they resort,
If employers are animated by any other
motive than the desire to employ those
workers who will do the best work for
the least money, snch other motive, as
respects o cholce bhetween women and
men, is always a desire to help women,
It is ns natural for o man to desire to
help i woman, where he ecan, ns for a
woman todesire 10 be helpod by some
man, irrespoctive of the valuo of the
gorviee considered a8 a comnodity., 8o
far ns huwnn soviety is o success,
woman's work will neyer go into the
manrket 08 o commaodity at all, to be paid
for on competitive principles,  Every
gocial Inflnence lvlui}N to yender lor
earcer ns A wnge worker unprotitable,
A spcial instinet stronger than any human
judgment seoks to drive her, if nead b,
into the more natucal, possible, and
henlthful career.  This instinet finids ox-
pression in many ways

1. Except from motives of philan.
thropy, employers of any sensitivencess
are pained in the actof cmploying women
for wages. Their presence is a reminder
of mistortune and faluve,  Successful
men instinetively keep at a distance all
spectacies that menn failure and mis-
fortune.

2. Women mstinetively repel and de-
spise 0 man who will employ them only
at the competitive wage rate. It is un-
natural and hateful to them to be em-
ployed at !us% what they can earn and no
more. Their bearts yearn for favor,
love, affection, and they prize every little
proof of these, such as compliments, not
on the work they do, bat on guaulities that
help to identify them wnll the noun
workers, such ns their grace, delicate
hands, and tasteful dreas. Women eare
more for flattery than lor wages, and
hate most cordially the man who with-
holds their proper meed.  But gattery,
whiel is the proper wize of woman, 15
the most costly one & man can pay, and
onds, if he is single, in marringe or a
quarrel; if he is already married, in di-
voree or scandals. In either case the
cmployer may lose more on the work of
one woman than any prolit he would
dlevive from the work of a bhundred. In
soorvlaryships ann contidential occupa-
tions male labor 18 cheaper than fomale,
as steam as & motive power I8 cheaper
thitn gunpowder, boeause it involves less
danger of explosion,

8. Female clerks draw lower salaries
than male in all mereantile employments
where the buyers are women, especially
women of wealth, because such wowmen
prefer to buy from wen, and men ean
sell them more goods, A discrimination
In wages based on the fact that custom-
ers prefer male salesmen 15 one based on
pr not On SeX.

4 a8 to female eompositors.  Mr
Btorey, of Chicago, caused a foroe of
women to be preparcd to take the place
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of hisforee of men, He expended n
farge sum in their instruetion, and when
they were ready, displaneed his men in
favor of these girl graduntes,  They did
very well until the first ball dispersed
them. They not only must go to the danco
themsslyes, but must see that every
friend near enough to act as substitute
went also. They wore right, Social
conguest was far more important to
them than getting out p dmly paper.

As school teachers, women often
teach as well ns men, but their services
are less valuable than thase of men who
tench no better, because they must be
more frequently changed, owing to ex-
hauvstion by ill health, to marriage, or, if
marricd, to the indeliescy connreted with
their continuous service as teachers after
marringe. Hence they fuil to aequive
the efficieney that comes with long ex-
werience. When a bourd of education
ike thut of Chicago excludes married
women from teaching, that is a diserim-
ination aguinst them based not on sex
but on the public fasiidionsness which
ohjects to pregnunt and nursing women
ns teachers in publie schools.

Women themselves diseriminate
nrpinst so many employments that, in
the fow they prefer, tl:e supply is neces-
sarily in excess of the demand that ro-
mamns after considering the objections to
their employment, Enginecering, sailor-
ing, mining, and fishing are too Inborians
and duangerons, Out-of-door farming,
lumbering, building, blacksmithing are
too arduous. The Darber's trade, though
light, is decmed indelicate; the butcher's
or seavenger's is gross; the undertaker's
is gloomy. The raising of flowers and
birds, though both delieate and proflt-
able, is unsocinl.  So far as women avoid
trades that they might follow, from their
own desire to preserve the delicicy of
manner and l:al‘nl associated with wealth
and ease, and so far as they thereby in-
crease the supply of women for machineg-
sewing, toaching, aund eclerking, their
fallure to obtain as high wages as men
in the latter occupations is not dug to a
diserimmation of thoir employers aguinst
them on account of sex, bul to their own
diserimination against most of the oeci-
pations by which men live, and by whieh
women might live equally well if, as is
claimed, thorr powers are equal L
their diserimination ngainst these other
trades Is justified by the faet that their
powers are not ¢qual, then, lacking equaul
power, they naturally laek power to carn
equnl wnges.

Voman iz a eonstitutionnl invalid, to
the extant that the healthivst woman s
by nature untit for work one-siath of her
time, and nine-tenths of the women who
attempt wnindustrial earcer bhoar around
with 1‘;1 m the painful maladies inourred
in the uncqual stroggle, or fall early
vietims to the exhaustion induced by its
demands. Physiologieally, woman's
condition is essontinlly that which a
man’s would be if he sustained every
four weeks a drain_of one-fifth of his
total vital power. He might need more
wuges in this condition, but he could not
earn them.

Iu the present imperfoct industrial con-
dition of the world, a small proportion of
the female sex are unfortuately com-
pelled to live or dielnecordingly ns they
ean or ean not earn the means of hving,
They are ligo passengers who have
leaped overbourd in mid-ocean from a
sinking ship. FEverybody desires that
the rope thrown to them shall be the
longest possible, But the actual inade-
Uy l-} the rope that may be thrown to
them oan hardly be ealled a diserimina.
tion uguinst them on sccount of their
being overboard
