Politically he has been
all things to all parties. His record of
treachery in 1870 when he attempted to
prevent the canvass of Nebraska's elee-
toral vote for Hiyes and Wheeler should
forever bar him out of republicun coun-

John A, McShane, his opponent, is a
demoerat, and under ordinary cireums-
stances we should not expect republicans
to support him.

for them in the poor house. We huve
sivty-live ineurable insane huddled to-
gother in eramped and fithy guarters at
the poor farm.

The proposition in its present form
leayes no loophole for jobbery or frand.
The ground will be platted into ity lots
and sold at auection alter appraisement.
I"ans for the new huilding are now being
consideren by an able committoe of doe-
tors, Whichever may be selected, Doug-
las county will be able to boast of having
o beautiful, commodions and admivably
arranged structure for hospital purposes
withott having voted a single dollar of
additionnl taxation,

Every interest demnnds the constrie-
tion of the county hospital as rapidly ns
possible.  Our poor and sufferig need it,
our infirm and msane cannot be provided
for without it. Common decency and
the eall of ordinary humanity require it.

Thought to be Losing Ground,

There are indientions that Mr, Cleye-
iand is steadily losing  ground  with  his
party. While a little time ago evory-
thing pointed to his re-nomination in
1888, there have reeently been evideneoes
of revolt and of growing dissatisfaction
which must be reg as 1 serious
menaee 1o his chanees. These come also
from a section where he must have a
solid support in order to be successful
eithier in the nationnl convention or be-
fore the people. The Virginwn incident
continues to be taiked about, and what-
ever northern demoerats  may  think
about it, it has unquestionably made a
decided impression, not conlined to  Vir-
ginia, unfavorable to Mr. Cleveland, It
is nlso apparent that South Curolina is
no longer & unit for him.  His inaction
and apparent indifference respecting  the
enlamity at Charieston lost hiw thousands
of friends among a people who were as
ardently devoted to his political fortnnes
s Lhose of any other portion of the eoun-
try, and the displeasure i3 o lasting  one.
It was measurably expressed in the re-
cent bitter arcaignment of the president’s

policy by Congressman  ‘Tillman  of
South Carolinn, one of the ablest ol
most  influential  poiticians  in  the
South, which 8 reported to lhave
ereated a marked sensation in
that sectinon. arther evidences of the

growing displeasure come from Louis-
jnna and Texus., In the former state
Senator Fustis has long been a con-
apicuous opponent of the president, and
now it is belioved Senator Gibson has
wlso  antagonized  him. We  recently
noted the fact of an interview between
the latter senator and the peesident, in
which Gibson blunily eharged the ndmin-
istration with ineonsisteney in the pro-
posed action regarding federal officials
in Loniziana who were alleged to have
violated the eivil service order of the
president, In Washington the democratie
onthusinsm which preceded Cleveland’s
cleetion and was o marked in the early
part of his administration 18 no longer
found, and the balanee of feeling thero is
aecidedly against him. Ho keeps coldly
aloof from the people, and itis sai’ that
ne and hiz= eabinet aet, as it were by con-
cort, vo snub and repulse distriet inter-
ests, The so-called dewmoerats are the
most undemoeratio element of the popu-
lation, snd it I8 not uncommon to hear
them axpress the beliof, which with them
13 the equivalent of hoping, that the
next prosident will be a republican,

It is furthermore a somewhat signifi-
cant fuet, to which we have heretofore
referred, that many of the most earnest
fricods and supporters of Mr. Clevelnnd
in the presest congress failed of re-nom-
ination, tho reason therefor being mainly
if not sulely the active support they had
wiven his policy, A striking exnmuple is
the case of General Bragg, of Wiscousin,
whe proelaimed that he loved the presi-
dent “for the encmies he had made, ' and
others sre Floyd Kmg, of Louisiang,
Wallborn and ‘Throckmorton, of Texas,
Willis, of Kentucky, with a pumber of
otbvrs of less prominence. It is coun-
eodod that tho republicans will make
Largo gains in the next bouse, o they do
nut fueceed in carryving it, and old-fush-
ioned democrats eharge the responsibilivy
entirely to the poliey of the president
and his treatmont of the party, M.

thorr growth his eiuse is likely to become
hopeless long before the time for the as-
sombling of the next national demovratic
convention,

Favrmers and Prohibition,
There hus just been igsaed by the me-
ternal revenue department a statistieal
exhibat of the revenue  derived from the

manufacture of liquors and malt  bever-
ages, One remarkable feature of the

showlug is that in spite of prohibition in
several states that formerly licensed the
ligquor traflie, the income has increased,
which shows that prohibition has pro-
duced no material cffeet. The exhibit
mude iz, however, more interesting to
the farmers, whose produets have found
avery profitable market at home, while
fully a half of the manufuctured product
of the distilleries has gzone abrowd,  Last
yvear between iteen  and sixteen million
bushels of grain were consvmed in the
munufacture of nleohol and spivits. The
breweries have consuined as much more.
In other worids the farmers of the coun-
try have had o home market for more
than tnivty million bushels of grain and
every oar lowd of aleohol exported has
weunt five car loads of farm products
shipped ont of the country.

To wipe out this industry would de.
erease the seliing price of every bushel of
corn, wheat, ryeand barley. It would add
thirty millions of bushels of grain to our
surplas,  Farm products, owing Lo rail-
road extortions, are low enough now.
Do Nebraska farmers wish to eut thor
own throats by stild fufther deereusing
them? ' !

Tue cause of Henry ficorge - New
York will derive mo strength from the
Irish vote, although' he has bid  for sup:

douliless he favorable to Hewitt,  Not
only are the rsh opposed to socialism
as advoentid by Me.

