Bhowing That Employes Were Kept
on the Pay Moll in Order to Have
Them Vote—Sapreme and
District Court Doings.

Frank Bustard, who has been bnkor at
the Nebraska Hospital for the Insane,
giathered together his implements of
pence nnd departed on Thursday from
the iostitution.  His  dismissal  was
mutual between himsolf and the superin-
tenduent, and onused  him st least no sur-
prise. He has neyer been & pet at the
institutiou, and when the doctor has eir-
culated petitions among the employes
endorsing  himsell and s moethods,
Frank Bustard hns not  affiaxed his signn-
ture. He know the management was n
froud and o disgrace and  he didn't hesi-
tute in expressing his bonest conyictions,
He was one of & very few of the em-
ploves who did not prostrate himself be-
fore the King and eonscquently he has
expeotod n disminaal long sineo, but from
the fact that he was an exceptionally
good buker, who hus worked month in
and out without the loss of an hour's
time, he was retained, evidently in the
hope that when winter eame that they
could apply a gag to him under threats

of  dismissal, nntd ns he Il
n large  family to support, make
him bend the pregnant hinges of the

kneo to the cuperintendent.  As Bustard
wis not of that character, he spoke of
the wrongs and mismanngement, public
or private, just as he saw fit, and when

the superintendent went to eall him to
account he wius more ready to go than
the institution was ready to part with
him. Mr. Bustard has made the follow-
ing aflidnvit, which hns been turned over
to the board of public lands and  buoild-
ings, nod itis most exoellent reading:

ponter and painter at the hospital huve been
recoiving thelr regular salury, and during
that thme have bullt themselves housgs and
buarns on thelr own  property out of siule
time; that 1 have seen the puinter carrying
off what 1 believe was the property ol tho
state, and asked bl he was going to eerry
ofl the paint €hop,  To the bestof my knowl-
odge aidd beliel Dr. Matthowson has Kept
the plusterer at the asylum for a week past
without any work thit he might bo present
on election duy. And turther, of my own
knowledge, [ know that the watron  and
the oarpenter nnd the puinter absent thein-
selves days at a thwe from their posts of duty.

An Interesting Choapter of History
From an Old Letter Book,

J

Tt apioears that Me. C. AL L. Lamar, of
Savannah, Ga., was the last distinguished
American slavedrader Some tnknown
correspondent of the November North
Ameriean Review rocently eame into nos-
gession of nn old leiter-book of  Mr
Lamar's, and hus made publio of it e
BNY5:

“Itwagmy fortune, during my sum-
mer's vaeation, to rescue from the ohlit
erating maw of a New England paper
mill, o lettorpress copybook, contnining
improssions ot a geries of remarkable lot-
ters, written by prominent ‘southern gen-
tleman' of ‘the days before the war'
Happening to glanee over the contents of
the book, I saw it had onee beon the
property of Mr.C.A Lamar, of Savannah,
G, o cousin, I believe, of Hon, L. Q,
C. Lamar, our present United States
seoratary ol tho interior. It mnst have
been  confiseated  during  ‘Shermaon’s
Maroh to the Sea,' and l.rma,-_*;ht north, It
fiell, 1T suppose, intounapprecintive hands,
or else 4 wonld have boon utihized beforoe
this time, amil not so  carclessly doomoed
to destruotion,

“In 1868, '60 and '60, Mr. C, A, L, La-
mar nchieved the peenline distinetion of
ndvoonting, in the most practieal way,
the reopening of the African slave tradoe,
His name will by speoially  remombeted
in conpection with the yaeht Wanderer,
witieh he fitted out for teaflie with the
barrncoons of the African seaconst—n
sort of commerce which had falien into
sieh negloet that the eivilized world  had
put upon it the brand of ‘piraey.'
