He hmagines that everything lie sees mov-
ing on wheels is an engine and never
furls to guestion tne drivers of wagons
und sireet ears he meets as to what sec-
tion they belong or some similar train-
man's query.  Mike was up on Saunders
street the othor day when  hiz path wis
crossed by a funeral procession, The
bluek hearse Jdmmediately assumed the
form of an engine to his vision and he
hailed the derver with the query What
section do you belong o' The solemn-—
visaged Jehu drew up his tenm when
Mike's eve enughtsight of the “silont pas-
sengor’' inside the bearso. lostantly he
turned upon the deiver with an oath and
the demand:  “What are you doing with
that box in the enb. Don't you know
that it belongs on the platform in frant of
the express curt  Hustle put and move it
back there.™

By this time the astonished driver
grasped tne situation and  drove on, us
Mike's attenton was attracted to another
engine that was coming from another di-
rvection.  T'his was o coal wagon, the
driver of which was *“'Skinny"' ']il‘l-lgt-l"
who at one time tired for Farrell, on the
west end run. Mike recognized his old
side partner, and elimbed onto the seat
and slapped Kreyggor on the shoulder with
the remar:
