Brookiyn Mogazine: Perhaps the most
thrilling gquarter of an hour in John
Howiard Paynoe's life was that when Jetiny
Lind sang UHome, Sweet Howe, ' to him.
The oveasion was the Jenny Ll eon-
cort in Washington, the night of Decom:-
ber 19th, 1950, The assembly wns, por-
haps, the most distinguished ever seen in
n concert rootn in this countrey. The im
monse Nationul ball, hastily constructed
for the oeccension on the ruins of the
burnea Nuationa! theater, was fod to
overflowing Among the notables pros-
ent and ocenpyimg front sents were Prosi.
dent Fillmore, Daniel Welister, Honry
Clay, Goneral Scott and Jolin Howard
Pavne, Jenny Lind opened with the
St Dive, ™ and followed  with the
“EFlute Song tin which her voiee contest-
cd rivalry for purity wmd sweetness with
aute in the ducty, then the famous
Chhed Song U and next on her progeamime
the “Grecting to Americn.’ All the
pieees were applanded apparently to the
full capaeity of aun enthusiastie nidience,
and Mr, Webster, who was in his most
renind afteradinner wood, emphasized
the plamdit by rising  from  his seat and
muking Jenny a profound bow, as if re-
sponding for the country to hop “Grooet-
ing.'* But when the “Swedish Niclt-
ingale’ answerad the encore by wening
in the divection of John Howard Payne
and giving “Home, Sweet Home," with
all the wonderful tenderness, purity and
shplicity fitting both the words amd air
to the immortal song, the differenee was
ut onee seen between the mechanieal ap-
planse enlled out by o display of fine
voonlization, and that clicited by the
“touch of natnre that makes the whole
world Km." Before the first Line of the
songe was completod  the audience was
fairly “oft its feet,” and  could senrcely
wiit for a pause to give exprossion toits
enthusinsm.  People ovdinarily of the
undeimonstrative sort elapped, stmpied,
and shomted as 0l they were  mad, and it
secmed s it there wonld be no end to
the uproar. Menntinue all ayes were
turnod upon Payne, a sunllsized, cle-
guntly-monlded, eray-hualved gentieman,
who blushed violently at finding himseld
the center of so many glances.

Don't attnel to your chinirs anid sofas
cushions, meaningless bows of ribbon
which te nothing,

Don’t ddress up your toilet tables in
muslin petticoats stilencd with erinoline
or eolored calico.

Don't seatter startling white “tidies"
about ehairs and =ofas us on =0 Bany
bushes, us il you were hanging out the
wiash to dry,

Ion't display on {mn- walls ¢hina
plotes and dishes,  They were noever
meant to go thore,  An exception may be
made now and then in favor of o picee of
tine color to help light up the room, or
where n delicate elima paintingis worthy
of careful exaumination.  But hang up or-
dinary domestie chinn! Don't.

Don't hang small pictures so that theire
beauty is lost to anyone under eisht feet
high. If a pleture is not seen from the
s position that the artist saw it wlen
he panted it the drawing will appear
foreshortencd and the general elleet con-
sequently falsiliod,

Don't hig any picture  in the home
which ins not the impress of clegance,
purity, and cheerfulness

Don't give plitee 1o representations of
corpavs, tortured saints, or anything oe-
casioning painful emotions.  Above oll,
huving such pigtures and not wanting
them down-stairs, don’t banish them to
the nursery, sehool-room, or bed-room.

Some things 1 would velegate to the
bod-roomw—out of the way somewhere
in locked drawers, for instunes. 1 mean
mementoes of seawoed wd deled ferns or
flowers, and wretehed daubs on chinn,
cunvis, or paper, tha erude eifores of
ig'mllhml moenibers of the fnnly., No true

over of the home beantiful  will intdiet
these on lis family and feiends and com-
pel them to vielate trath by pretending
to like thein,

Don't buy your earpet or your wall-
paper becttne it looks protty in the roll
wlhien you see it in the store. Buat think
of tha litness of each with it ulthnate
surroundings.  Remember that the enr-
pet is to be n baekground for your furnit
ure, and the wall-paper, unless it is to be
actunl docoration of the walls—is to be
werely o biekgronnd for your ploturas.

Don't st imto the homae beautiful any
pivee of furniture or imploment of every-
day hife which does not hon sty sorvo its
purpose—no lght, Himsy eheirs whieh an
phde botded man dure not st npon; no
pully, debihiated sofps, all wind and
sbrings; no burnished brassshectoa fire-
irons, bought only to be looked at, sod
give placo to the ugly little biack poker
and shovel when coal is to bs broken or
ashis nre to be removed,

Thove is no reason why an objoct should
not be uselul us woll ps ornumental.  In-
deed, there can by no beauty without
fitness.  Nature u\rr’s'\.\'lwru teaches us
tho compatibility of the highest utility
with the grentest besuty.

And so with beanty and truth,
iy b truth withont beauty; but thoere is
no beatty without troth.  Trath, beauty
and utility are the inseparable trinity of
the ideal home, Lot us then write them
upon the portils of the bouse ax the epi-
tome of all thut s most admivable in e
Vigion, in urt, and in every day life.

thing for u father and mother to realize
that their boy or girl is beyond eontrol,
and itisa still more diticult thing for
them to acknowledge it But whon they
do vealize i, and earpestly wish to do
whut is best eal wined to develop the in-
tractiable voungsidr into a helptul man
orwonian and a useful member of so-
cioty, then the problem secms niost vesu-
tiots amd  dulicult of solution. For the
woll-to-do and — progperous  there are
sehools where both boys aud giels may
be godded by the wisestane most diserect
.li-'mf\luw; meanwhile thoar minds are
developed. Many of those schools are pro-
sided over by persons of rare genius in
that particule line, and who hive, more-
over, devoted their lives to the one study
of trhng the youthfol mind, Besides
those sehools  where  book-study  and
obedience are all that is required there
aro many schools of teehnology, where
the hsods as well as the head are taught.,
The musses of the veople are not yot
eillpeated up to a full appreciation of
theiv benefits, but of their utility there
can be no doubr. The sons of rich men
are not wll born to follow the learnod
professions.  Many an incompetent Law-
yer, or doctor, or preacher, would have
made an execllont carpenter, or Livner,
or tinker, and would have been useful
and happy in the vocation for which
pature Itted him The homely adage
that “you cannot make a silken purse
out of a sow's enr” applivs well here,
Happily, the more farseeing prosperous
parents are growing more and more in
fuvor of techuleal eduention for their
boys and givls, mid the day may not be
far distant when the “edvoeated fool,''
with his head full of book-lore, but goaod
tor nothing under the sun, will be a rara
svis. However that may be, the mnlti-
tude of good schools of all sorts ¢leot-
ually aisposes of the question:  “What
shull we do with our boys o _d girls?
{ab least for the present)so fur as the well-
to-do father and mother are conesrned,
