Cable—Special to the Bek|—A Tew (o
gitives from Niee and Cannes are arrlving
here, The Riviera earthguakes have sent
forelgners scuttling, however, northward to
"'aris, Milan and Germany. Hardly any
Amerieans have thought it prudent to come
south. I drove to several favorite Ameriean
resorts here to-day but only found two who
were present when the earthquakes took
place. Among the number was Colonel T,
Ash, of Californla. a friend of Mr. John W,
Muckay, Ile had just arrived rrom Nice.

“It was a few minutes to 6, said he,
“when ©felt the first shock. 1 was in bed at
the tune, on the third toor, in a room of the
Hotel de Franee. 1 heard men and women

all around me. The sScreams secmed to be
hadf suppressed, as il those who gave utter-
ance to themn could not get their sound out
properly.  Then I heard people rushing out
of their rooms onto the landings. They
were  all  in thelr  nlght gowns, of
covirse. 1 did not  get  up, for we
Californians are somewhat  used  to
earthquakes, 1 turned ronnd on my side
nnd waited for, as itseemed to me, the best
part of a minute, till the house righted itself,
The vibration ceased but the commotion wns
s0 great that it literally made me sick, The
shoek was far greater than any 1 L pre-
viously known even at San Franclseo in 155,
whers an earthguake occurred as I was play-
ing billiards fna hotel one day with Colonel
Floyd. 1 lay still and watched my feld
glasses [ull down, but I was not hurt. When
I went oul 1 saw erowds ot people

bathing machines, 1 came on to Genevn the
next day with a lady and some  gentleman
from Columbla,  We were almost the only
passencers, At the station | saw the Prin-
eess Coloma and  Colonel Hunterford, with
whom, afew days before, [ had been pelting
the carnival folk with econfecti.

Roswe, Feb, 2, —Cardinal Jacobind died at
10 o' elock this morning

Jdacobinl, His Eminenea Ludovieo, cavdi-
nal priest of the Roman Catholle elinreh,

wis  born in Albano, May 6, IS8, In
N2 lus IX, made him prelatl domesticl
and made one of the referendaries of the

segnatinm.  Soon after he was muule seecre-
tary of that section of the congrezation ds
Propaganda Flde which Is eharged with the
specinl supervision of the alfairs of the east-
ern chiurchis, He was subsequently appointed
ane of the “consultors” of the propazanda
and his partienlar duty was to exauine and
report upon the decrees anda ordinances of
provineial synods. In IM7T he was made a
member of the preparatory commission, who
were charged with examining und arranging
the business to be brought before the projected
vatican eouncll.  Wheun, in 1574, the nunelo
at Vienna, Faleinelli-Antoniacel, was ereated
Cardinal and withdrew from his post, Mon-
signor Jacobinl was chosen by Plus IX, to
sueeeed to the vacancy, which was st the
time a position of no small difieulty., Ae-
cording to eustom,he received Eplscopal con-
sceration with the title of arelibighop of Thes-
saionica in partibus Intdelium, and was ac-
credited to the court of Viennu, where he re-
mained untdl October, 1880,  On September
140, 1870, he was created Cardinal: but It was
fundged destrable that he should eontinnue
al the Austrian capital in order W carry on
the negotiations commenced some time pre-
viously with Germany and Hussia, and also
to regulate the new ecclesinstical arrange-
wenls for Bosula and Hergezovina, But. in
