UNDER THE THAMES.-

A

Now Tunnel In Progress of Con-
struction

¬

Iu London
Tirno was , says the London Newswhen-

n Thames tunnel was ono of the wonders
of the metropolis. That , however , was
early in the century. The first tunnel
was talked auout ana proposed in 171)) ! ) ,

and a shaft was sunk ; but Brunei's tun-
nel

¬

was not opened for foot passengers
till IS ID , the work occupying eighteen
ycara. Then came the tower subway ,

and a tubular tunnel for workmen be-
tween

¬

north and south. Woolwich. The
newest subway , which is likely to bo of
the greatest public service has been ex-
cavating

¬

since October last , but the pub-
lic seem scarcely aware of the interest-
ing

¬

operations that Mr. Greathoad , the
engineer , has been successfully conduct-
ing for the city of London andSouthwark
Subway company. All that marks the
undertaking above ground is a pile of
scaffolding , with a liberal complement of
cranes and miscellaneous gear , rising
out of the Thames near Old Swan pier. It
ono watched carefully from London
bridge hard by. it would bo scon tliat a
certain wire cable was revolving on its
drum night and day , save on Sundays ,

and that at regular intervals a huge iron
bucket or skip heavily laden witli
earth was hoisted from below and over-
turned

¬

into a barge moored under a point
commanded by the traveling crane. The
earth is soft London clay brought up from
some six-and-lifty feet below the bed of
the Thames , and at the present time
the far end of a tunnel that in the mar-
velously

-
short space of llftoen weeks has

been bored beneath the Thames to within
a few yards of the further side of the
river. As the clay is dug out it is taken
down the river in barges. The subway
is intended to relieve the traffic of Lon-
don

¬

bridge , and enable passengers to
cross into the borough without interrup-
tion

¬

and at the cheapest rates possible.
Nothing strikes a visitor who inspects the
works so much as the simple ingenuity of
the whole process. Mr. Greathead was
connected with the New Tower subway ,
and up w-adopts the same method of ex-
cavating

¬

as ho then used , with improve-
ments

¬

suggested by his former experi-
ence.

¬
. Minors rough out the clav in the

iirst place with pick and shovel , and a
cleverly contrived piece of hydraulic ma-
chinery

¬

finishes the circular cutting with
mathematical accuracy. As the clay is
cut and removed by trolly and skips to
the upper regionssections of iron linings
are putup.boltod togcther.and cemented.
The tunnel is virtually finished and made
water-tight , therefore , as it proceeds foot
by foot , and since the beginning of the
works progress has been steadily made
at the rate of ton foot per day.

The line struck by the tunnel , so far,
beneath the bed of the river is from Old
Swan wharf , where the shaft to which wo
have referred is sunk to the Hibernian
wharf wall on the Surrey side of the
river. The terminus to which the pres-
ent

¬

tunnel will extend is to be the Ele-
phant

¬

and Castle , and the station for pas-
sengers

¬

on the city side will bo on lung
William street. At both ends there will
bo a booking office , and passengers will
descend to tno tunnel either by hydraulic
lifts or by staircases after the manner of
the Mersey tunnel. There are to be two
tunnels , each with a single line of rails ,

and one deeper than another. The cars
will be worked on the successful endless-
cable'

-

principle applied to the tramways
on Highgate hill. There being no smoke
or steam the air can bo kept
perfectly sweet by means of the
elaborate and safe ventilation pro-
vided

¬

, and the service will represent a
carrying capacity of 100,000 passengers
per day. The speed will bo double that
of the street vehicles , and very similar to
that of the underground railways. The
journey from King William street to the
Elephant and Castle may therefore bo
done in less than ten minutee , and ns the
cars will run every two minutes , the
up and down trallio being con-
ducted

¬

each in its own particular
tunnel , dispatch may bo confidently
reckoned upon. It is estimated that
7,000,000 vehicles per year cross London
bridge , carrying 21,000,000 persons. In
addition to those nn average of ao.000000
foot passengers go every year over Lon-
don

¬

bridge. The now Thames tunnel
eannot fail to secure an enormous pro-
portion

¬

of this total. The first outlet or
station will bo near St. George's church ,

in the borough , the terminus for the ure-
sent being , as stated , the Elephant and
Castle. The directors of the company ,

believing that this short distance is not
sulllciont to fully develop the carrying
capacity of the line , have deposited a bill
in parliament for an extension of the Ele-
phant

