Lywan Abboll in conducting the services,
Dr. Abbiott spoke for over an hour, and the
attention of tte audience was only hroken
b{ the oceasional sobbioe of soue of the
churelh members,

The evening service in Plymouth churen
wis remarkable from the fack thint elergymen
of alinost every denomination were present
and spoke in cnlogy of the late Mr. Beecher.
The bullding was crowided to exeoss and Lhe
vestibules were entirely lmpassable, and dur-
lng the services wany peoplé fainted and
more than one remained whore they swooned
or could not be carvied out.

Very Quietly.

Omecado, March 18, —Extreme quiet
marked the burial of Mrs. Neebe to-day.
Fully 40,000 people shivered three hours in a
bleak wind waltlng for the obsequies of the
noted anarchlst's wife to comuwence and
were only rewarded by a sight of the proces-
slon that, except in slze, differed only in a
few minor detalls from an ordinary funeral,
Last evening the master of cerenionies esti-
mated that 20,000 sympathizers would be in
line. Whether the absence of the anarchist
widower dampened the enthusinsm, or the
fact that the police were taking extraordi-
nary precautions to quell disorder had a like
effect, the demonstration fell far short of its
promoters’ conviotions., Ineluding the per-
sons In 177 carriages and buggles there were
probably 5,000 sonls in the eurlugl , 'The fu-
neral services were held in Mitler’s hall
which, less than twelve hours before, had
been the scene of a masquerade ball,  Every
vestige of the carnival trappines had been
carefully removed.

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AFTER ANNEXATION,

It is Openly Declared For in Parlia-
ment at Halifax,

HATIFAX, March 18, —[Speclal Telegram
to the Bee. | <There is mutiny in the ranks
of the provincial government supporters
aver the repenl question. Sinee the Domin-
lon elections n few woeks ago the provineial
cablnet have left the secession question se-
verely alone, and when the legislnture met
on Thursday the great question upon which
the two goneral elections had been run—the
question whieh was declared to be of “trans-
cendent importanes,” and upon which *“the
very life of the province depanded”’—was
only ineidentally mentioned In a three-line
sentenes in the speech from the throne, This
contemptnons  treatment of the question
greatly angered the honest secessionists sup-
porting the government anld they have set to
work to make the government position more
uncomfortable than ever, These ropealers
g0t up In the legislature yesteriny  and
souniiy denonneed the hypoerisy and trick-
ery of the government which they were sup-
porting, and demandod to know whether the
government meant 1o zo on with the seces-
slon ugitation or not.  But both the premier
and attorney eenerel ref usod to give any In-
dication of their future noliey. ‘I'be leader
of the government supporters on the floor of
parlinment declared himsell not only o se-
cessionist, but an annexationist.  ‘I'his open
declaration cansed o comotion, as it was
the first time in eolonind history that a wem-
ber in his place in parlisment has openly de-
clared for annexation. The speaker did not
eall the gentleman to ovder and demand a re-
traetion, nor was the sentiment repudinted
h{ the government. ‘T'he attorney general
himself is n woll-known  annexationist, but
has never deelared himself in parlhinment,
Another government supporter deelarod that
annexation to the United States was the only
logical outeome of secession from Cannda,

A PRIESTLY SPECULATOR,

A Montreal Divine Has to Skip the
Country.

Moxtnrear, March Li—|Special Telogram
to the BrR. |—A social sensation was created
in the best French Canadinn Roman Catholie
society in this city on the fact becoming
known that Rev. Abbe Arachambault, a
member of the Sulpieian  order, the
wealthiest of all the Catholic brotherhoods
in this provinee, nnd for many years past
viear of St James' chureh In St. Denls
street, nround which the aristoeratic French
Canadians principally reside, was obliged to
leave the city abruptly and proceed to the
United States to escape being arrested for a
debt which he became responsible for
throngh a strong desire he has had to spec-
nlate in citv real estate. It appears this
penchant  for  buying property  de-
veloped  itsell  soom  after be was ap-
pointed by the authorities of his order to
the parlsh of St James, and his speculations
turning out ndversely he became tinancially
embarrassed, but soon wealthy members of
his congregation and the authorities of the
order came to hisald on condition that he
would abstain in the future from speculat-
ing. Hegave an undertaking to enmply, but
about n year ago he purehased abuilding and
land on St Hubert street in his own parish,
the payments for which, when they became
due, bt was unable to lquidats. The Sul-
picliin antherlhes on hearing of his later dif-
ienlties declined to assist him and ealled
upon  him to resign the incumbeney of the
parish, which he did and left Canadian juris-
dietion fmmediately. The amount of his
liabilities is #stated to be large, but his eredi-
tors will have recourse on his resl estate,

