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THE CORONET THE WINNER

Captain Orosby Bails His Yacht Into
Queenstown Harbor On Sunday.

NO SIGNS OF THE DAUNTLESS.

Full Account of the Trip Across the
Atlantie — Heavy Storms En-
countered, But the Schooner
Bebaves Nobly.

End of the Ocean Raoa,

QurensTowN, March 27,—'The Coronet ar-
rived at 12:41 p. m. The apparent timae oeen-
pled in the pussnge is 14 days, 25 hours, 3
minntes, 46 seeonds, The whole number of
nautical miles sailed is 4M9. The longest
day’s run s 2015 miles, made on Saturday,
Marah 26, and the shortest 355 miles, made
on Tuesday, Mareh 24  The weather was un-
contmonly storm.y for this season of the year.
No less than geven heavy gales contrived to
keep the sen in a ferment for eleven days of
the trip, and for two days the weather was
B0 severo ns to make the question of the
yacht's living through them somewhat doubt-
ful. She behaved splendidly, however, In all
korts of woather, and proved herself one of
the staunchest if not one of the fastest ves-
sels of hier slze afloat,

LoxnoN, Mareh 27.—The Coronet  passed
the winning point at 12:50 o'cloek under
full press of eanvas, the wind
at that hour being west northwest and fresh,
In passing the given line, Roche's Point, the
vietorious yacht fired five guns and the time
was al once taken by the secretary and memn-
bers of the Royal Cork Yach club who had
been on the lookout for herarrival. The
club then holsted the signal announcing the
Coronet's arrival, various stations nnswer-
ing the pennant The wind was blowing
hard and the Coronet entered Cork harber in
gpanking style, with atl salls set and hug-
ging the western shore. From start to finish
the Coronet experienced strong gales, with
tremendous seas, On Tuesdny and Wednes-
day Iast, she hove to for several hours each
day and made only ninety miles in forty-
elght hours. Her average run during the
passage varied from 250 to 250 miles per day.

The number of passengers on board the
Coronet  was twenty-nine,  including
sixteen sallors, five oflicers,
steward, cook, gmess boy and five guests,
The ofticers were: Captain, C, P.Crosby ; nav-
fgator, T, B. ©, Anderson; mates, W. A.
Whittler and Otto Peterson ; bontswain, Au-
gustus Bergholm, The advantage gained by
the Coronet at the start inereased the confi-
dencee of those on board in both the boat and
the skippers, It was the first thne that Cap-
tain Crosby had ever participated in a yaent

ruce of any sort.  He freely admitted that he
fenred that Captain Samuels, of the Daunt-
less, with his past experience, would sucecced
in crossing the starting line somewlint ahead,
How needless thesa apprehiensions were is
already known, It is nottoo much to say
that in his mancuvering he displuyed more

Judgment and tact thun  is _usu-
ally seen  in races near New York.
After taking the anchor on board at 11 o'clock

on the morning of the start, he beat about the
bay oft Owlishead, surveying the water and
verilying the position of buovs 1T and 11, be-
tween which she must pass after the proper
slenal had been made from the judge's tug.
When the preparatory signal was given the
Coronet was making a reach up the bay with
her head toward the Battery., Crosby held
the wheel, and by his side was Captain An-
derson, wateh In hand, eounting the see-
onds, Seven minutes from the time of the
tirst slenal C ordered the helm “Hard a
lee’ to bring the boat near around. She was
under fifty seconds in the stays, and then
fairly flew before the strong northerly wind,
As It _had been arranged that the starting
slgnal would be given ten minutes alter
the preparatory signal, it seemed prob-
able twnat the Coronet would reach
the line fully a minute before the time
for the second slunal, when [t would
be necessary to go about again, thus eausin
conslderable loss of time. Crosby was equa
to the emergency, however. \When he real-
fzed what was imminent he spilled the wind
ont of the sheets by wrimming flat aft, tnrluyf-
Ing the big schooner slmost to a staudstill,
ien the signal was finally given he pald
out the sheets fore and aft, ran up the
sguare sgil, fore Sufsall and topsails, and in
thirty seconds had the Coronet across the
line, The Dauntless, it will be ramembered,
wins off Gowanus, nearly a mile away, witn
her stern toward the judge's boat.” Every
ossible etiteh of canvas was spread to the
Joronet as she sped through the Narrows at
the rate of thirteen miles an hour, sur-
rounded by tugs, steamers and steam yachts,
Once or twice, when under the lee ol the
high land, it seemed as thongh her opponent
was ining her lost ground rapidly,
but when a wind filled the salls again, she
left the Dauntless further astern than at the
start, The Dauntless dmrped astern rapidly
and at 5 0’clock was bull down six miles
away. The first Sunday was marked, ns were
seven of the succeeding days, by n gule which
came from the northeast soon after mldnight.
Although fairly moderate it was accompanled
by a strong head sea which wade the gnclll
labor heavlly. The waves frc-quenuf roke
over her bows, but she rode It out well under
close reefed fore and main sallsand jib,
and ave tem  miles r bour on
the course shroughout. The most
terrific storn of the trip oecurred on} St
Patrick’s day. It was not unexpected, for
the Indieations on the barometer, whose

