In fact, there is
nothing to prevent the election of nine
councilmen from the same ward, if n
majority of the people of tha entire city
should see fit to cast their votes for them.

The object of electing candidates at
large, as we have already rtated, is to get
the cumulative choice of the city regard-
less of the residence or ward divisions.

A Cherering Outlook,

Winter has finally surrendered to the
sunshine and genial warmth of the sum-
mer months, and the prediction iy safe
that *balmy spring' is here. The poet
can Jay aside his manuseript on benuti-
ful snow and now write upon beautiful
hoe, ditto mow. And the spring has
brought with it general happiness. From
all parts of the country, east and wost,
north and south, come the cheering re-
ports of a good busincss outlook. Com-
meareial interests have of necessity been
affected by the sudden enforcement of
sweeping and radieal changes in trans-
portation rates and methods. Much of
the embarassment in special branches
has grown out of the antagonistic policy
of the railway interests in their arbitrary
construction of the now law. Tradein
some lines and localities is suffering from
the reaction that naturally follows a
period of unusual netivity, such as was
stimulated by the expected changes
freight rates. But this trouble is only
temporary.

On the whole, erop reports appear most
favorable, General and copious rains
throughout the west and southwest are
reported, and every indication seems to
guarantee the farmer ample roturns. Of
the country at large, an eastorn  paper,
comparing the presont situation to that
of other years, says:

The cheering outlook of the present spring
is based on the most substantial foundation.
Capital is rapidly diffusing itself into pro-
ductive enterprises: labor 15 better rewarded
than it was durin: the exeentionally lugh
wages of war times, as the neeessaries of lite
are greatly redueed in eost; the provie were
pever so free from debn and never so able to
consuine, and there s general hojpe and con-
fidence throu hout all the various vroducing
interssts of the entive countiv,  Kiuiployers
and agploved are gradually  attalning better
relations toward each other, anud the nniver-
sal distrust of one year ago, eaused by the
unfortunate eyclone of labor strikes, las
been effaced from business clreles,

In our own stute the prospects are in-
decd flattering, Nebraska furmers have
their spring work alveady far advanced.
The winter, while 1t has been long, and
part of the time severe, has left the live
stock in splendid condition. The state is
free from hog cholera, the cribs of the
majority of farmers are lillod with corn,
and thus with many hogs to feed the
chief product of the state will bring a

The Bravest of the Brave.

History reiates that Michael Ney, one
of the bravest of Napoleon's marshals,
was on December 5, 1515, found guilty of
hign treason, and two days later was
shot in the gardens of the Lexembourg.
There has been some question, however,
whether this was a real or & mock exe-
cution, although the memoirs of Ney by
his sons give no intimation of a doubt
that the great soldier met his death at the
time and place recorded in history. The
circumstances surrounding the execu-
tion, however, were 8o peeuliar as to
give rise to suspicion. The wverdict and
the sentence weare mnot publicly an-
nounced. On the morning of December
7 a file of soldiers murched into the gar-
dens, and immediately there appeared a
carriage from which an officer and Ney
descended. There were no ceremonies.
The condemned man took a positioa, the
soldiers tired a volley, Ney fell forward,
the body was placed in the earringe

and driven away. The whole pro-
coedings  occupied only a few
minutes. It has been believed by many

that blank cartridges were used by the
soldiers, and that Noy at once left France
and camo to America. On the other
hand the surviving members of his famly
say that his remains were exhumed and
identitied, and there appears to be no
doubt among those regarding the hero's
death ns recorded,

The skull of Marshall Ney was trep-
hined, On this fact the Historical
Society of Wisconsin propose going into
the grave for proof. According to a
Salisbury, N. C., paper physicians of
that city, at the instance of the president
of the historical society, propose next
Tuesday to take up tha remmins of Peter
S. Ney, which lie buried in the Third
Creek graveyard at Salisbury. It seems
that sixty years ago an old Frenchman of
distinguished appearance anid soldierly
bearing settled in Western North Caro-

lina and opened a country school. He
called himself Poter Stewart Ney., e
garding his  past life he would
say  nothing, but on two or

three oceasions, in momeuts of unusual
excitement, he was betrayed into the aa-
mission that he was Michuael Ney, grand
marshal of France, duke of Elchingen,
and prince of Moskwa. 1f the skull of
Peter 8. Ney shall be shown to have been
trophined, as was that of Muarshal Ney,
the Wisconsin Historical society will
have revived an almost forgotten mys-
tery and given it a more puzzling aspect.
Otherwise history will stand unehal-
lenged by any substantial fact and the
Ney of North Carolina will be disposed
of as an impostor, The result of the in-
vestigation will in cither case be inter-
esting. We have beon told that there 1s
a tradition in the Rudolph family of
Ohiv, of which Mra Garficld is o mem-
ber, that Marshal Ney was a Rudolph
and the uncle of Mrs. Garlield. Also
that he fled from Franecein 1815 and died
in this country.
—
Reform in Marriage Laws,

