Bubstantial Prosperity at Orete Builded on
a Sure Foundation,

STIMULATING NEWS AT YORK,

Fairbury Puashing to the Front of
Southern Nebraska Towns — Val-
paraiso Steadily Progressing—
Valley's County's Metropolls,

Crete's Proapects.

Cuere, Neb., May 13— Correspond-
ence of the Brr.|—Crete, the acknowl
vdged prottiest town in Nebrasku, hus
had no startling boom in recent years,
like many Nebraska towns.  For the last
thirty days4 there has been unusuul signs
of now hife and vigor, More real estats
changed hands in that period than
during ten years past, The oldest inhab-
itant began to shake his head and won-
der what it all meant. Light wad finally
thrown on the subject by the Missouri
Pacific railway making our citizons o
proposition a couple of weeks ago to
build an extension of their line to
Crete. The |;rn wsition  was al  once
necepted and the eounty commission-
era were called together to submit a
proposition to the voters of Crete precinet
to vote 3,500 in bonds to secure right-of-
way and -'l-,-pot grounds for the company
within the eity. The surveyors huave
found an excellent grade by the Salt
creck valley into the ecity. Work will
undoubtedly begin at once, as there s
not a fraction of doubt but  what the
bonds will carry without opposition. The
expression of approval by our business
nmen warrants us in sayimg that the dis
sourt Pacitic railway will ecarry out of
Crete and in the hon's share of business
when onece in operation.  The B. & M,
had it conserved its own intorests, would
long ago have taken advantage of the
splendid water facilities and lay of land
tributary to their tracks at this point for
extensive yards, shops, ete. There is
gubstantial evidence now that they in-

tond doing  something.  Their  chief
engineer, Mr. Weeks, spent u
cotiplo of days here  last  week

sorutinizing the territory we have men-
tioned very closely. It 1s practically cer-
tain that the R, & M. will close the gap
of twelve miles between here and Mil-
ford, thus making a throngh north and
south line, with Crete n very central
ot in their extensive system. ‘The
lorthwestern ﬁmuplu are investigating
tnis beautiful Blue valley with a view to
extending their line from Seward by
Crete to Beatrice.  If the readers of the
Ber see the announcement of a l:ro[m-
gition from that road to Crete inside of a
couple of weeks they need not be sur-
prised.

These§ aro some of the developments
from the outside which muke Crete

pople feel the lng boom is coming. T.
1. Miller, mayor of the citv, n wealthy,
energetic  German,  seconded by an
enterprising council, 18 inaugurating
public improvements in  securing an
electrie lllght plant  for the eity,
With the water power which our big
mills propose to give to the city, itis
found the incandescent light ean be fur-
nished consumers cheaper than gas or
oil. At the next meeting of the council
a proposition for a franchise to build a
system of waterworks for the eity will be
submitted, A reservoir plan on the
hoights above the city will be adopted,

These natural advantages, which Crote
has supplemented  with additional rail-
roads, are bound to put itin the front
rank of interior towns, Real estateis
not on the top shelf, like most Nebraska
towns, and the buyers now can realize
handsomely on ilavestments. Among
the heavy purchases of real estate the

The Fremont, Elkhorn & Missoyri Val-
ley graders are at work near the city and
this lne will be completed to York in
about eight weeks, The B, & M, has de-
cided to build an air line from York to
Central City to accommodate the busi-
ness of the new lines which they aroe
builaing in northwestern Nebraska. This
will make York an important junction of
this great line.

A representative of the Kansas City,
Wryandotte & Northwestern was in York
nfew days ago and said his compuny
would make this an important point on
their line, which is un extension of the
Fort Scott & Gulf ronte. This will give:r
us o direct line to Now Orleans.