A
strong  fecling lins consciquently  heen
aroused  against him among the Irish-

and doubtess with good efleet. It is not
at all unlikely, however, that the repub-
liean candidate will get a share, and per-
haps a considerable one, of this vote,
which on more than one oceasion has been
cast liberally in that direction.

Tre uncertninties of the congressional
ciumpaign_are great.  The democratic
majority in  the house 18 forty-three,
and  there  are  forty-four  distriets
in whiech the plurality of the presemt
congressmen was less than 900, Twenty-
four of these districts are represented by
democrata; one cach in California, Con-
nectient, Indiang, Kentuceky, Louisiana,
the Sixth  Massachusotts, New  York,
Pennsvivania, Tennessoe, Virginia and
West Virginia; two in Michigan; three
ench in lHhnois and lowa, nod dive in
Ohio. Twenty districts went ropublican
by less than 909 plurality,—one ench in
Connecticut, Llinvis, Kentueky, Michi-
gan, Nevadu, New Jersey, Ohio, Ten-
nessee and West Virginia; two each in
California, Iown, New York and Wis:
consin, aud theee o Indinna.,  In most
of these distreiets the plarality is much
less than 909, in many less than 400, while
the thivd party vote is often lurger than
the plurmity, so that the eall for sharp
lighting is pretty evonly distributed over
the conntry, and the result miguty uncor-
tain il after eleetion day,

Ten years ago, when the ropublican
party was on the vergo of disaster, anid
every clectoral vote enst for Hayes amd
Wheeler was nocded 1o retain the party
in power, Church Howe onterad into
8 conspirdaey  to  deliver  republican
Nebraska into tho hands of the enomy,
Thi= infamons plotis not & mere conjee
ture, The proof of it does not rest on
strmise or suspicion It b
pooh-poohed or brushod away by pro
nonneing it one of Rosewater's mallcious
campnign slanders,

Tha records of the legislature of which
Churel Howe wios o momber in 70575,
contain the indelible proofs of the troas
onable conspirney, and no deninl ean
stand against evidence furnished by hie
own pen. Briefly told, the history of this
plan to hand over the country to Tilden
and democracy is as follows:

In 1836 Nobraska electod  Silas A,
Steickland, Amasa Cobb and A, H,
Connor presidential electors by n vote of
1,010 08 ngainst a vole of 16,954 east for
the Tilden and Hendricks cloctors. After
the cleotion it was discovored that the
canvass of this vote could not take place
under the then existing law before the
lezislature convened,  'The electoril vote
had to be canvaszed in December
at the Intest, and  the reguiary
sion  of the legishature didd not begin
until January, In order to make
a legnl eanvass of the eicctoral returns,
Governor Garber called « speciul session
of the legislature to convene on the Gth of
Decembor, '36, at Lineoln, for the pur-
pose of ennvassing the electoral voto of
the «tate.  The demaeratic effort to eap-
tire republiean electoral votes is historie,
Tilden's friends, notably De. Miller, had
been plotting for the eanture of one of
the electors from Nebraska, and it 15 anlso
historie that a lurge bribe was offered to
one of the elactors, General Strickland,
The call of the legislature broke intothe
plan of the plotters, and they found a will-
ineg and reckless ool i Church Howe,
When the legislatare convened at the eapi-
tal, Church Howe Ned a protest which may
be found on vages 6, Tand 8 of the Ne-
braska Honse Journal of 1877, The fol-
lowing extract makes interesting roading:

*“1, Chinrgh Howe, o member of the legisia-
ture of Nebraskn, now convened by proela-
mation ol his excellency, Governor Silas
Garber, for the purpose of eanvassing and
declaring the result of the vote east in Ne-
braskn for electors for president and vice
president of the United States, hereby enter
my solemn protest against such net, denyinz
thot the governor has power to eail thas body
in specinl session  for any sueh purpose, or
that this body has any authority to eanvass
or declure the result of sueh vote upon the
following grounds:

First. This lesislature now eonvened hav-
ing been elected under what is known as the
old constitiution, has no power to act in tho
premises, the new constitution of the stato
having peen in foree sinee November, 18957

The second and third elauses deal with
technical objections and are somewhat
lengthy, The coneluding sentences  of
this precious document are as follows:
“For the foregoing ressons [ oprotest
against any eanvass of the electoral vote
of the state by » his body, and demand
that this, my protest, be entered upon
the journal.” (Signeay Church Howe,
member of the legislatnre of Nebraska.

The demoerats did not respond  to the
eall of the governor and there was burely
aquortm in the senate, while there were
several to spare in the house of which
Howe was a member. The protest en-
tered by Howe wus doubtless prepared
by the ‘lilden lawyers in Omaba and
Howe had the glory of being the sole
chumpion of San Tilden, The logmsla-
ture ignorsd Church Howe, spread his
protest on its record and eanvassed the
eleetoral vote in spite of it

W hen the logislature convenad in Jan-
uary, 1877, the presidential contest was
at 1ts height i Washington. Church
Howe hind shanged places from the houso
to the senate.  Early in the session, a
resolution was introdues! expressing the
conviction on the part of the senate that
Huyes and Wheeler having recoivell n
majority of tho electoral voles were en-
titled to their This resolution
gave rise Lo n very lively debale which
lasted two davs.  Chureh Howe askea to
be excused from voling when it first
caume up and was so excused,  On the
finul passage of the resolution the record
[ page 376, Senute Journal 1877,] shows
the following result:  Yeus—Ambrose,
Baird, Blanchard, Bryant, Culkins,