¬

and Castle to the Swan at Stock-
well , running nearly the whole distance
underneath Kensington park and Clap-
ham roads. The entire length of the line
will then bo thrco miles. The tunnel has
up to date been bored and cased with its
iron armor a total distance of GG7 foot
from the shaft ; and in a few days the
river will liavo been undermined its en-
tire

¬

width. It is expected that the line
will be ready to open before the first of
the year. By using the endless cable
us a motive power the engineer has been
abio to construct a tunnel of not moro
than ten feet in diameter , or 50 par cent
less than would bo required for a steam
locomotive , and the passengers will have
thirty cubic foot of air per head instead
of the twenty cubic feet demanded by the
board of trade.

THE SEAL ISLANDS.

The Natives a Prosperous People and
Very Fond oruanolne.

The natives of the Seal Islands , al-

though
¬

of common origin witn those of
the Aleutian islands , being brought in
closer contact with the whites and enjoy-
ing

¬

corti'in privileges ana emoluments
arising from seal industry , are far in ad-
vance

¬

of their less-favored kinsmen in
the south. If ono may Judge by external
evidence they are oven bettor oil'than
the average workingmen in any civilized
community. Every male resident of the
Seal Islands , upon arriving at a certain
ago Is entitled to become a "sealer. " He-
is under the direct sup'jrvlsioa of a na-
tive

¬

ohlef , to whom ho renders implicit
obodlooco. The Alaska Commercial
company pay for each seal billed and

skinned a cerium amount , which is
agreed upon between themselves ana the
sealers. At the end of the killing season
the total number of seals killed Is counted
very ncuratoly , In a manner which loaves
no room for doubt , and the amount duo
the natives is divided into what is known
ns lirst , second and third class shares.
The shares are paid over to the several
sealers , as agreed upon. Besides the
regular sealers , the church Is allowed to
share in this division , and two llr.stclassf-
llmros are annually sot aside as a fund
for the assistance of the distressed widows
and orphans.-

the Wand of St. Cleorgo , where
S.'i.OOO seals are annually taken , i10,003? is
divided among the natives each season.-

fir.st'Classharo last season amounted

. When it is taken into considera-

tion

that besides tills onsh paid for ser-
vices

rendered by enoh sealer , every na-
tive

family on the Island has a comforta-
ble

homo , with fuel , lights , medical
attoiidaniio and schooling free of charge ,
it will not seem nn exaggeration to claim
for these hyperboreans a state of lifo
which it would bo hard if not impossible
to improve. With meli advantages over
his follow Aleuts it is hardly toTjo won-
dered

¬

at that the seal inlander should
consider himself a trillo better than his
poor cousins. Great is the lluttcr in the
social circles of Oonabska when a dusky
hero from the bloody fields of St. Georgb-
or St. Paul arrives on one of the compa-
ny's

¬

steamers in search of a wlfo. In
affairs of this kind the priest , ot the
parish has great intluencu , and it has
been whispered that those good men
manage to hold back the choicest articles
in the way of marriageable damsels until
less desirable stock has been lloated , thus
preserving a healthy tone to the market.
However thjs may bo , marriages are al-
ways

¬

occasions of general and profuse
enjoyment , and everybody seems happy.

Dancing is indulged in by old and
yoiin alike , and forms ono of the favor-
ite

¬

amusements of the natives to while
away the tedium of the long winter
months. During the scaling season so
much attention must bo paid to the busi-
ness

¬

of taking seals that but little time is
left for amusement. When this work is
completed , however , a grand bartl is usu-
ally

¬

given , which is participated iu by
everybody who can get to the hall. The
native belles coma guyly decked in silks
and satins fresh from San Francisco , and
the men stalk around rcsplendant in top
boots , store clothes , and paper collars.
Take good notice of the collar , for it may
happen that in the excitement of the
dance , in the maddening whirl of a grand
"all-nands-around" movement , it may
break loose from the confining button
and wander at its own sweet will down
the back or over the cars of its oblivious
but happy owner. The orchestra gen-
erally

consists of two sad-looking Aleuts
armed with large accordcous and cor-
ralcd

in n corner by a line of chairs.
There is a premonitory bass note , a short
sttugglo with the bellows , and then a
stirring Uubsian waiter polka peals
forth. Each gentleman the lady
next to him , "without regard to race ,
color or previous condition of servitude , "