Good Reports HReceived From the
Winter Wheat Beilt,

Circaco, Mareh 13.—The Farmers' Re-
view will print the following crop summary
in this week's lssue: ‘The weather for the
past ten days has bean very favorable for
¢rowing winter wheat, and reports from the
entirve wheat belt continue encouraging.
Rains and light snows In Knnsas are reported
to have causged an improvewent for the grow-
ing grain in certain portions of that stute
and an lmproved general outlook which was
becoming discournging. In sections of Michi-
an and Wisconsin the fields ars still pros
eoted with snow, and nearly all of the re-
ports trom these two states continue to be
favarable, 1o Ohio, Indiana, 1llinois and
Missonr: the reports Indicate limt the crop Is
in a very promising condition, and unless
subjected to freezine weather within the next
threée weeks promises to emerge from the
winter siege with unusually zood prospeets,
Some rurorl.a of Injury come from White
county, in Ulinois: in Clermont and Dela-
ware counties, Ohlo, and in Butler, Jewell
and Rire counties, of Kansas, but these are
only exceptions to the g reports from
fully one-third of the winter wheat states
west of Ohlo ending with March 12,

don 18 recommended by liwljluln:« who sen-
tencod him and the present district attornsy
of the distriet, and the warden of the prison,
together with a number of eitizens.

In the ease of Lafayvette Hopkins, convieted
of counterfeiting and s=enienced to three
years (o the Albany connty penitentiary and
to pay a fine of $100, the president has de-
cided that hix sentence commuted to
hprisonment for elghteen montha, explring
in May, 1857, and the Hne be wholly re-
mitted,

Pardons were also granted in the eases of
W, H. Holmes, contined in the Albany pen-
Itentiary for canspir.w*‘ to rescue a United
Stutes prisoner, and Edward ‘I, Davis, con-
fined in the District of Columbin jail for con-
spiraey.

Want Their Records Cleared,

Wasmisorox, March 15— [Special to the
Bee. |—A flood of applications has been potir-
Ing Into the oflice ol the adiutant general of
the army for relief from the charges of irregu-
iarity standing against the military records
of soldiers of the late wur. 1t is sald that
more than 10 per cent of the records of sol-
diers have charges of desertion, ete.,, on file
and that not more than 2 per cent are justly
there, Under clreumstances and proof set
forth by the revised statutes the adjutant
general may correct the military record of
any one, but in the great bulk of cases he is
powerless to net and refers the applicants to
congress, The adjutant ganeral cannot cor-
rect the record of a soldier without prima
facia evidence that the charge has been
wrongfully made, For instance, thera
wera very many of tha boys who broke out
nf the ranks uat the close of the war In 1505
and went to their Lomes without waiting for
discharge. ‘The adiutant general may re-
move the charge of desertion In these cases.
One man made application the other day to
have his military record corrected from the
echarge of “displaying acts of cowardice."
He eited no specifieations and gave no proofs,
He simply vallellwnllr declared he “was no
coward.”  Many ludierous letters are re-
reived with the aprlu-ltinnu for corrected
records.  Muny -of the applicants ridiculs
the charges, wihile others seem to think their
eorthly and heavenly interests are involved
and mwake inost pitifiul pleas. Congress has
become very chary In Its action in these
cases, having come to the conelusion that the
charges that ennnot be removed under the
prseent provisions ought to stand.