tendency been downward for three
daﬂ: guddenly dropped from 20,20 to
28, ‘I'he storm first deveiored soon alter

mudnight in sharp squalls {from the south-
west, with driving rain. The wind was lit-
ful tora time, coming varlously from the
south southeast to the southwest and south,
but tinally settied upon the southwost. At
11 a. m, it began blowing with great veloelity,
by noun had become a hurricane, and two
hours later the wind's speed was estimated
atul?hty miles an hour, It was a grand bat-
tle of the elements, such as I8 seldom wit-
nessed. Tne waves were almost mountain
high, 'Theirsurface was Iashed into snow
white foam, and ns the head of one rose
higher than another, the wind carrled It off
in a dense spray which, when driven Into
ones face, elt like stabs from scores of
nendles, T'he roaring of the wind was likea

prolonged peal of thunder, and the re-
semblance  was  completed b.\; an
oceasional  vivid  1as of lightning,

This was a severe test for so small a boat as
the Coronet. As she sank In the trough of
the sea it seemod as If wav which were
halt erest high, would engulf her, Upder
reefed foretrysail she was plunged along by
the wind at the rate of nine knots, and, de-
spite the great volume of water breaking
over the deck, weathered the storm wonder-
lull{‘ well. ‘Then, at 5:20 p, m,, the fury of

THE WEEK IN WALL STREET.

A Decided Improvement In the Tone
of the Market,

New Your, Mareh 27, —|Special Telegram
to the Bee. j—Atter a prolonged period of
dullness, which extended into the tirst half
ol the week, speculation reviyed and there
was a declded improvement in the tone of the
market. This change for the better was
broueht about largely by the subsidence of
the fears in recard to tight money, and nlén
by the more pronousecd expressions in favor
ot nhigh gangeof values on the part of
some of the lenders of the street who have
been very reticent for a long time past, and
who, It anything, had ruther discournzed
active operations.  Commission  houses
have also taken a mare positive stand and
their advice to customers to buy stocks have
incrensed the circle of operators. The ad-
vance started In speclalties and these con-
tinued to lead the upward movement to the
close, although In the interim some of the
usually prominent stocks developed strength
and scored moderate advances. Some of
the latter improved to the extent of 2 and 8
points, notably Canada Southern, Lacka-
wanna, Northwestern, and Pacitic Mail. But
the rise otherwise was less important
A  number of the speciallies rose
a4 to T pointa on more active
trading, bused chiefly on largely increasel
earmings.  With the improvement in the
stock market there came also an advance-
ment in railroad bonds, which exhibited tirmn-
ness, and in some Instances made sharp nd-
vanves, Governments were firmer, sspecially
townrd the close, when tixed date qus re-
corded shgghtly higher guotations. The 9s
were not affected by the call for $10,000,000
Issned by the treasury during the -week, and
ruled firm throughout. ‘The foreign ex-
changes, in consequence of the reduced sup-
ply of commereial bills and an fmproved de-
mund from importers, as well as In connee-
tion with mnaturing commercial eredits, wore
strong and higher, The ease of money in Lon-
don also had its effect, and bankers who ad-
vanesd their posted rates to $450and 84,555
showed little disposition to draw freely at
the rates current for actnal business, The
money market, taken altogether, and es-
pecinlly when the near approach of April
settlements s considered, was very steady
and uniform, ‘The highest rate for call loans
was 8 and the lowest 215 per eent, the bulk of
business, lowever, having been done at 4',@
b per cenlt.