There is perhaps not a state of the
union that might not in the interest of
society reform its marriage Ilnws in the
direction of eularging their requirements
and providing for their better enforce-
ment,  Itis certain that in many of the
states legislation on this subject has been
extremely lux and inadequuate, even if
the utmost latitude be given to the view
that marriage 18 simply and only a eivil
contract, This subject is discussed in
the May number of the Foruin by Judge
Edmund H. Bennett, who takes radieal
ground in favor of a general reform of
marriage laws, for indeed until the re-
form shall become general the evils now
complaived of ecannot be wholly re-
moved, however stringont the laws mny
be made in certain states. Tho stoady
incrense in the number of divorcea
throughout the entire country Judge Ben-
noett conaiders to be quite as much
due to the loose and insuflicient
marriage laws as to the lax and easy
divorce laws now existing in so many
soetions of the country. “When children
of twelve und fourteen years of age are
allowed by law to assume marriage obli-
gations; when consent of neither parent
nor guardian is required; when no pub-
licity is preseribed, no previous an-
nouncement necessary, no opportunily
for the prevention of fraud allowed;
when, a¥ in most states in the ease, no
ceremony before any person, minister or
magistrate, is demanded, nor even any
declaration or marriage promise before
a single witness, what else can bo ex-
pected but the most unwise, rash and
absurd unions*™  From such unions
comes most of the domastic wretched-
ness that is finally aired and ended in
the divoree tribunals,

The reform which Judge Bennett re-
garded as of first importance is to raise
the lawful age of marringe. It ought to
be cightecn at least, and he thinks it
would be better still if it were
twenty-one, unless the puarent or
guardinn  consent. Clandestine  and
foolish marriages would be pre-
vented by requiring some previous an-
nouncement, publication or public regis-
try of intentions (o marry, so long before
the event that friends and relatives of
oither party would be enabled to inter-
vene if all was not right. A third pre-
enution would be that all marringes
should be solemniged in presence of
witnesses, before some minister or elvil
magistrate, who should keep a record of
the same, signed by the parties, the
witnesses and himself. He should have
the power o put the parties under oath
s to their age, situation, antecedents,
ete., and false swearing should be por-
jury, punishable as such, Another pro-
vision should be to make the laws rogulat-
ing the marriage cerecmony peremplory,
and declaring all marringes otherwise
entered into null and void, subjecting the
parties thereto to eriminal prosccution,
Mere prolubitory luws are insaflicient;
they should be highly prual.

It is not necessary to approve
every requiremont of this plan of
reform in order to commend its general
charaeter, or to obtain from it & system
of marriage laws that would certainly oe
avery great improvement upon those

now cxisting in wmany of the states.
Doubtless no systews would prove & pan-
acen for all domestie' differences. The
reform that will accomplish that is not
to be =ecured by lagisiation. But there
certaiuly are practicable precautions
and safeguards which would provent
evils thal are now increasing in - number
and do much to lessen the probabilitics
of domestic discord,
Prospects of Cremation.

The practice of cremation makes slow
progress,  But it spems to be advancing.
The growth of the innovation isnot regu-
lar and general, but is manifested at in-
tervals and in spots, The latest evidence
of progress is furnished from San Fran-
ciseo, where after long effort the erema-
tory socicly bas raised money enough to
build a ctematory in that city. It is pro-
posed to erecta building that shall be ar-
chitectually splendid. A loeal paper says
the rich forms of the renaissance style,
adorned with sculptiwes 1 terra cotta
and gray sandstone, and decorated with
au ample and airy colonnade, will tend
to rob the new abode of death of every-
thing like gloom and will clothe the rost.
ing place of the mortuary man with a
brightness which is unknown to the or-
dinary grave. In that cheerful ediftce
the mourner may contemplate the ashes
of the departed without n thought of the
worm which dieth not, and with none of
that sinking of the heart which visions of
the damp, cold earth are apt to insvire.