Our people are sanguine and a bi
boom for York scems inevitable, Al-
ready our real estate moen are crowded
with business and are adding to their
force of nssistants,

Falrbury Pushing to the Front,

Fampunry, Neb,,May 18,—|Correspond-
ence of the Ber.|—The graders on the
Kansas City & Omaha railroad are
throwing dirt northwest from here at o
lively rate and another large gang are st
work in the city putting in switches for
supply yard. The work on the division
shops and round house will be com-
menced soon. Fairbury is the terminus
of the Fairbury & Stromsburgh branch
of the road and will have more direct
communication with Omaha when the
road is completed.

The Rock island has surveved a route
from here through Reynolds, Neb., to
Belleville, Kan., where connection with
another line will be made that is boing
built from Belleville southeast to connect
with the Topeka line of the road. This
will be the main line to Denver.

All these railroad movements give us
life and are fast pushing us to the front

of southern Nebraska towns. A
number of manufacturing institutions
are  in correspondence with  the
board of trade and we expect

some of them will locate with us. All
lines of business and manunfacturing now
reprasented here are prospering greatly,
and there is am IJIu room for more.

I'ne building boom holds up and qnite
a large number of houses and store build-
ings are being ereeted. The brick makers
are in full blast and have already burned
three kilns this spring. Fveryboay is

The nursery in-
dustry of Fairbury is immense, Carpen-
Ler & Gage having sold this spring in the
neighborhood of $100,000 worth of trees,
ete. They have a market all over the
continent and do the largest business in
their line west of the Mississippi. There
aro two or three other nursery firms
here.

do so.

MRS, HOLTSCHNEIDER TALKS,

She Says She Did Not Drive Her Hus-
band to Suicide,

The Bre a few days ago published an
neeount of the suicide of Wiltinm  Holt-
schnerder in the Auantie hotel on South
Tenth street. It will be remembered
that before committing his rash act he
wrote a note which gave a5 a reason for
the same the fact that his  wife had
driven him from home without a penny
and that she and her son-in-law had
made a life a burden to hig. His widow
now residing in Harlan denies the truth
of these statements in the following  let-
ter:

There is not a word of truth in the note
written by William Holtsehneider before he
committed smieide.  May the gooil Lord for-
glve him, if he was in gound mimd. In the
tirst place, 1 diil not consider him very sane
for the last three years pnst, as he many
tunes threatened that he would kil all of us,
or that Le would set the house on fire. Many
a night L daid not sleap 1 wink in ordoer to be
pripared Lo protect my children and myself,
Asto my son-in-law, he never had more
than one conversation with him during his
entire stay in Harlan.  From the first begin-
ning of our uniuckv marriage he nlways
showed a great  inclination of running
away from home whenever he could
get  hold of any wmoney. The last
time he left here 1 went to him three times
and begeed him to stav, but he refused abso-
Intely, saying that he was tired of living
with us any longer, My chlldren and myselt
always tried our utmost to keep him in good
humor, but all our united efforts were in vain
and it always see¢med to me that some
of our nearest neighbors here in Harlan,
for some reason or other, wera s great enuse
of our troubles, by spenking i1l to him aeadnst
us, and he, feeble-minded as he was, took re-
venge on his family in that case overy thme.
When we were married Mr, Holtsehnelder
wasa paor, sick helpless man, Soon after
he got well and showod his bad character by
getting drunk, comne home Iate, spending
all the money he made, Including our bosi-
ness house and my private bank account of
&2 500, He tirst left mo in 1551, three months
after our wmarriage, taking 85, and stald two
or three weeks,  In six months he went to
Councll Blutfs, Ta., with 8555, and not only
spent i, but contracted #25indebts. He
went away, takine woney several times
more,  The last time was two weeks nfter
we came to Harlan,  Te took 875, and after
spending it all in St, Paul, Minn., attempted
stielde by entting  his throat, but did not
suceeed. Every time he went away he left
us without o bakeror any help needed, and
always took every eant of money he eould
tind in the house. I kept him in St Paul all
winter and sent him mwoney to eome home
on three times.  But hie spent it there and
did not come home.