IMPULSJVE PRINCE.
The Young Prince Imperial His Flljjb-

.Hpirlt and Independence.
Pall Mall Gazette : The prince imperial

was a young gentleman of high spirit ,
and not very easy to control. In August ,
1878 , only a tew months before his trag ¬

ical death , we arrived at Christiana , in-
tending

¬

to take the usual midday train
lor Copenhagen. The town was all dec-
orated

¬

with llaes , and wo found that the
royal yacht was expected , the prince im-
perial

¬

on board. He hud been on a visit
to the king and queen of Sweden at a
little countryplaco called Orkcrud (dis-
tant some three hours by steamer ) and
was now returning to England , via Co-

penhagen
¬

, intending to travel by this
same midday tram. The hour for do-

xirturq
-

! arrived , but no prince imperial ! *

"e waited and still waited , but the yacht
was unaccountably detained. At last.
however , the booming cannon announced
the arrival of the royal party ; two or
three carriages rolled rapidly up to the
station , and the king got out and came
on to the platform , leading the
prince by the hand. The latter ,

very short and slight , looked quite
like a boy by the side of the
king , who is indeed the beau ideal of n
monarch , tall and stately us one of his
own Norwegian pines. The reason of
the unaccountable delay wo heard after-
wards

¬

from ono of the party on board. It
was a lovely , hot summer's day ; tl.o
prince was in tearing spirits , shouting ,

singing , playing pranks like : i mad thing
all the time. At last he suddenly came
to the king and said ho "would and must
have a bath ! " "Impossible , " said the
king , "tho tram will bo waiting for us ,

you know. " No matter ! ho would and
must , and forthwith began to take off his
clothes. The king then mildly suggested
that ho should at least perform tliat op-
eration

¬

below ; but not a bill And in
another moment his imperial highness
was stripped and careering about the
deck in a stale of nature ! Seeing him
so determined the order was given to stop
tlio vessel , and almost before this could
bo done the prince had plunged over the
side. Upon this the prince royal of
Sweden and some of the younger gentle-
men

¬

in attendance also undressed , and
there were some half a dozen of them in
the water swimming round tlicyarht , the
prince imperial jumping on their backs
and riding them like so many doliiliins.
Nor wns it till they had half an hour of
this sport that the vessel was allowed to-

proceed. .

The king , however , seems to have been
much struck with thu intelligence of his
young guest , and laughingly complained
to some of the gentlemen present about
"his terrible thirst for information. His
questions are most alarming. Why , ho
asked mo just now how long it took a
vessel to got up steam. 1 hadn't an idea

thought it mignt probably bs ten min-
utes

( I lind Jt docs actually take live
quarters of an hour ) . But it is very im-

rub up one's knowledge if one wcro to-

bo long in his society !" The prince , too ,

seems to liavo made himself popular in
Sweden , for all through the day and all
througii the night crowds wore waiting
to see him , and from midnight to earliest
dawn wo wore awakened at every little
wayside station by tholr cries of "llochl-
lloch ! llochl" Various amusing little
scenes occurred on the way. At ono
station the moment the train drew UP a-

sternlooking lady planted herself witli
two little girls in front of the crowd ,

and receiving from their hands two
nobby and most repellent-looking bou-

quets
¬

, hurled them violently one after
tue other through tlm window of
the royal carriujffl. Then , setting
her binoolo lirmly on her nose ,

she stood awaiting the result. At first
wo thought it ill-natured that the green
blinds should have been so closely drawn ,

but after this experience wore forced to
admit that there might on some excuse.-

another station , contriving to elude
recognition , thu prince got out for re-

freshment
¬

and wu saw him spending
along the platform , a little dusty figure
in the gray , dusty oven to his eyelashes.
Unluckily for him , ho encountered on
his way two ladles whoso courtesies be-

trayed

his Identity. In a moment the
crowd was at his heuls. In and out of
the refreshment room , thn waiting mom ,

everywhere they followed him , till hu
was fain once moro to take refuge be-

hind

Iho friendly shelter of din t'roeu-
blinds. . Later on. we beheld him lean-
ing

out of the window of a second-class
carriage nt the other end of the train ,

and watching with great amusement the
crowds thatnad gathered In front of the
royal coach , and wcro engaged In staring
nt the equerry whom ho had put there to
fill his placo. That was the lust time
wo oversaw thu prince Imperial-alive ,