Death of Judge Treat.

SrriyGrIELD, L, March 27.—Judge Sam-
uel H, Treat, United States judge of the
Southern district of Lllinois, died at his home
inthis city at 2 o'clock. For some years
Judge 'T'reat has been suffering from
Bright's disease, and his death was the result
of a serles of complications growing out of
the disense. At the time of his death he was
seventy-live years of age, having served as
judge ot the United States distriet vourt since
185, Judiee Treat was born In Otsego county.
New York, in 1812; studied law and was nd—
mitted to practice In his native state, In 1584
he came to lllinois, located in Springtield,

where he has  since resided. In
1852 he WAS appointed cireuit
judge and filled he office until

three years lnter, when he was elected ‘]uthre
of the supreme court and served until ap-
pointed to the bench of thg United States
district court during Pierce's administration,
which position he held until his death. He
leaves no family, A number of names are
mentioned In connection with his suceessor-
RMP among them being Judge Jessie J.

vast minvral deposits.

Brain Work Not Liable to Kill Off the Great
Reformer,

HIS HEART IS WHAT IS WEAK.

Manual Training to Be Inangurated
In Washington Schools—The Come
ing Whitney Christening—
Capatoline Newa,

What Alls Grover.

Wasminoron, March 27.—[Speecial Tele-
egram to the Beg. |—Physiclans here con-
tinue to talk abont the growing obesity of
President Cleveland and the reeent predie-
tion of Dr. Sowers that he will be
prostrated one  of  these  days, ns
was Secretary Manning, While many
ridienle the Idea there are a majority
who think the prediction was wisely made.
It has frequently been observed of late that
the president has veen growing morose in
his manners, less pleasant in his conversa-
tion and more given to drowsiness—evi-
dences, the physicians say, of sluggishnesa,
*It would not be a surprise at any time to
learn that he was stricken down,” sayvs a
physician, “although there are no Immediate
Indications that the president is working too
closely In doors for the zood of his health.,”
A number of friends have ndvised the presi-
dent to go away fora while and get rest
To-day’s Washineton Republiean. in dis-
cussing the president's physieal eondition,
declares that it predicted all that Dr. Sowers
recently predicted on January 2 last. It
ridicules the idea, however, that Mr. Cleve-
land will die of cerebral apoplexy, and says:
“Grover Cleveland will never die from brain
trouble, This sounds like an impertinence, but
it is a simple statement of a fact. No man
who who wears No. 11 shoes and a No. 6 hat
is likely to have a dangerous rush of blood to
the head. ‘I'he veto of &8 pensions granted
by congress to old soldiers Is not the kind of
mental overwork likely to bring on cerebral
apoplexy. Secretary Manning had to furnish
brains for the whole administration, and It is
no wonder his own wore out. Cleveland's
wenk peint 13 his heart, not fi:zuratively, by
any manner of means, but literally. That
physical organ Is probably overtaxed to sup-
ply his bulk, while it is growing flabby and
feeble for want of proper exercise. Any extra
straln thrown upon ity physiclans say, as by
an atlack of rheumatisin like the last, will be
aptto put anend to its beating. For this
reason Wasliinzton medieal men are not
wholly sorry that the creat reformer avalls
himsell ot the gratis services of an army sur-
geon, who will have to bear the responsibility
of any tragic result.”

MANUAL TRAINING IN SCHOOLS.

A new Innovation Is soon to be ipstituted
in the publie schools of Washington—a de-
parture which will attract the attention of
the entire country, Manual training is to be
a part of the regular course of instruction,
beginning with the kindergarten in the pri-
mary schools and ending with instruction in.
forging iron and wood turning and the use of
the most delicate tools of all elnsses. Instrue-
tion in wood work is already being given ina
limited extent in tha nieh schools under the
supervision of Mr, Masson, from the \Wor-
cester Polytechnie  school. Congress this
year appropriated £5,000 for instruction in
manual training, and it is proposed  to
greatly expand the system by thu introduce-
tion u?mnre simple wood work, such as is
now taught in the high sehool, with seventh
and eighth grammer grades, and substitutin
for it in lllﬂﬁllifll schools Instruction in wooc
and iron turning and forging. For this pur-
yose forges and appropriate lathes will be put
[n the basement,workshop at the high school.
In the other school buildings the work
benches and wood-working tools will be in-
troduced. It ls thought that four teachiers
will be sufficlent to uup‘:lf' all schools at
present, Each teacher will have four or
more bulldings under his charge and will de-
yote a day at each bullding and the boys will
be sent to him in classes of twelve, a new
class each hour. In this way every boy In
the school will receive one hour's instruction
each week. T'he object of the work is not to
teach the boys any particular trade, but to
stimulate their inventive faculties and fit
them for entering any profession requiring a
knowledge of the use of tools.