It is not probuble that eremation will
ever entirely supersede subterrancan
sepulture.  The time may come when the
former will be widely practiced, ehietly
or wholly by those who are more con-
cerned for the practicul and hygienic ar-
guments inits support than for the senti-
mental and religious opinions to which it
is offensive. But it is not probable that
the great majority of religious people
will ever abandon their opposition to a
method of disposing of the dead w hich
they beliove contraries seriptural injune-
tion and divine example. Tuese people
insist, and will doubtless perpetually in-
sist, that cremation is a barbuarism of
the ancients—the Greeks and Romans—-
that is intolerable to the Christian spirit
and sentiment of this age, and especially
hostile to the doetrine of the resurree-
tion, The problem of what shall be dona
when the cemeteries are full does
not give them any present
concern, and they regard the as-
sumed  dangers  arwing  from  the
proximity of burial grounds as greatly
exaggerated,.  Nevortheless, these are
really very important considerations. In
most of the older and larger cities of the
country the question of providing eceme-
tery room is alrendy a troublesome one,
and every vear grows to be more serious.
In France cemetery grounds are used
again, but this 18 repugnant to American
ideas. With regard to comeleries as
dangerous neighbors the evidence is not
uncertain, The graat PParls cemeterices
inflict headache, dinrrhoa, and ulcerated
gore throat on their immeiiste neighbors,
and & mass of sum:lar wall sutheuntieated
fucts ure brought against mors recent
eemeteries than those of Paris in various
countries. The eremation movement in
Europe has been for years advocated by
the most distinguished physicians and
chemists upon sanitary grouunds.

The successful efforts of the San Fran-
cisco crematory society will pernaps give
the movement for which it is working an
impetus. ILtappears to have gone about the
matter in the right way, with an ap-
preciation of the litness of things in con-
nection with the solemn business of re.
ducing tho dead human body to ashes-
But the strong sentiment and deep-seated
religious feeling against this methoa will
yield very slowly, Lven where the pro-
cuss of incineration i8 conducted amid
the softening and soothing intluen ces of

art.

the late confederacy. The 80Lh of May
is recommended for the reason that.
flowers will ba abundant in every part
of the country at thut time, and being a
national holiday, all who choose ean give
that dav its proper observance.

The different divisions of the Grand
Army of the Republic, so thoroughly or-
ganized throughout the north,are alrendy
prevaring to appropriately observe
this duy. With the assistance of a grate-
ful people who love to honor the soldier
boys, living or dead, the observance of
that day this month in Nebraska will be
almost umversa!, Wherever a Grand
Army of the Republic vost exists, no mat-
ter how small the membership, aetive
prepurations are in progress by those *in
the field” to do duty to the honored dead.
Aod as the mounds in the cemeteries
become more numerous, it suggests Lo
them that rapidly and quietly their ranks
ara being thinned, and soon they, too,
will be ealled to join their comrades on
the thither shore, where floral tributes
will not be offered.

Why Cardinal Gibbons Has Suddenly
Started for Homa,

Barrisone, Md., April 30.—[Speeial Tel-
gram to the Bewr.]—Private advices from
P’aris have reached this eity to the effeet that
Cardinal Gibbons, who was not expected to
sall fur Amerien until the Iatter part of Au-
wust, will suddenly return at onee. Ostensi-
bly the motive for this sudden return is ill-
nesss in realicy there are other reasons be-
neath the surtace.  The tumult and unrest
among the (atholies in the United States
who are chietly workingmen, are likely tn
Increase during the summer, when thious-
ands are thrown out of employment.

Cardi
nal Giibbons has put his position regarding
the Knights of Liabor upon record, and the
faots he presented to the holy sea are of suf-
ficient import to make suspension of Car
dinal Taschersau's condemnation nm:umrr.
The action of the holy office has been simply
to withdraw its decision concerning the order,
Itis well known that Cardinal Gibbouns'
views are not entirely in accord with the
views of other archbishops, ‘The ~ase ru-
malns in suspense until all their facts and
views can be laid before the Iml{ ofice at
Rome., The threatening aspeet of affairs hng
caused the sudden return of the cardinal.
1t was laid down as law by the recent plenary
council that when a soclely was to be eon-
demned it should be doneonly by a council
of all archbishops In the conntry, du'y sume-
moned for consideration of the facts, The
twelve centioman who will meet Cardipnal
Gibbons at his residence in this city  wiil
come aud depart with hardly an c¢cho of

their presence  going  abroad. Each
archbishop  will submit the fints
he has gathered  and the views
they have led him to torm. and a concord«

anede of opinion will, if possible, be resched.
[f they fail in this, then two reports will
probably b wade, & majority and minority
report, and both transmitted to Rome. Care-
ful consideration of the mntter may lead the
holy office to continue suspension and ree
serve its final deecision for future develop-
ment of taots. It is ldie to forecast whatthe
upshot of the matter will be. 1 believe most
of the archbishiops are on the liberal side of
the question, and wi_recommend the holy
n}lloa to allow the Knights of Labor free
piay.