THEY WERE STARVED.!

Famished Passengers of the Wrecked
Scotia 1Med at Castle Uarden.

New Yong, March 27.—Five hundred and
nineteen of the [talian passengers of the
wrecked steamer Seotla artived on the sea
barge Haggzerty at Castle Garden late this
afternoon. ‘The seene that followed beg-
gared description. They rushed into the
rotunda pell mell, shrieking and howling
for food like ravenous wolves, They crowded
around the lunch tables, climbing over each
otlier and trampling on lelpless women and
children, Pandemonium relgned supreme
for tully an hour. It is customary to regis-
ter all immigrants before they enter the ro-
tunda, but red tape was broken on
this oceasion by Superintendent Jackson.,
The ftorce of the inass of  people
was g0 great that the officers who were sta-
tioned to keep order were swept awu{“;lko
straws.  The seethine mass eould not re-
atrained,  Superintendent Jackson gave
orders to give them all the food they needed
and charge 1t to the commissloners of emi-
gration.  Then the distribution of food
began, It was impossible to regulate the dis-
tribution. Strong men crowided to the front
with uplifted arms and their eyes starlimng
from their sockets. erying in Italian “bread,
bread.” ‘The surging wmob was utterly un-
controllable. The officers of the Garden
aldad in the distribution by throwing loaves
over the heads of the nearest to the outskirts
of the crowd. Every time a loaf was fired
Into the crowd twenly or more scrambled,
and in some cases, fought to get It Dry
bread was a luxury, In a short time all the
food was cone. The women and children
were cared for and mifk and beer was added
to their portion, The complaints of the un-
fortunate immigrants were most unfavorable
to the com pauir. and especially to the captain
of the Scotia, Seventy additional pas-
sengers who came by rail from Patchozue ar-
rived about 9 o'clock to-night. They were
transferred from Long 1sland City on the
steamboat John F. Moores, They were even
more ravenous than the others, They were
fed at the Garden, s fresh supply of “proyi-
slons having been obtained.,  Many of the
Italians were sick from enting after their
lone fast, Neveral writhed in agony on the
floor of the rostrum.

Huog in vacation thue is the question of salas
ries for the vireuit judges, who were logls-
lated out of oftice by the last general nssem-
by, It will be remembered that In reorgan-
izing the judiclary of the state the elroult
court was abolished, and the jurisdiction of
the distriet court was enlarged to take lta
place. Many of the eirenit judges were re-
nominated for the new distriet eourt, but
there were some  half-dozen left out, with
thelr occupation gone, After considering
their mistoctune for a while they concluded
tonsk for the rest of their salaries, that is for
thie balance of the time for which they had
been elected but were unable to serve on ao-
count of their offiee being abolished. The
state auditar of course refused to pay them
or give them warrants for their pay, and an
agreed case wis made up and submitted to
the distriet court hera for a mandamus com-
pelling him to issue the warrant. Tnis was
refused, and the case was appealed to the su-
perior court and Is now beilng considered,
The line of arcument taken up by the ex-
Judies Is quite Ingenious and elaims that
they never have been removed from oflice, or
niad their oftices removed from them, for the
law that abolished the eircuit court has only
by implication referred to them, and as they
are different from the court they are there-
fore still officiully allve and kicking. 1t 18 one
thing, they say, to abolish a court, but an-
other thing to abolish the judges, and till
they are particularly and expressly sup-
pressod Lhey think they should draw their
salaries, This s the problem with which the
supreme court is now struggling, and if it
decides that the ex-judges are entitled to thelr
salaries for the remainder of the terms for
which they were elected, the state will ba out
Just 15,000 by the transaction.

PRE-EMPTING AN INSANE ASYLUM,
